The Plains Gifted and Talented Program is designed to meet the special and 
differentiated educational opportunities above those of the regular curriculum. 
This program shall provide an educational environment which encourages the 
development of critical thinking, investigative skills, indepth analysis of ideas, 
higher level thinking processes, and personal responsibility for self-learning. 
While the Plains Gifted and Talented Program is designed to meet the unique 
needs of the gifted and talented student, it shall appropriately reinforce and be 
compatible with other programs in the school district.

The Texas Education Code 21.651 defines a gifted and talented student as 
the following: "A student who by virtue of outstanding mental abilities, is capa­
ble of high performance. The student may demonstrate, singly or in combina­
tion, above-average achievement or potential in such areas as creative and pro­
ductive thinking, and leadership ability. The phrase does not include students 
who demonstrate above-average achievement or potential in areas relating to 
physical abilities."
