1 box yellow cake mix 
1 large can crushed pineapple 
1 large package instant vanilla pudding 
1 large can cherry pie filling
1 large carton Cool Whip

Bake cake as directed; let cool. 
Break cake into chunks; put in bottom 
of punch bowl. Pour pineapple, in­
cluding juice, over cake. Mix pudding 
as directed and pour over pineapple.

1 teaspoon vanilla
1 cup chopped pecans 
Spread on cake while hot

PEANUT BRITTLE
2 cups sugar
1 cup white Karo 
1/2 cup water 
1 1/2 cup raw peanuts 
1 teaspoon vanilla 
1 teaspoon soda

Cook sugar, Karo and water in 
skillet until it spins a thread. Do not 
stir. Add peanuts and cook until mix­
ture turns a golden brown. Remove 
from fire and add vanilla and soda. Stir 
thoroughly and pour into buttered 
pans. Break into pieces when cool.
