Unless you are digging, trenching or
drilling, you are not likely to come into coantact with the buried conductor -
except where it enters an aboveground enclosure.
AVOID UNWANTED CONTACT WITH UNDERGROUND POWER:

- Make sure that all transformer eaclosures are kept locked - and alert ysur
electric utility when they are not!

- . Never allow children to play on or near enclosures or other electrical faci-
litfes.

- Don't allow garbage cans, junk or wood piles to be stacked on or near enclo-
sures. s %

- Don't allow contruction of fences or outbuilding to contact enclosures or to
restrict access to them.

- Immediately report any damage to enclosure structures or foundations to your
electric utility.
