Regents consider

The Texas Tech Board of Regents
discussed in its committee meetings
“Thursday the proposed operating
budget, totaling about a quarter of a
billion dollars, for fiscal year 1985.

State appropriations would fund about
62 percent of the budget, which includes
funding for the university, Health
Sciences Center and museum.

The largest increase in the budget is
for utilities. The increase is due largely
to intentional under-funding of utilities
this year by the state Legislature.

The proposed budget also includes a
pay increase of 4 percent for employees
of the three institutions. Of the 4 percent
pay increase, 2 percent would be funded
by the Legislature.

A summary of fiscal year 1986-87
legislative appropriations requests,
prepared by the Office of Finance and
Administration, was presented to the
board by Eugene Payne, Tech Vice
President for Finance and
Administration.

According to the report, top priority is
continued funding of current special
items, with scholarship funding at the
top of the list. Most of the other 19 special
items concern research funding.

Another priority item is the request for
replacement of cuts made in several

ial items during the last session.

tinue the improvement of faculty
salaries and the need for up-to-date
equipment, especially in the areas of
engineering and science education.

The campus and building committee
discussed granting contracts for the con-
struction of the completion of the Phase
ITIA core space at the Lubbock Health
Sciences Center, and the construction for
the Computer Users Center in the
library.

The committee asked the board to
remove an item on the agenda concern-
ing a construction contract for the repair
and restoration of the brick on the Ar-
chitecture Building. The company
responsible for its initial construction is
considering plans to make the repairs.

The schedule of televised football and
basketball games remains tentative, but
the Tech football team probably will be
televised at least twice this season under
the new Southwest Conference TV
package. The televised games are ex-
pected to be those at Texas A&M and at
Rice. Other games could be chosen for
broadcast under contracts with ABC and
ESPN.

Tech basketball games tentatively
scheduled to be televised in the con-
ference package include the Rice, Texas,
Houston, Arkansas, A&M and TCU con-
tests. Three games will be played at
home and three will be played out of
fown.

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Study shows land sales affected

The receding Ogallala Aquifer is the
main factor that affects the sale of land
on the Texas Plains, according to a study
conducted by Texas Tech researchers.

The study indicates that the effects of
the receding Ogallala Aquifer, natural
gas costs, percentage of down payment
on the natural gas costs, size of the land
parcel and expected land prices in-
fluence the land value on the Texas
Plains.

Another factor the researchers found
influenced the value of a parcel of land
was the distance of the land from cities

or towns.

The study, conducted by agricultural
economics professors Don Ethridge and
Arthur Stoecker and graduate student
Ken Mathews, was designed to provide
guidelines to determine the actual value
of land.

“The goal of our study was to find out
how the decline in the water table affects
the land value for that period of time,”
Stoeker said. ‘‘The price of the land will
vary depending on the irrigation of the
land.

“People have a lack of information
about the factors determining the worth
of land.”

He said by providing more information

to the public about land market prices
and their determinants, people are able
to make wiser investments. The study
can be compared to the job of a land ap-
praiser, but it was conducted on a larger
scale.

From 1974 to 1979, 3,400 parcels of
farmland were studied to determine the
effect of various factors on the value of
farmland, Stoeker said. The main factor
that seems to influence the value of a
parcel of land is the receding Ogallala
Aquifer.

The underground water table is an ex-
haustible source for irrigation water and
has a direct affect on irrigation fuel
costs, interest rates and commodity

prices, Stoeker said.

According to the researchers, it is im-
portant to note the changing economic
factors because they could alter the
future land ownership patterns.

“Current landowners must decide
whether to continue to own land, pur-
chase additional land or sell their land,
and prospective owners must decide
whether to even purchase land,”
Ethridge reported.

As the water supply depletes, there is a
transition to dryland farms. Dryland
farms normally have more acreage than
irrigated farms because they do not have
the added expense of watering.

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Justiceburg lake site approval expected soon

The Texas Water Comnmission will con-
duct a hearing Monday in Austin to
decide whether to grant a permit to con-
struct a lake at Justiceburg, 60 miles
southeast of Lubbock, said Vaughn Hen-
drie, director of community affairs for
the city of Lubbock.

“If granted, Lubbock would be able to
move forward with a third source of
water to meet community needs beyond
1992,”" Hendrie said.

Lubbock’s current sources of water

are Lake Meredith (north of Amarillo)
and the Ogallala Aquifer well field near
Muleshoe.

Hendrie said he thinks the permit will
be granted because the Justiceburg site
1s the largest, nearest and cheapest of
any of the sources considered.

However, the project has received op-
position from landowners who do not
want to sell their land because of oil
reserves on their property. The op-
ponents also have challenged claims
about the amount and quality of water
available to the city.

But Lubbock has promised to take

steps to safeguard the oil wells on the
property.

““The Texas Water Commission renew-
ed the permit for the Post site last year,
but the Justiceburg opponents filed suit
in an effort to block the Post project,”
Hendrie said.

After 57 days of testimony over a six-
month period in late 1982 and early 1983,
the hearing examiner recommended
that the permit be granted to Lubbock
for the Justiceburg project.

The hearing examiner ruled that the
Justiceburg site would be an adequate
source of water, would not interfere with

the use of water downstream and that
Lubbock showed a definite need for an
additional water sources.

The project would involve the con-
struction of a smaller lake near Post, a
pipeline to Lubbock and a treatment
plant south of Lubbock, Hendrie said. If
approved, the project would be com-
pleted within 10 years.

““Should the permit not be granted, the
next course of action would probably be
to buy additional land to build a water
well field,”" Hendrie said. ‘‘But this is a
much more expensive altenative.”

dryland farming to be larger than ir-
rigated farms, which causes a tendency
for larger and fewer farms,” Stoeker
said.

Stoeker said projections made in other
studies indicate that the supply of water
for irrigation in the area is enough to last
beyond the year 2020.

“When the water supply becomes ex-
hausted, there will be a gradual transi-
tion to dryland farming,” he said. For
example, corn crops could not be grown
profitably and farmers would have to
grow only dryland crops, such as cotton.

Stoeker pointed out that in many
cases, because the cost of natural gas
and other energy sources are high, the

by receding aquifer

cost of pumping irrigation water would
be so expensive that there would not be
much, if any, profit on the land’s crops.
A $1 per acre foot increase in pumping
costs can decrease land values by more
than $40 per acre, Ethridge reported.

In addition, the value of land also is
determined by personal reasons and at-
titudes. For example, a person may
highly value a piece of land because it is
near another piece of land he already
owns, Stoeker said.

The study was published and sup-
ported by the Tech department of
agricultural economics and the Texas
Agricultural Experiment Station.

Ferraro delights crowd
at rally in San Antonio

SAN ANTONIO — Vice Presidential
nominee Geraldine Ferraro nearly stole
the show from running mate Walter
Mondale in a rally in the downtown Mex-
ican market Thursday.

Mayor Henry Cisneros called her
“family,” and Gov. Mark White called
her ‘“‘the Southerner in this campaign,”
all to the delight of the crowd of about
2,500 who jammed into the marketplace
under a sweltering noonday sun.

Signs saying ‘“We Love You, Gerry”
and shouts of ‘‘Viva Ferraro’’ peppered
the marketplace.

“Our friend George Bush tries to talk
like he’s the Southerner on the ticket,”
White said. ‘‘His real home is in Connec-
ticut and her (Ferraro’s) home is in
Queens. That’s South.”

Cisneros told the enthusiastic, flag-
waving crowd, ‘‘We are here in El Mer-
cado in this city that has a strong
Spanish heritage. The mother of Mexico
is Spain and the mother of Spain is Italy.
We are here to welcome a cousin.”

Ferraro, who promised a return visit
to Texas during the campaign, said she
liked Texans because they are ‘‘fair,
competent, can-do people.”

“You really know how to pick
leaders,”” she said, naming Texas Sen.
Lloyd Bentsen, White, and U.S. Rep.
Henry Gonzalez of San Antonio.

She also gave a plug to Democratic
Senate nominee Lloyd Doggett.

“‘Sending Lloyd Doggett to the Senate
1s the second most patriotic thing Texans
can do this year. The first is electing
Wailer Mondale to the White House,”’ she
said.

Mondale, described by Cisneros as
“our hermano’ (our brother), told the
heavily Hispanic crowd, ‘‘It’s never been
what we can do for you.

“It’s what Hispanics can do for this
country if we give them the chance,” he
said, his voiced drowned out by applause
and shouts.

Mondale pooh-poohed predictions by a
pollster that the Democratic ticket can-
not win in Texas.

“Mark White said that’s the same
pollster who said Bill Clements would be
re-elected,” the former vice president
said.

Clements, a Republican, lost a bid for
re-election to the governor's mansion in
1982.

White told the crowd, ‘‘After seeing the
enthusiasm for Geraldine Ferraro today
and yesterday in Texas, I have one thing
to say: ‘Watch out, George Bush.’

‘“Walter Mondale and Geraldine Fer-
raro are here to let Texans know they are
here to give us back our government,”
he said.

Anti-abortionists carried signs both at
the San Antonio airport when Mondale
and Ferraro arrived and at the 4>-minute
rally.

“Ferraro Backs Abortion”” was on one
of the signs.

Earlier Thursday in Houston, Mondale
told a group of community college
students the United States is in “full in-
ternational retreat’” because money is
flowing out of the country faster than it is
coming in.

Mondale criticized the Reagan ad-
ministration for allowing the United
States to run up a $120 billion trade
deficit.

“We cannot continue to go that way,”
he told the students. He said students
were helping reverse that trend by in-
creasing the nation’s resource of talent.

Mzny of the students said they had
been laid off from jobs in the oil industry.

If those in the House of Represen-
tatives think they are doing the folks
back home a whopping favor by ap-
proving the right of students to pray

The right to silent prayer in the
schools which was approved in the
House last week was, in actuality, only
a confirmation of the status quo. How
could anyone possibly persecute so-
meone for praying silently? Wouldn't
the offender first have to be caught and
proven guilty before he could be
punished?

Why did the House think that it was
neccessary to ensure the right to silent
prayer in the schools in the first place?
Did they believe they were in some way
protecting students from the chances of
being caught at doing something
unlawful? If so, how did they expect
students to get caught in the act?

It sounds a bit too reminiscent of
Orwell’s “‘1984.” Has the Pentagon
created some sort of Think Police that
the public has not been made aware of
yet? Can the government or the
teachers who are employed by the state
so easily detect a student’s thought pro-
cess? If this is the case, we should hold
on tightly to what liberties we have left
and definitely prepare for the worst. Is
Big Brother just around the corner,
too?

House members obviously realized
their own security in passing this bill. It
does not create any new effects upon
any one person or group, nor does it any
way challenge the previous law that
denies the right of prayer in public
schools.

The move made by the House was
both cynical and condescending. How
could they have even dreamed that
their trivial little bill would suffice for

what school prayer lobbyists were re-
questing? True, the House is not under
full responsibility to please every in-
terest group that walks through the
door, but trying to pull an underhanded
little ploy by ‘‘allowing’ silent prayer
in the public schools is simply a grave
underestimate of the American public’s
intelligence.

Who out there really even cares about
the issue of school prayer, be it silent or
verbal? Some may immediately
associate the fight for school prayer
with Jerry Falwell and other
stereotyped fanatics. Others may see it
as a continued battle for the good old
American way led by patriotic do-
gooders who are more concerned with a
godly image than an actual religious
conviction.

Granted, all Christians do not stand
in unison concerning school prayer.
Many feel that prayer and religious
teaching do not belong in the public
school system but in the home. Other
Christians believe prayer should be in-
cluded in all aspects of public affairs.

Clearly, Christianity is not the only
religion in the world whose members
pray to a supreme being. Those who are
most concerned with the issue are not
those who pray; it is those who are not
only opposed to prayer but to religion
altogether.

The American Atheist Center in
Austin is opposing school prayer in full
force. They do not care if it is done
silently or verbally; by Christians or
Hare Krishnas; they just do not want
any form of prayer or religious activity
within any institution bearing local,
state or federal funding.

This within itself may not be so alar-
ming or different from the line of think-
ing of many American citizens; it is the
rest of the atheist proposal in full that is
horrifying.

Jon Murray, director of the American
Atheist Center, is leading the fight

_ against school prayer along with his

mother, Madelyn Murray O’Hair. Mur-
ray complains of the fact that as long as
it’s an election year, politicians will
never vote against school prayer for
fear they would not be re-elected. If
that is the case, then shouldn’t politi-
cians. vote according to what the
masses want?
Murray doesn’t think so. ‘“Thé "

masses are wrong,’’ he said. ‘‘The most
dangerous thing in the American con-

stitution is the rule of the majority. The
ordinary, everyday person is just too
dumb.

“We need an elite ruling class. The
people should not be given that respon-
sibility. You just don’t realize how
many Archie Bunkers are out there in
the United States. We have got to put a
stop to it. It's uneducated people like

that who are fighting for school
prayer.”’

Boy, isn't that scary? Those awful
everyday types are wanting school
prayer. At least those school prayer
“radicals”’ aren’t trying to sabotage the
American Constitution and create some
elitest oligarchy.

So whose side is the House on? One

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Clean-up

Councilwoman encourages citizen participation

City Councilwoman Maggie
Trejo, in a community
meeting with her constituents
last week, said she hopes
District 1 citizens will par-
ticipate in the citywide clean-
up program in an effort to im-
prove the overall apppearance
of the city.

Trejo, acting on a campaign
promise to meet periodically
with her consituents, discuss-

ed the clean-up project with a
group of about 50 citizens.

She said the Overton North
area reflects poorly on Lub-
bock and gives the city as a
whole a bad image. ““We can-
not beautify one area of the ci-
ty and ignore another,” Trejo
said.

About $20,000 is available to
fund the citywide clean-up
program. That amount has
been increased to $50,000 for
the coming year, Trejo said.

“Our taxes possibly will not

be raised (to provide funding
for the clean-up program),”
she said.

Assistant City Manager Bob
Cass said a new clean-up plan
under consideration by the Ci-
ty Council would encourage
neighborhoods to provide the
manpower needed to clean up
alleys, with the city providing
the transportation. The pro-
ject would add 10 cents to each
citizen’s monthly garbage col-
lection fee.

Trejo stressed the impor-

tance of citizen participation
by encouraging her consti-
tuents to sign up for subcom-
mittees of Committee 2005 + a
joint effort of citizens and
local officials to develop short
and long-range goals for the
city.

Trejo said she hopes com-
munity meetings will get more
people involved the political
process and enable them to
have a voice in the city
government.

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‘Purple Rain’ relieves drought

During a summer filled with movies that do
nothing more than promote their sound-
tracks, Purple Rain, the first film attempt by
Minneapolis singer/songwriter Prince, is a
welcome relief.

The movie, which opened last week at local
theaters, features Prince as a young
nightclub performer called ““The Kid,”” who
falls in love with another young performer
played by Apollonia Kotero (lead singer of
Apollonia 6). While Prince’s performance
isn’t Oscar quality, he does show a charisma
that seems to draw viewers closer to the
character he portrays.

Perhaps it is this linking between the au-
dience and the screen that sets the dramatic
parts of Purple Rain apart from many other
films starring modern musical performers.
Still, the acting of neither Prince nor
Apollonia is the best of the film. That distinc-
tion belongs to Morris Day, who plays the lead
singer of Prince’s rival group, The Time.

Marx brothers persona and a Chevy Chase
slapstick. His role is a good complement to
the sullen and violent character portrayed by
Prince.

In his film debut, Prince proves himself a
powerful, yet unpredictable personality.
Often traveling between the emotional ex-
tremes of anger and love, Prince’s perfor-
mance radiates a screen domination that sur-
passes most performers of equal experience.

When everything is considered, however, it
is the music that will get people to pay $4.50
for a ticket, and it is the music that will make
that price worthwhile.

One of the wildest and most emotional per-
formers around, Prince gives viewers a quick
lesson in rock values. Showing influences
from James Brown, Sam Cooke and Jimi
Hendrix, the concert sequences in Purple
Rain rank with some of the best ever put on
film.

The stage shows that Prince performs to
the tunes of “The Beautiful Ones,” ‘‘Darling
Nikky”’ and the title tune of Purple Rain each
are outstanding.
