I i . ■ hate fertilizers should be 
pla e<l in the soil preferably  
ban. I w ith the seed. In general 
vetch doe- not respond to n itro ­
gen f< rtilizer although balanced 
fertilizers a re  often used success­
fully.

To m aintain  profitable crop 
yields it is essential th a t the  o r­
ganic m atter in the soil be m ain­
tained. Vetch has been proven in 
this a r e a  to  be a profitable 
n thod of m ain tain ing  organi. 
r  e r and tncrea iir rop yields 
V re vetch or le r legum es arc 
r  is. i in the u  p i c '  ition ex tra  
nitrogen fertilizer s h o u l d  be 
used to  properly  decoy heavy 
residue from such crops as small 
grain  o r grain sorghum.
