New Law Benefits
Disabled Veterans
Of Military Duty

AUSTIN — A large number of |

l'exas veterans who have serious
handicaps resulting from active
military service will benefit from
a law receatly enacted by Con-
gress and signed by the President.
This announcement was made to-
day by Charles L. Morris, Execu-
tive Director of the Texas
Veterans Affairs Commission in
Austin,

resulting from
Armed Forces may receive com-
pensation from the Veterans Ad-
ministration for these disabilities.
If the service-connected condition
is disabling to a degree of 50 per-
cent or more, additional allow-
ances are payable to the veteran
on account of his wife, dependent
children and dependent parents.
Prior to passage of the new law,
this additional allowance was
payable on behalf of only three
of the veteran's children

The new law provides

additional allowance for all de-
pendent children of the

veteran,
