Q -  My husband died as a 
result of injuries received in 
World War Two. He obtained a 
Ql loan d u r i n g  his lifetime, 
which is now paid off. Am I 
as his Widow, also eligible for 
a loan:

A •— Yes. Any widow of a 
World War Two or of a Korea 
Conflict veteran may be eligible

for a GI loan if the husband's 
d e a t h  was service-connected. 
The fact that the veteran may 
have obtained a loan does not 
affect the widow's eligibility.

Q — I am a disabled Korea 
veteran eligible for vocational re­
habilitation training. Does the 
degree of my disability have any 
bearing on the subsistence allow­
ance I would receive while in 
training?

A — Yes For example, a vet­
eran with a disability rated iO- 
percent or greater, and who has 
>ne dependent, may be paid up
:o 135-dollars a month while in 
training, in addition to the com­
pensation he is receiving.

Q — I get two benefits: my 
monthly training allowance, and 
compensation for a service-con­
nected disability. Do I have to 
report either on my 1959 Federal 
income tax report?

A — No. Benefits are tax-frée. 
Interest on Cl insurance divi­
dends left with VA on deposit, 
however, should be reported

Q — Are there any restrictions 
on GI insurance that would make 
the policy invalid if the veteran 
holds a hazardous occupation?

A — There are no such re- 
tactions on GI insurance. The 

veteran may engage in any oc- 
upation. no matter how hazard­
ous. without it affecting the 

arm s of hit policy or the amount 
of the premium.

The Burkett broihem told of 
finding two caches of pecans that 
were probably hidden by rats or 
squirrels in the winter of 1900.
One of the caches included sev­
eral large, round papershell pe­
cans. Their father, the l*te J. H- 
Burkett, had the boys find the 
tree that produced the big pecans.

The tree was found and marked 
by Mr. Burkett The next spring, 
he used budwood from it to graft 
tiny limbs to the tree that is en­
closed by the wire fence and un­
der which fridav's ceremonies 
took place. Within a few ytars, 
the original Burke tt tree was cut 
down by unknown persons and 
except for the budding of several 
Other trees from it the Burkett 
pecan might have been lost to the 
induatiy.

The Burkett fa: illy larm there 
now belongs to Gus Brandon of 
Putnam, and he 1 \ offered full 
cooperation with the peean as­
sociation in pres- \ing the tree.

L. D. Romberg f Brownwood, 
president of the Texas Pecan 
Growers Associa,...n, told how the 
late Mr. Burkett ,t fused all offeis 
to commcrcializ- on his pecan 
find, prefeung U donate it to his 
fellow man. He told how Mr. 
Burkett wei-t in to work for 
Texu A&M C >11« e and to make 
lu-o.i ,.r d antial contribu­
te '. in petal . i fruit crossing 
and growing . nd in the study of 
grass and c-r i .r dry land areas.

G. W. Bisnop. Brownwood or­
chard owner, jo :ed Mr. Romberg 
in wiling ni the growing value 
of the pecan industry and the op­
portunities it offers.

Joe Burkett, Jr., Kerrville at­
torney and former legislator, was 
a guest and w ,s introduced for 
a brief talk arid tribute to his late 
grandfather who died in 1945 at 
his home in Clyde at the age of 
83, W. B. Starr of Cisco was in­
troduced and he recalled many 
dealings with Mr. Burkett.

Omar Burkett concluded his 
talk by reading a dedication state­
ment, pointing out that it waa 
the family's hope that the peean 
which bears their name would 
always mean a greet deal to the 
people of this area and this state.
