legislators paid for the building
by selling land which was used
to form the XIT Ranch.

Sen. Sarpalius said that when
he was elected State Senator
six years ago, the state had a $3
billion surplus, and with the
current legislature underway,
the state is $3 billion in the red
now,

Five Week Summer

School Slated Here

H. John Fuller, superintendent of Muleshoe 1.S.D., announces

In the view of an increas-
ing number of financial
advisors, interest rates may
be heading higher. Some
still believe rates will turn
downward again, but banks
and mortgage institutions
apparently don’t think so.

The Reagan Administra-
tion wants rates (o move
even lower. Policy at the
Federal Reserve Board has
had this goal in mind. But
even the Fed might not be
able to push rates down if
the dollar’s value continues
to fall.

That's because 100 much
decline in the dollar threat-
ens a massive pullout from
dollar investments by for-
eign investors. That would
add pressure to the dollar
and almost certainly force
the Fed to act to increase
interest rates.

If the Fed joins the act,
along with banks and other
institutions now raising
rates, that might signal a
historic turn upward, after
years of decline. The Fed,
it’s believed, will only raise
rates if the dollar’s decline

is reaching crisis stage. ,

Thus a key signal in
weeks and months to come
is whether the Fed acts to
hike interest rates by
restricting the money
supply, as a form of protec-
tion for the dollar—to
attract and keep foreign
investments in the US.

City, County
Get Liquor
Tax Rebates

State Comptroller Bob Bullock
late last week sent checks
totaling $10.9 million to the 220
counties and 418 cities as their
share of the state’s 12 percent
mixed drink tax collected during
the first quarter of 1987.

The Texas Legislature raised
the tax from 10 percent to 12
percent in 1984.

Bullock said the state collect-
ed $45.5 million in mixed drink
taxes for the same quarter,
compared to $48.9 million col-
lected during the same period in
1986. The first quarter of 1987
was the second full quarter
since the minimum drinking age
was raised from 19 to 21.

Bailey County’s share of the
rebate

was $690.09 on a
reported tax revenue of
$5,520.74; while the City of

Muleshoe received $492.17, on
reported taxes of $3,937.38.

In Cochran County, the ex-
pected check was in the amount
of $74.95, on tax revenues of
$599.63, reported to the Comp-
troller’s office.

Littlefield received a check for
$519.24 on taxes reported as
being $4,153.93 and Lamb
County's check was for $840.09
on their tax revenue of
$6,720.73.

For Parmer County, reported
tax revenue was $245.64, with
the county to receive a rebate
check in the amount’of $30.71.

Texas cities and counties now
each receive a 12.5 percent
share of the tax collected on
mixed drinks sold within their
boundaries under the law that
legalized the sale of mixed
drinks in the state. Cities and
counties received 15 percent
rebates until the rate was
changed in 1984.

Of the total $45.5 million in
state collections, counties re-
ceived $5.6 million, down from
the $6.1 million received first
quarter in 1986. Cities received
$5.2 million, down from the $5.6
million rebated to cities last
year during the first quarter.
The state’s general revenue
fund received the balance.

Bullock said the $34.5 million
was deposited in the state's
general revenue fund from first
quarter collections, compared to
$37.1 million collected in first
quarter 1986.

The mixed drink tax is
collected by the Alcoholic Bev-
erage Commission and city-
county rebates are sent out
quarterly by Bullock’s office.

Tomato growers and gar-
deners who want to protect their
early tomatoes from cold, wind
and viruses must build cages
and wrap them with plastic now
to be ready for planting time
shortly after the average date of
last spring frost. Spring winds,
cold nights and the Curly Top
Virus and Spotted Wilt Virus
diseases are major threats to
tomatocs on the Texas Plains.
Every year many thousands of
home gardeners and commercial
growers allow their tomato
plants o suffer wind and cold
stress. What is worse, many
must stand by and watch
helplessly as their precious
tomato plants sicken and die
from these lethal diseases. In
1986, Spotted Wilt Virus reach-
ed epidemic proportions in
south central Texas where it
destroyed entire fields of toma-
toes.

Curly Top Virus is trans-
mitted from diseased weeds and
sugar beets to healthy tomato
plants by the best leafhopper.
Spotted Wilt is transmitted from
diseased plants to tomato plants
by thrips insect. These insects
inject the virus into tomato
plants as they puncture the
leaves to suck out plant juices.

The relatively mild winter
weather has allowed many
thrips to survive. Spotted Wilt
Virus could be more severe than
in previous years. Curly Top
Virus will usually infect thirty to
fifty percent of uncaged plants,
sometimes even more.

Fortunately there is an
answer to this dilemma provid-
ed by a unit known as the
plastic wrapped cage. The
plastic wrapped cage improves
the environment around the
young tomato plant. It keeps the
air calmer all the time and
warmer at night, increases the
relative humidity around the
blossoms making it easier for
them to set fruit, sets up a
barrier so that the insects can

not find the plants. Plastic
wrapped caged tomato plants
generally do not have any
insects on them while the

plastic is in place.

You can build your own cage
from concrete reinforcing wire.
The best size for the tomato

The cage can be wrapped
with four to six mil clear
polyethylene film and secured
by making several folds and
securing this seam with a
stapler. It is much easier to
make the cage and wrap the
plastic around it when two
people work together.
