VA has only the legal authority
to appraise the house to make sure
the price the veteran pays is not
excessive in the housing market
prevailing at the time the apprai-
sal is made.

VA makes available an inspec-
tion service in most cases on pro-
posed new homes to determine
whether they meet accepted stan-
dards of good construction and
whether they conform to plans
and specifications on which VA's
appraisal is based.
