“Is the United States ready to be
dictated to by tnese men?” he asked.

“The time has come to put an end
to this new autocracy,” said the sen-
ator, “unless this intolerable condition
can be rectified; unless some means
can be found to .prevent imposition of
such unthinkable demands and penal-
ties; unless collective bargaining can
be continued in an orderly manner
and with due regard to the public wel-
fare and comfort, a new remedy must
be applied—the remedy of making la-
Lor amenable to the same extent as
capital to the laws o¢f the United
States.”

Referring to the steel strike, the
New York longshoremens’ strike, the
Eoston police strike, the New York
rressmen’s strike and other labor dis-
iurbances, Senator Frelinghuysen
said: 5

“We shall reach a stage of anarchy
in this country worse than that now
prevailing in Germany.

“We have come to-a parting of the
ways. /This country is not ready to
bhe dictated to by a horde of alienx
Any citizen who seeks to advance the
interest of himself and his assistants
at the expense of the general public
is not a patriotic citizens. Sovietism
means class rule. We cannot permit
that in Amerfea.

“Labor unionism should be upheld
for one primary principle to obtain
and maintain justice for the man who
earns his bread by the sweat of hig
brow; but when the power of organi-
zation is employed to impose injustice
against all other classes of society,
the law of the land should be invoked
to prevent the abuse of such power
or laws enacted that will do this,

‘“When labor defies law and order
through the power of its union it is
sounding its own death knell and dig
ging its own grave.

“There are thousands of law abid-
ing citizens members of these unions
who do not desire to strike. The tar-
rorism spread by the radicals and law- §
less in these unions creates fear for'
the safety of homes, wives and chil-
dren.

APPEARING BEFORE COMMITTEE
INVESTIGATING CAUSE OF
THE RECENT WAR

Berlin, Oct. 22.—Count Johann von
Bernstorff, former German “ambassa-
dor to the United States is a witness
before the committee investigating the
cause of the outbreak of the great
war, resumed his testimony. Yeésier-
day he told of President Wilson’s ef-
forts to find a way to bring peace
proposals before the allied govern-
ments.

Count von Bernstorff referring to
the peace overtures contained in the
memorandum written by Empsror
William October 9, 1916, explained
that this memorandum had been tele:
eraphed to him for transmission to
C'olonel House because it had not
been finished in time to be handed to
Ambassador Gerard before sailing.

Count Beranstorff said that the docu-
ment referred to a conversation be-
iween the cmperor and Ambassador
Gerard, held at geenral headquarters
al Charleville, France, in which the
possibility of peace overtures by the
United States was discussed, and add-
ed that memorandum had made an
impression in Washington, in that it
demonstrated that Germany was rea-
dy promptly to accept the mediation
of the president.

At the time the presidentia! cam-
paign preciuded President. Wilson
from attempting any definite action.

CHARGES BY GRAND JURY

indictments charge murder in the
first degree, conspiracy to commit
murder, arson gnd rioting.

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WILSON LETTER REAR
Washington, Oct. 22.—In a last ef-
fort to prevent the dissolution of the
national industrial conference, Chair-
man Lane today read to the dele-
gotes the ietter dictated by Presi:
dent Wilson yesterday from his sick
bed and urging the imperative neces-
sity for some action by the confer-
ence to insure industrial peace dur-
ing the reconstruction period The
president’s message follows:

“To the ladies and gentlemen of
the industrial conference:

“T am advised by your chairman
that you have come to a situation
which appears to threaten the life of
Your conference, and hecause of that
I am presuming to address a word of
very solemn appeal to you as Ameri-
cans., It is not for me to assess the
blame for the present condition. I
do not speak in a spirit of eriticism
of any individual. But having called
this conference, I feel that my i{em-
porary indisposition should not bar
the way to a frank expression of the
geriousness of the position in which
this country will pe placed should you
adjourn without having convinced the
American people that you had ex-
hansted your resourcefulness and your
ratience in an effort to come to some
common agreement.

Trying Perlod

“At a time when the nations of the
world are endeavoring to find a way
of avoiding international war, are we
to confess that there is no method to
be found for carrying on industry ex-
cept in the spirit and with the very
method of war? Must suspicion and
hatred and force rule us in civil life?
Are our industrial leaders and our
industrial workers to live togzether
without faith in each other, constant-
ly struggling for advantage over each
other, doing naught but what is com-
pelled?

Invitation to Disaster

“My friends, this would be an in-
tolerable cutlook, a prospect un-
worthy of the large things done hy
this people in the mastering of this
continent, indeed, it would be an iu-
vilation to national disaster. Irom
such a possibility my mind turas
away, for my confidence is abidig
that in this land we have learned how
tc accept the general judgmen: upon
matters that affect the public weal.
And is the very heart and soul of
cdemocracy.

“It is my understanding that you
have divided uvpon one portion only
of a possible large program, which
nas not fully been developed.

HAS LARGE FORCZ OF TRAINED
MEN WITH WHICH TO AUG-
MENT LABOR FORCES

Washington, Oct. 22.—The Republi-
can. Publicity associatron, through its
president, Hon. Jonathan Bourne, Jr.,
today gave out the following state-
ment from its Washington headquar-
ters: IS

“In the early years of the wa.r,' be-
fore the United States had become a
participant, it was repeatedly predict-
cd by republicans that when the war
wag over, England would have at her
command a huge body of men, disci-
plined and in need of work, from
vhich to augment her labor forces,
and that she would then become one
of our most formidable trade com-
petitors, not only in foreign ficlds,
but in our domestic markets,

“This prediction was scoffed at by
democratic leaders, who first took the
stand that the war would result in
such  devitalization of England’s
strength as to remove her as a dan-
gerous competitor for at least a gen-
eration; and later they argued that
the increased wage scale would ob-
viate the necessity of any tariff to
equalize the cost of production in
England and in the United States.
He@ce they advocated perpetuation of
free trade.

“The recent report of H. G. Brock,
of the U. S. bureau of forelgn and do-
mestic commerce, substantiates™ the
rrediction of the republicans., Ac-
cording to Mr. Brock:

“‘In the matter of production En-
gland is probably better prepared io
make consistent and rapid progress
than any other belligerent European
country. For one thing the labor
scarcity, due to the demands of the
war, has been in large measure reni-
edied. Out of three services—army,
navy, and air—3,000,000 men have al-
ready been demobilized and from this
huge mass of able-bodied men only
about 350,000 have not yet been ah-

gave the industries of the countr:.ﬁm
opportunity to change from war con-
ditions to peace conditions, and shield-
ed industry during the period of de-
mobilization. The so-called unstable
key industries are still to be protect-
ed for an indefinite time by the pro-
hibition against the importation of
such goods except under license by
the Dboard of trade.

“As to the question whether Ing-
land will be able to manufacture more

cheaply than the TUnited States,
Brock says:
“‘This much is certain: Englich

manufacturers have every incentive
to attempt to accomplish this result.
And American trade, if it is to main-
lain a permanent place in the van of
world commerce must make up its
mind once and for all that production

costs must be pared down to the last®

penny.’

“England is stronger today, com-
mercially, than ever before. If wages
have doubled there, they have like-
wise doubled here, and the wage dis-
parity between the United States aund
England is greater than before the
war. Foremost in consideration in
the program to cut down production
costs is the operation 6f our indus-
tries at maximum capacity. Thati can
unever be achieved if foreigners are
permitted to monopolize the Ameri-
can market. England has already
ecualled her pre-war record in our
market under free trade. She ex-
ported $24,000,000 worth of goods to
us in July, 1919, compared with $23,-
000,000 for July, 1914. She took $206,-
000,000 worth of our products during
July, 1919, compared with $34,000,000
for July, 1914, but g vast amount
consisted of raw materialg for future
return in: the form of manufactured
goods. The democrats welcome this
gituation. Do capital and labor, now
sirugegling to clasp hands, welcome it?
Can wages be kept up and plants kept
coing if it continues and increases?
How can it be regulated except by
protection? How can we secure pro-
tection except by a return to republi-
can control?”

CONGRESS OF WORKINGWOMEN
Washington, Oect. 23.—To  allow
more time for delegates from distant
countries to reach the United States,
the International Congress of Work-
irgwomen, which was to have as-
sumbled in this city today, has de-
ferred its opening until next Tues-
day. The sessions will be held in the
National Museum building and will
continue for a week or longer. The
goneral purpose of the congress will
be to consider problems on an inter-
national scale to elevate the plane of
woman’s labor throughout the world.
Many delegates are already on their
way to the United States to attend
the congress. Among them are five
women from Poland, two from Czecho-

Motion picture films are to be used
to help put out Amerlca's preventable
fires, in a nationwide educational cam-
paign which started on Fire Praven-
tion day, October 9.

This country's fire loss last year
was over $317,000,000 excepting the
San Krancisco earthquake year, the
largest in history, we have had four
timeg ag many fires as [Kurope. Amel-
fca’s) fire loss is the largest on earth
because it holds the world’s most care-
less, most thoughtless people.

The worst of it is, Uncle Sam’s fire
less IS increasing every year.

There is oniy one way the fire loss
can be cut down—through education.

Pire departments of this country
are acknowledged to be the finest cn
earth. The firemen are doing all they
can, but that is not enough. Until
thie people are educated to back up
the fire departments, America will
continue to pay the world’s greatest
fire cost. Last year’'s $317,000,000
loss was g purely necdless extrava-
gance because a tremendous number
of the fires were avoidable.

Several pictures of the series
of films will be devoted to the i're
prevention problems of factories.
These films will contain scenes of the
most disastrous industrial fires ever
caught by the motion picture camera
—disastrous from the viewpoint kboth
of property loss and human life. Then
each workman will view on the sil-
versheet how he can do his part to
insure that no such tragedy visits
hig plant.

The first picture of the fire preven-
tion film series is now being produc-
ed under the personal supervision of
Harry Levey, managing director of
the Universal industrial department.

The films will not he sermonz on
celluloid, full of “don’t”. Each film
will have a cracking good plot which
would make it desirable for showing
in the reguiar theaters even if it did
not contain a message vital te the
public welfare which every publie
gpirited theater owner will be glai to
help disseminate. They will show the
causes of needless fires. They will
teach what to do while the fire de-
partment is coming.

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The Los Angeles Examiner in an
issue of recent date gives some very
interesting data relative to the de-
velopment and output of the oil fields
of southern California. The Examin-
er gtates that with a proven oil acre-
age of less than six thousand acres
practically gll of it within a radius of
5o anileg from Los Angeles, southern
California. produces 33,840,000 barrels
of oill per year. This article =2l:o0
states that as higk as $200,000 bonus
vas paid to a citrus grower near Iul-
icrton a few weeks ago for the priv-
ilege of drilling for oil on one hun-
dred acres of land. In addition to
this the oil company also agreed to
give the orange grower one-sixth roy-
ajly of all the oil which might be
found upon his land.

This land two years ago was not
thought to be oil bearing, Geologi:ts
who thought so were more or less
ridiculed. One new field alone, the
Montebella distriet, produces 1,139,000
barrels of oil per month. This field
has been developed within the last
30 months. 5

It is a long distance from Califor-
e to New Mexico but not so far
from Texas to New Mexico.

The Examiner article aiso devotes
considerable space to statistics of new
wells and the enormous production
from gushers brought in within the
past 12 months. The developments of
the Texas field within the past year
are too well known to our readers for
comment here.

After
due consideration of the facts akove
set forth and from the results of my
personal research and a chemical an-
alysis made by me, T have come to
the conclusion that an enormous gas
and oil pool exists in this region.”

A number of other geologists have
also recently examined this wonder-
ful field though their reports ars not
at hand, it is said that they made
most favorable reports for the big
companies with whom they are em-
ployed. In addition to this a number
of practical oil men who have gzone
over the ground very carefully state
that it is almost an exact duplicate

NEW IDEA iN TRANSPORTATION

Trains to Slide on Runners, Separated
From Track Merely by Thin
Film of Water.

Looking toward the transportation
facilities of the future, an American
electrical experimenter believes that
the chief means of travel will be trains
without wheels, running on single
tracks, and moving almost without
friction because they will slide on run-
ners separated from the track by a
thin film of water, In short, the fact
that one plate of glass will glide prac-
tlcally without friction over another
If there is a thin layer of water be-
tween them will be applied and work-
od out in running a train. The
fdea of a train without wheels is suffi-
ciently surprising, but, according to
the writer, a Frenchman had invented
such a train just before the Franco-
Prussian war, and the project was not
resumed afterward, although a later
French inventor made some important
improvements. The advantage over
modern transportation, if such. trains
become practicable, Is prophesied as
noiselessness of operation, equal carry-
ing capacity, and about twice as much
speed. The idea looks visionary; but
after all it is not wise to distrust pos-
sibilities for that reason.

Helping Disabled Officers.

A small settlement of disabled Brit-
ish officers has been started at Goath.
land, on the Yorkshire moors, a clergy-
man and his wife having given a
group of nine cottages, with a garden
and orchard, for the experiment. Here
a naval officer and his niece have
started weaving, while a blind officer,
trained at St. Dunstan’s, has a poultry
farm.
