Brad«ha\v, April 23—A seven 
month*’ drouth was broken this morn­
ing when an inch and three-sixteenth 
rain fell over this country. Many 
farmers come into town reporting 
their tanks and lakes filled and run­
ning over, which insures plenty of 
stock water for the summer.
