I hav« bem tiM Tictim of atac« 
frickt more times than I have fia-

affects my knees more than any other

The teacher 
suy>ped to my side and called for 
order and tried to shame the crowd 
for laurhing at a little frightened 
boy. After order was restored I 
tackled that poem arain from a new 
anitle and b ^ a n : The win? is up
to meet the sun, the lark is on the 
bee. That was too much for the al­
ready over wrought nerves of the 
audience and the ?i??lin? turned to 
roars of laughter as 1 was led back 
to my seat in a condition bordering 
on hystioria. Another severe attack 
of stage fright that I shall never 
forget, was the time I called on Sallie 
Hopkins and tried to start a con­
versation. Sallie was tongue-tied 
and I stuttered so badly that I was 
at a lo.se to keep the drift of my own 
thoughts. However, I felt that it 
was my duty to begin the conversa­
tion and started in on the weather 
in the following bold manner: “It’s 
sho-sho-sho-shore a pur-pur-pur-purty 
day Sallie,”,  to all of which she re­
plied, “Yeth!” 1 sat motionless for 
some ten or fifteen minutes after 
niy weather observations, not know­
ing how to proceed further along 
conversational lines. Sallie added to 
the general embarra.ssment of the 
occasion by hiding her head behind 
a window curtain. While I was 
studying hard to think of something 
else to say, a hen laid an egg under 
the house and came out cackling.

But I had a| 
bad case of stage fright and instead 
of asking for the band, of bis daugh­
ter I asked if he had seen a bob­
tailed, brindle cow with a crumpled 
horn, in the last few days and left 
greatly relieved when he shook his 
head and resumed his plowing.
