Farmers Column

Watch this column each week and
vour time, if properly applied, will
be a good investment.

There are many things that appear
to be only small matters on the farm
and yet these things when multiplied
by the number of farms amount to
large things of great economic im-
portance. In a seasonal sequence
advice will be offered to farmers and
T am hoping that some will.make use
of this information given, and that
something may be learned and a net
profit be realized.

Carbon Disulphide Treatment for
Weevils—Grain bins are overflowing
with milo and corn, and the weevils
are hard at work, and though the
damage be small in appearance, it is
large in the total. There are several
things that can be used to control
these, such as hydrocyanic acid gas,
but the most of these are too expen-
sive or too dangerous to use. Grain
may be treated with carbon disul-
phide at a cost of about ' cent per
bushel. For cribs that are moderate-
ly tight use 20 to 25 pounds far 1000
cubic feet of space. For air tight
bins use 10 to 12 pounds. Carbon di-
sulphidé gas is heavier than air and
when grain is being treated the liquid
should be placed in flat pans on top
of the grain. The gas evolves from
the liquid carbon disulphide and
works its way through the stored
grain, killing the weevils,

Precautions—This gas is highly in-
flammable and no lights or heated
objects should be brought close to
the place of treatment. After plac-
ing the pans in the cribs leave un-
disturbed for 24 to 48 hours. Keep
all livestock away. Ventilate well
before entering barn. Headaches to
humans are the only bad results.
