COTTON CHECKS |
TOTALING $6,963
T0 BE DISTRIBUTED

Thomas B. Hill, assistant in
cotton adjustment in County
Agent J. A. Barton’s office, Bal-
linger, released the following for
publication yesterday:

“The County Agent's office
at Ballinger has received instruc-
tions that Subsidy payments will
be made to all producers turn-
ing in Cotton Sale Certificates
on cotton sold. Applications
which the producers have to
sign before they can receive pay-
ments are being prepared in this
office. In order to put the pro-
ducer to as little trouble as pos-
sible, we are planning on tak-
ing these applications out in the
different communities of the
county to be signed. Only the
producers that made applications
for cotton tax exemption certifi-
cates are required to sign the
application for subsidy payment.
This subsidy check will be made
out in this applicant’s name and
he will be held responsible for
the division with other parties in-
terested.

“A schedule of the days that
we will be in the different com-
munities will be mailed to each
person that is required to make
application for subsidy payment.

“This office received 147 ren-
tal checks and 122 Parity checks
on March 13th, totaling $6,965.-
52. We are expecting other sec-
ond rental and Parity checks in
the near future, as there are
quite a few producers who did
not receive their checks before
the AAA was declared unconsti-
tutional on January 6th. Produc-

ers who placed -certificates in|
the Special Pool in the summer
of 1935 will be paid for the

amount sold which was approxi-
mately 44 per cent.

“We have not had any report
from the 1935 National Pool as
to the amount of the certificates
that were sold. The only report
we have received was that sale

on February 1st and as soon as
reports were received from the
various counties of the United
States, that payments would be
made to producers for the
amount thet was sold at the rate
of 4¢ per pound. Producers hav-
ing certificates in the Special
Pool will be paid 5¢ per pound.

“On the days that we are in
the field taking applications for
subsidy payments we will give
the farmers all the information
we can in regard to the new
Farm Program., At this date we
have not received any official
information on the new prog-
ram.”

Looking Ahead
The best guess now that
the President’s plan will not be
adopted in its entirety, mainly
because there not time be-
tween now and the political con-
ventions to examine all of its im-
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plications. There probably will
he some experimental tax on un-|
distributed surpluses, but exist-
ing corporation taxes are not
likely to be repealed, although
they may be scaled down.
Resistance is very strong to
any increase in individual in-
come taxes except in what are

termed the “upper brackets.” In-
comes in excess of $10,000 net
a year may be taxed at a high-
er rate than at present. There
is also a strong indication that
there will he many excise taxes.

There is little likelihood of
higher taxes on liquor and to-
bacco. There is much more like-
lihood of new taxes that will ip-
crease the costs of food and
clothing.
