Ready to Go into Immediate Action

College Station — The emer-
gency wind erosion program be-
ing administered by A. and M.

College through the Texas Ex-
tension Service is ready to go
into immediate action as soon

as funds are received from Wash-
ington, D. C., Director H. H.
Williamson of the Extension Ser-
vice has announced.

“A major part of the counties
are organized in the Panhandle
area and applications for trea-
surer's bonds are being receiv-
ed,” the Director said.

He went on to say that all ap-
plication forms have been sent
out to the counties and the ad-
ministrative machinery is set up
at College Station to handle the
emergency wind erosion program
with the least possible delay.

Director Williamson explained
that the program will be hand-
led in the counties by county
wind erosion committees elected
