One of the most worthy drives
for funds is that which begins
Monday, Oct. 12: the campaign to
raise money for the Girl Scout
organization,

Girl Scouting is built on the
philosophy underlying democracy.
Helping others, giving service
whenever and wherever it is need-
ed, working with the group to-
ward a common goal, developing
qualities of leadership and learn-
ing to work under another’s lead-
ership—all this is packed into the
Girl Scout program.

The Girl Scout program is avail-
able to all girls between the ages
of seven and seventeen. There are
three program levels in Girl
Scouting — Brownie Scouts for
girls 7-10; Intermediate Scouts for
girls 10-14; and Senior Scouts for
girls 14-17. The program is geared
to the age, interest, and exper-
ience of the girls. There is oppor-
tunity in Girl Scouting to progress
from simple projects carried out
by Brownie Scouts to ranks and
badges of Intermediate Scouts; to
Service Aide and Trail Blazer pro-
grams of Senior Scouts. Through-
out the entire program, girls are
learning by doing. They are guid-
ed by adults specifically trained
for Girl Scout leadership. No a-
dult serves in the Girl Scout or-
ganization without opportunity for
special training to qualify her to
help girls of this age to attain the
most from her Girl Scout exper-
ience.

At all age levels, Girl Scouts
have opportunity for camping.
Camping, Girl Scout style, is dope
in three kinds of settings: troop
camping is done by one troop and
its leaders who plan and carry out
their own camp for one night or
longer; day camping is done when
different troops camp togeths
during the day; and established
camping is done on a permanen’
site with staff and facilities pro-
vided by a Girl Scout Council.

The Winters Girl Scout Associa-
tion is under the supervision of
the Heart of Texas Girl Scout
Council. Being a member of the
council entitles the Winters Asso-
ciation to direct services in the
way of professional training and
guidance, training courses, work-
shops, conferences, etc., in addi-
tion to services provided by the
council office.

The council also provides and
safeguards a program of camp-
ing, from simplified outdoor acti-
vities to established and highly
skilled pioneer camping. Through
the council, all adult and girl
members have the opportunity to
participate in Council, National,
and International events.

The Girl Scouts’ moral code,
with its emphasis on honesty, in-
tegrity, alertness, understanding
of and compassion for others, is a
pattern that can hardly be im-
proved. If much of our future lies
in the hands of women fortified by
such training, equipped with such
skills and stimulated by such in-
terests and motives, our commun-
ity faces bright years ahead.

We happened to be present when
Mrs. Keva Russell, principal of
Winters’ Primary School, held a
fire drill Monday afternoon, and
were impressed with the orderly
manner in which the children re-
sponded.

The undefeated Hamlin Pied
Pipers kept their record clean as
they toppled the Winters Blizzards
26-16 here Friday night.

Winters, Texas
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State Capitol Highlights:

After Years of Talking About Texas’
Water Problem, Little Has Been Done

By VERN SANFORD

This time three years ago near-
ly every newspaper in the state
was writing about ‘‘the water pro-
blem.”

It was a discouraging time, Tex-
as had come through a scorching,
dusty summer that forced many
farmers to leave their stunted
crops in the fields and hunt work
in town.

Ranchers were equally hard
hit. In many cases, due to lack
of feed, they sold their breeding
cattle, lost their land or went
heavily in debt.

It was the climax of the most
widespread drought ever record-
ed in this region. Average rain-
fall for the year dwindled to 16.2
inches, second lowest figure since
1888.

Office seekers in the campaign
year of 1956 had a good deal to
say about how hard they would
work to ‘‘solve the water prob-
lem.” Many did work hard.

But three years later the water
problem is still far from “‘solved.”

By the time the Legislature met
in 1957, the rains had begun. It
rained so much that many people,
of necessity, became more inter-
ested in flood relief than drought
relief.

Three major water measures
were passed in 1957, however.
These measures:

(1) Set up the Texas Water
Development Board with a $200,-
000,000 fund to make loans to
help pay for local water projects.

(2) Established a planning di-
vision in the State Water Board to
do research on water needs, but
without authority to recommend
an overall plan. Appropriation
was $900,000, instead of the $1,200-
000 recommended by the governor.

(3) Gave the Water Board auhor-
ity to contract for water storage
space in federal reservoirs, with
legislative approval.

Last two of these were passed
only after Governor Daniel re-
submitted them at a special ses-
sion. And then they almost went
under when a city-farm fight dev-
eloped on the side issue of whether
farmers should be able to dam up
small lakes and use them for ir-
rigation.

This year the Legislature inch-
ed up the Water Board budget by
$200,000. But the $2,037,000 appro-
priation was $800,000 less than re-
quested by the governor,

As yet, the Water Development
Board has made no loans for con-
struction. Engineers in the State
Water Board's planning division
are working on a statewide report
due in 1963, and a federal com-
mission is also making a study.
But legislators are skittish about
having anything that might be
called a definite state plan for
fear it will set sectional jealous-
ies aflame.

So dear is water to most Texasn’
hearts that almost any move by
anyone to do anything with some
of it is sure to be interpreted by
a neighbor as ‘‘grabbing.”

Guadalupe - Blanco River Au-
thority and the City of San Anton-
io had a long, bitter hassle over
the Canyon Dam project.

Right now, the biggest fight is
on the Trinity. After months of
bickering, the City of Houston and
the Trinity River Authority agreed
to cooperate in building a dam at
Livingston.

Now the San Jacinto River Au-
thority is protesting. SJRA of-
ficials are telling Houston people
that Trinity water is of “poor qual-
ity”” and that San Jacinto water
could be developed at much lower
cost.

Amid it all, engineers and bus-
iness analysts have some sobering
reminders:

(1) Drought of the 1950’s cost
Texans $3,000,000.

(2) Another drought is coming
and when it does, population will
be greater and water needs
higher.

(3) Water to carry the state
through a drought can only be
stored up in rainy years, and
three of those ‘‘good’ years have
already passed.

WORK CUT OUT?

Gov. Daniel continues to talk
like a man who doesn’t feel that
his work as a public servant has
been completed.

Speaking to a school audience,
the governor dwelt on ‘‘the need
for another forward step in provid-
ing better schools, including in-
creased salaries for teachers.” He
said he hoped the Legislature
would be ready to do something
about it early next year.

In another speech, he called at-
tention to the Legislature’s failure
this year to pass laws dealing with
crime prevention, traffic safety,
narcotics and dormant funds.

Some observers feel that if the
governor calls a special session
and the Legislature fails to take
care of all these items—which
would be a batch of tough legis-
lation—the governor would feel
compelled to file for re-election
on Feb. 1 in order to see things

through.

miles south of Galveston.

Texas brief expresses fears that
the barrels might come apart al-
lowing the materials to be washed
ashore by the tides. It says that
Texas will remain opposed to the
plan ‘“‘until clear, convincing and
positive proof is produced to show
that such operation may be con-
ducted with absolute safety to per-
sons using the beaches and waters
of the Gulf for any purpose.”

Farmers, Ranchers
Apply For Aid In

Great Plains Program

Woodrow Hoffman, of the local
Soil Conservation Service, reports
that the Great Plains Conserva-
tion Program has been in oper-
ation in Runnels County about
twenty-one months. He said that
during this period 67 farmers and
ranchers, on 40,599 acres, have
made application for assistance
under this program.

He stated that the purpose of
this program is to help farmers
and ranchers carry out a conser-
vation plan of operations that will
help to minimize climatic hazards
and protect the land from erosion
and deterioration by natural
causes.

To participate in this program
a farmer or rancher must own or
have a lease that will cover the
period of the contract. The farmer
or rancher shall develop a conser-
vation plan of operations and sub-
mit this plan through the Soil Con-
servation Service to the Secretary
of Agriculture. This plan will in-
corporate needed cropping sys-
tems and land use changes along
with soil and water conservation
practices in proper combinations.
The plan will also include a sche-
dule for carrying out these meas-
ures with a period of not less than
three years and not more than
ten years.

Hoffman stated that since the
program has been in operation in
Runnels County fifteen farmers
and ranchers have developed con-
servation plans on 8,020 acres. He
said that $63,464.00 of Great
Conservation funds have
een set aside for these people
for cost shared conservation prac-
tices. These are on the following

Many Fields In SCD Need Cotton Root-
Rot Treatment, District Supervisor Says

A trip through the Runnels Soil
Conservation District points out
the need for cotton root-rot treat-
ment, according to Kirby Robin-
son, District Supervisor. ‘“‘ln many
fields as much as 50 per cent of
the cotton is dead,” he says.

““The addition of large amounts
of organic matter to the soil has
been our most effective weapon
against root-rot,” states Cecil L.
Drake, technician with the Soil
Conservation Service, ‘“‘Many farm-
ers fail to appreciate the impor-
tance of this treatment, and as a
result, they neglect their conser-
vation crop rotation, and usually
end up with this type of trouble,”
he said.

Growing different crops in a
rotation where the soil improving
crops offset the effects of the soil
depleting crops is the objective of
this practice. Since different so’
have different characteristics, the
conservation crop rotation should
vary with different soils.

Some basic principles of a con-
servation crop rotation are: An
organic cover, either living or
dead, on the land during critical
periods for protection against
wind and water erosion.

Crops with an abundant fiborous
root system should be used to im-
prove and prevent poor physical
condition such as crusted sur-
face, plow pans, and poor tilth.

Adapted deep rooted grasses
and legumes could be used to im-
prove soil structure and fertility.

When crop failures occur, the
most feasible soil protective crop
that can be established should be
planted.

Crop residues should be main-
tained on the surface of the soil

ROGER BABSON SAYS—

Europeans To Produce Many Products
At Prices U. S. Factories Cannot Touch

West Germany, Oct. 8—I have
been in Europe only two weeks;
but I am astonished at the trend
everywhere toward more soical
equality.

(1) CHEAP POWER. One of the
exceptions to the general price
rise is the cost of power. Profound
changes in power production and
distribution are being planned. It
is not yet certain whether atomic
energy or the sun’s rays, or grav-
ity, will be the chief source to
make inexpensive power. When
the scientists here refer to ‘‘sun
rays,” they have in mind ‘‘elect-
ric rays” not ‘“heat rays.”

(2) TRADE AND AUTOMA-
TION. Central Europe is under-
going its biggest industrial trans-
formation in history; it will become
an effective mass producer by the
mid-1960’s, spurred on by Russia,
it may be able to market its pro-
ducts all over the world at prices
we cannot match. Germans be-
lieve our high cost of labor will
price us out of competition in
many lines.

(3) INDUSTRIAL GROWTH

These trends necessarily im-
ply the birth of countless new in-
dustries. Firms engaged in atom-
ic development, electronics, and
new synthetic materials, which
will do jobs better and cheaper,

' will be the leaders of the coming

. ]

era. Some of today's big U. S.
corporations already see the hand-
writing on the wall and are build-
%ing plants here. Germany con-
vinces me that the degree of
change in both products and met-
hods of production will be more
radical in the next 20 years than
in the entire past century.

(4) NEW PRODUCTS OF THE
FUTURE. If World War III is
avoided, Russian and Central
European science will be able to
produce synthetically in the next
quarter century almost any pro-
duct that the human mind can now
envision. Family autos will be
powered either electrically or by
a fuel cell which combines free
oxygen and hydrogen. Ocean and
air travel between all countries
will be very cheap and will be

. encouraged by the United Nations.

(6) CHANGES IN THE HOME.
Atomic irradiation will have tak-
en the place of refrigeration.
Electronic home and restaurant
‘codking will be almost instantan-
eous. Everyday meals will be ser-
ved on plastic throwaway dinner-
ware. Washing of clothes, kitchen
utensils, and silverware as well
as. certain industrial cleaning
“‘sound
waves” in waterless wash-
ers. Most homes will be dust and
germ-free, and will be heated and
inex-
pensively. Some apparel—socks,
underwear, and dress shirts—are
now being designed for one-time
use.

(6) NEW T. V. AND RADIO
PHOTOS. Favorite T. V. pro-
grams are being picked up by us-
ing timing devices and stored on
video tape for viewing at the in-
dividual's leisure. Great Britain is
already planning for T. V. broad-
casting in color, and which may
be three-dimensional. A small poc-
ket radio telephone can be used

* for ordinary communication. Fac-
simile will provide householders
Wwith top news stories as fast as
radio. The photo-telephone will be
* widely used for shopping from the
home and will serve for ‘‘synthe-

fic”” social calling. Radio tele-
phones in cars will be standard
equipment.

(7) SOCIAL AND ECONOMIC
LIFE. In the next 50 years,

most—if not all—of the world’s
poverty will have been eliminated.
Great Britain and most European
countries—and perhaps the United
States—will have seen the social-
ization of many industries. These
governments will surely exercise
strict controls over materials al-
location, production, distribution,
‘advertising, profit margins, spec-
ulation, and credit. Taxes will be
more confiscatory. Capital gains
and inheritance are being taxed
at a higher rate than ordinary in-
come. Private property and the
right to wealth will still be re-
spected, but all governments will
have much greater power to super-
vise its use. This will probably
mean a move away from free
enterprise toward ‘cradle-to-
grave” security for all, following
Russia’s example.

The standard work week may be
shortened more; but competition
between nations may keep labor
wnions from now going much fur-
ther in wage or hour demands.
Free medical and hospital care
Wwill be available to everyone.
Also, free college educations will
be offered to all who qualify there-
for.

(8) CITY vs SUBURBAN GROW-
TH. Closed-circuit T. V. inspec-
tion of streets, alleys, building
and hotel corridors, schools, and
other public spaces should reduce
crime. Urban areas will be under-
going redevelopment to provide
more office space, wholesale trade
centers, limited in-town housing,
and entertainment. Retailing will
mostly have moved to outlying
areas with more one-stop shop-
ping centers. City limits will ex-
tend 15-30 miles from present
Jmetropolitan limits. Probably
people will be more regimented,
but at all levels of incomes they
will enjoy more of the comforts,
conveniences, and pleasures of
-

life.

(99 GERMAN POPULATION
AND ECONOMIC GROWTH. The
phenomenal rise of the German
economy since World War II,
from the rubble of near-obliter-
ation, is proof of the economic
power and potential of this coun-
try. In the past decade, Germany’s
output has more than doubled
and its Gross National Product
almost tripled. This year, how-
ever, the great post-war boom ap-
pears to be leveling off. Although
the major force of the economic
explosion brought on by the recon-

struction of Europe may now be
over, the European economy
should continue to grow with a
greater concentration on world
markets. Already in the past de-
cade Germany’s value of exports
has increased four-fold. I will
write more on this subject later.

Boat Registration

Will Begin Nov. 1

The starter button on the state’s

new motor boat registration law
was pressed today as the Texas
Highway Department issued the
first dealer's license, TXI10000AA,
to Bill Gaston Boats and Motors
in Austin.

State Highway Engineer D. C.
Greer urged the estimated 1,700
boat dealers in Texas to apply for
the $25 license right away, in
order to get ready for the individ-
ual boat-owner registration which
will begin about November 1. Both
individual and dealer licenses will
be good until March 31, 1963.

“By applying for the dealer's
license now, Texans in the boat-
selling business will have ample
time to get their facsimile card-
board tags printed. Dealers should
apply to the Motor Vehicle Divis-
ion, Texas Highway Department,
Austin, for a Certificate of Num-
ber, which is the boat dealer’s
license number. He can use this
number on all of his boats, print-
ing a cardboard facsimile of the
number which will be good for
ten days after the boat is pur-
chased. The individual boat own-
er applies for registration during
this ten-day period.

“We are using the same process

we have used for car registration.
When an individual purchases a
boat after November 1, he can
get a registration blank from the
dealer. The owner then mails the
application, along with proof of
ownership and certified check or
money order, direct to the Motor
Vehicle Division, Texas Highway
Department, Austin. He will then
receive his own specific license
number to paint on or attach to
his boat. There will be no actual
license plate issued. The owner is
responsible for seeing that his
boat carries the license number
on both sides of the bow. On all
boats under 26 feet in length, each
digit and letter must be a min-
imum of three inches high.
Greer stated that a registration
of more than 212,000 individually
owned boats was expected.

For farm use, linear program-
ming assumes that the objective
is to get the highest profits from
farm resources. In keeping with
his desires the farmer may wish
to specify certain enterprises.
Thus, the electronic computer will
select the optimum combination
of enterprises which the farmer
chooses.

Parker adds that the Texas Ag-
ricultural Extension Service,
through their farm management
activities, is exploring the pos-
sibilities of using linear program-
ming and electronic computers to
help farmers solve this important
problem of resource allocation
and enterprise combinations.

“Farmers are asking more ques-
tions of an economic nature to-
day than ever before,” says Cecil
Parker, extension farm manage-
ment specialist. ‘“A typical ques-
tion being asked county agricul-
tural agents is, ‘How can I organ-
ize my farm to obtain greatest
profits?’ This type of question
deals in an area where all the in-
formation is relating to figures,”
explains Parker. ‘“Most farmers
are not accustomed to doing this
kind of work.”

The latest device to help far-
mers do their figuring to deter-
mine their optimum farm organ-
ization is an electronic computer.
This machine is too expensive for
an individual farmer or a group
of farmers to own and operate,
