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With the Democratic Primary 
only a few weeks away, the poli­
tical hoot and holler over the state 
has reached deafening propor­
tions. Seems that every man and 
his dog has his own little particu­
lar itch he wants scratched, and 
is beating the bushes for some 
politician to do the scratching. 
And, according to the man on the 
street, some of them are going 
out of the way to get other people 
to furnish the votes to put their 
chosen scratcher in office.

It’s usual practice, in legislative 
r a c e s ,  for organizations and 
groups to “ endorse”  candidates 
they think will do the most for 
them, regardless of the attitude 
and feelings of the people in the 
respective districts. We’ve heard 
more than a few people express 
dissatisfaction over this practice. 
The latest is an item in the daily 
papers stating that the Texas 
Joint Railway Labor Legislative 
Board at Austin has “ endorsed” 
several candidates, one of whom 
is Rep. A. J. Bishop Jr. from this 
district. Again we say it would be 
nice if they would tend to their 
own knitting and let us elect our 
own representatives, on their own 
merits, for what good they can do 
for us, and not for some distant 
interest.

Took a little drive out to Big 
Spring over the weekend, and re­
turned quite impressed with the 
appearance of the whole section 
of the country, now well into 
a colorful spring. The wheat fields 
of the section give promise of an­
other good crop, results resting on 
the kind of weather we have dur­
ing the next few weeks. The 
rangelands look healthy, and the 
livestock we saw was mostly 
prime stuff.

It’s amazing how quickly t h i s  
part of West Texas can make a 
comeback and look so thriving af 
ter a drab, colorless winters.

We drove through Colorado City, 
now classified as the “ Tumble­
weed Capitol,”  and wanted to stop 
and see what they are doing with 
the migrant tumbleweek, but time 
ran out on us.

Colorado City is planning a 
Tumbleweed Festival for April 28- 
29, to call the attention ot the 
world to the fact that tumbleweeds 
can become more than just roll 
ing nuisances. They have a fac­
tory up there now to convert the 
lowly tumbleweed into a beautiful 
decoration for Christmas and other 
occasions.

The newborn tumbleweed indus­
try is an example of what can be 
done with seemingly useless ma 
terials. We visualize the day when 
whole fields will be converted to 
the growing of tumbleweeds — in 
tionally. Perhaps it will pave the 
way to investigation of the possi­
bilities existing in many places 
There are probably many “ use 
less”  things around which could 
be put to good use, if only the in­
dustrious minds of men would go 
to work on them.

There’s even the report that big 
packing houses use everything but 
the squeal of a pig—and we be­
lieve, after listening to some of 
the rock ’n roll on tv, they’ve even 
managed to bottle that.

Civil Defense 
Program Discussed 
At Meeting Monday

A Civil Defense program w a s  
discussed by a group of Winters 
citizens at a meeting Monday 
night at the chamber of com­
merce office.

A C i v i l  Defense committee, 
headed by Fred Young, has been 
appointed by the Winters L i o n s  
Club, to investigate the possibili­
ties of a civil defense program in 
Winters. This group met with 
other citizens representing th e  
Volunteer Fire Department, Win­
ters Public Schools, Chamber of 
Commerce. City Council, various 
churches and several businesses.

The group voted to ask the City 
Council to pass a city ordinance 
authorizing the formation of a 
civil defense program in Winters 
and the surrounding area.

The paramount concern of this 
group was not for possibilities of 
atomic warfare, they pointed out, 
but for an adequate organization 
which could function in time of 
tornadoes, s e v e r e  windstorms, 
hailstorms, fires and any o t h e r  
type of disaster which might 
strike Winters without warning. 
An adequate civil defense pro­
gram, it was pointed out, would 
help bring quick and efficient help 
to those who need it.

Special concern to this group are 
the school children. If any disas­
ter were to strike the schools, 
such as a tornado, explosion, or 
fire, there should be a plan of ac­
tion which could be put into effect 
within minutes, they said. Other­
wise, they said, many lives might 
be lost through mass confusion 
and hysteria.

If the City Council does pass an 
ordinance necessary for the im­
plementing of a plan for civil de­
fense in Winters, this group will 
ask everyone in Winters to sup­
port the actual formation of the 
program.

House-to-house city mail delivery 
has been assured for Winters, and 
will probably be inaugurated with­
in 60 to 90 days. Postmaster Ran­
kin Pace said this week.

Pace has received authorization 
from the Dallas office of this post 
office district to install city deliv­
ery within the city limits of Win­
ters. Extra equipment which will 
be needed for city delivery has 
been ordered. Pace said. He said 
his office has requested carriers’ 
desks, street letter boxes, carrier 
mail bags, and other equipment.

However, the postmaster said, 
there are still some requirements 
to be met on the part of patrons 
before delivery can begin. Each 
house must have a mail receptacle 
or slotted door to receive the mail. 
And each house must be numbered 
and street signs erected. He said 
that when city delivery is started, 
delivery will not be made to houses 
where these requirements have not 
been met.

Street signs required for city 
mail delivery were installed by the 
chamber of commerce and city of 
Winters several months ago, and 
house numbers installed on most 
of the houses in towm. Tab Hatler, 
on the chamber of commerce com­
mittee in charge of installing house 
numbers, said that a few homes 
had not been numbered, but num­
bers had been left at these places 
so that occupants could install 
them.

There is no requirement that 
all homes receive house delivery, 
it was pointed out. Those patrons 
holding boxes in the post office 
may retain their boxes and contin­
ue to receive their mail by box 
number. Pace said, parcel post will 
be delivered to house numbers ev­
en if boxes are retained in the post 
office, if the customer so desires.

City mail delivery will require 
the addition of about three men 
to the present post office person­
nel, Pace said, if the whole town 
desires to take advantage of the 
new svstem.

Two Area Men Attend Lutheran 
Convention In Minneapolis, Minnesota

Two men from this area will be 
in Minneapolis, Minn., this week 
to participate in the final conven­
tion of a national church body, 
the (small t) American Lutheran 
Church, and in the constituting 
convention of a new church more 
than twice as large. The (capital 
T ) American Lutheran Church.

The Rev. Henry Flathmann, 
pastor of St. John’s Lutheran 
Church in Winters, and Dann Rinn 
of Stamford, will be the official 
delegates from this precinct, re­
presenting about twenty Lutheran 
Congregations at these two con­
ventions.

They will participate first in the 
closing convention of the Ameri­
can Lutheran Church, to be held 
April 19-21. Pastor Flathmann will 
be a member of the special floor 
committee dealing with pensions, 
and Mr. Rinn will serve on the 
committee that deals with High­
er Education. This will be the 
final convention of the American 
Lutheran Church, which was form­
ed in 1930 out of a merger of the

Buffalo (New York), Iowa, Ohio, 
and Texas Synods.

The two delegates will also par­
ticipate in the formation of a new 
national church body April 22-24. 
It, too, will be called The (but 
with a capital T ) American Luth­
eran Church, and will be made up 
of the present American Lutheran 
Church, which has a baptized 
membership of 1,005,174 in 1,674 
congregations; the Evangelical 
Lutheran Church with l,Ii9,121 
members in 1,526 congregations; 
and the United Evangelical Luth­
eran Church, which has 67,032 
members in 223 congregations.

The new body, which will have 
almost 2,300,000 members will 
comprise about one-third of the 
total number of Lutherans in the 
United States. Headquarters for 
the new church, where boards, 
commissions, and church officials 
will have their central offices, will 
be in Minneapolis. Present offices 
of the Texas District, hereafter to 
be called the Southern District, 
are in Austin, Texas.

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State Capitol Highlights

House Committee Unhappy After 
Many Reports of Waste In Building

First it way $100,000 homes for 
college presidents Now it's $36 
doorknobs for the State Office 
Building that have cost-conscious 
legislators blowing their tops.

Legislature went through an ar­
duous seven-months tax raising 
session last year to scrape up 
enough money to keep state ser­
vices going. Despite .ill the prob­
lems and criticisms they weather­
ed. it wasn't enough. Now they are 
face to face with the prospect of 
another deficit next year and the 
need to raise more taxes.

It is in this not-sivrosy setting 
that the House Committee on Sav­
ing Taxes is checking into how- 
state money has. and is being 
spent. When they heard that the 
terrazzo floors in the brand new

State Office Building had cracked, 
committee members decided to in­
vestigate further into the $3,793.000 
building.

They learned that the air condi­
tioning system vibrated excessive­
ly; that the building had 1.000 ela­
borate door knobs, costing $36 a- 
piece: and that there were tele­
phone booths in the hallways lined 
with expensive marble. Some of­
fices had no doors.

They noted that the Texas Em­
ployment Commission Building, 
just across the street and to the 
casual observer equally as hand­
some. cost only $14.33 per square 
foot compared to $17.46 for the 
State Office Building.

Cracked floors now are being re­
moved and replaced by the con­
tractor. at no cost to the state. 
Efforts are under wav to smooth
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out the knocks in the air condi­
tioning. Legislators are unhappy at 
the lack of supervision and inspec­
tion while the building was under 
construction.

H. R. Nieman. who became dir­
ector of the State Building after 
the building already was built, told 
the committee he agreed the struc­
ture was probably wasteful in some 
features. He attributed this to in- 
udeuate supervision. Steps are be­
ing taken to watch this more close­
ly on future projects, he said.

This announcement is hailed with delight by the juvenile element 
while some of the “ older boys”  are already looking about for their 
neighbors nephews and nieces.

RAW MATERIALS
Gov. Price Daniel has promised 

to have two sets of ingredients 
ready when the State Finance Ad­
visory Council meets May 16 to 
begin shaping up a long-range fis­
cal policy for the state.

Daniel will present to the com­
mittee;

(1) .A 10-year projection of bud­
gets of agencies which represent 
the state's main money needs — 
schools, highways, hospitals and 
welfare.

(2) Five suggested new tax 
plans.

He does not intend to make the 
five tax plans public before the 
committee meeting, said the gov­
ernor, because he doesn’t want 
them to get involved in the cur­
rent political campaigns.

It is certain that the governor’s 
proposed tax plans will not include 
a general sales tax or income tax, 
both of which he has long opposed. 
However, he said he will ask the 
committee to look down the road 
and ’ ’ report honestly whatever you 
find and let’s see how long we can 
go without sales or income taxes.”

HOUSTON U ASKS AID
Now u n d e r  consideration is 

whether the University of Houston 
should become a fully state-sup­
ported college.

Commission on Higher Education 
will hear a report on its staff find­
ings probably in October and make 
a recommendation to the Legisla­
ture, pro or con, next year.

In making their bid before the 
Commission, Houstonites said the 
state would get a $22,000,000 insti­
tution with a 275-acre campus, all 
free of debt. In return, it would 
need to spend about $4,000,000 a 
year for operating it.

Increased costs have forced the 
school to raise its tuition fee to 
$600 a year and more, with a re­
sulting drop in enrollment. Tui­
tion at state colleges is only $100 
a year.

Council of State College Presi­
dents opposes the move on grounds 
that the state cannot afford to 
spread its support any thinner with­
out a damaging drop in quality.

Houstonites point out that their 
county has 10 piercent of the state 
population, pays 20 percent of 
state taxes, but has no state col­
lege in the area.

SPORTS FUN-DS DUE INQUIRY
Commission on Higher Educa­

tion has ordered an investigation 
of rumors that state money is be­
ing used by some colleges for in­
tercollegiate athletics.

A previous report to the Com­
mission had indicated that this was 
usual among all schools except 
those in the Southwest Conference 
which get enough from gate re­
ceipts to support athletics.

Requests by six schools to expand 
their course offerings are under 
study. Each proposal will be con­
sidered at least six months before 
approval or disapproval.

LABOR’S CASE UPHELD
State Supreme Court ruled that 

labor unions have a right to pre­
sent grievances to a school board 
if they do not claim the right to 
strike.

It overruled the position of the 
Dallas School Board that dealing 
with the union would be the same 
as recognizing it as a bargaining 
agent for public employes and 
therefore contrary to law.

In another case the high court 
struck down the sentences imposed 
by a Dallas judge on three labor 
officials for picketing in violation 
of his court order. Because they 
were picketing a business that is 
in interstate commerce, their ac­
tion was held to be a case for fed­
eral, not state, courts.

Reasons are several: a drop in 
oil revenue due to the industry's 
troubles, lawsuits which tie up ex- 
oected revenue from the new sev­
erance beneficiary tax on natural 
gas, loopholes in the new sales 
taxes on furs, jewelry, air condi­
tioners, etc., that have caused re­
venue to fall below expectations.

LARGE WHEAT CROP
Texas’ winter wheat crop is ex­

pected to hit 78,714,000 bushels, 
third largest crop among the 
states.

U. S. Dept, of Agriculture de­
scribes conditions in Northwest 
Texas as very favorable, with 
plenty of moisture and light dam­
age from winter weather.

An estimated 4,373,000 acres of 
wheat have been planted in Texas. 
States with higher crop expecta­
tions are (1) Kansas and (2) Okla­
homa.

So, resourceful Texans have 
come up with their own version of 
this classic night-time sport.

Almost any moonlit fall or win­
ter night you can hear the hounds 
running hot on the trail of some 
wily coon. And you may be sure, 
hard behind the hounds, roaring a- 
cross the pastures, rocketing up 
and down the dry washes, and 
flattening the scrub growth, will 
come a jeepload of excited hunt­
ers.

Texans call this “ jeeping for 
coons.”  It’s more like a roundup. 
In one night you can cover five 
times the distance possible for a 
man on foot, or twice the territory 
that even a good horse could hope 
to navigate.

If you are one of those sports­
men who never has hunted the rac­
coon, or even if you are a veteran 
of the orthodox coon hunt, you will 
get a big kick out of a night spent 
in the brush, jeeping your way 
down the ringtail trails.

Ranch families in South Texas, 
down Westhoff way, have turned 
this jeeping for coons into an exact 
science. They each have a pack of 
four or five good hounds, and a 
rugged jeep that goes anywhere. 
They study coon signs by day so 
they know where to hunt at night.

All of us cannot be so exact, but 
you can scout around among the 
coon-hunting families in your 
neighborhood and almost surely in 
the process of getting acquainted, 
at least one family will invite you 
to go along on a hunt. If there 
doesn’t happen to be such a hospi­
table family nearby—and you don’t 
own any land of your own—your 
next best bet is to interest a land- 
owner in this new sport.

A CLOWN’S LIFE is not all work 
and worry, as anybody can see 
who watches Bill Swain assist 
pretty Judy Cherryl tie her slip­
pers in preparation for one of the 
aerial presentations of the James- 
Christy Circus which comes here 
for afternoon and evening perfor­
mances on Saturday, April 23. 
Mirth-making and pretty girls a- 
bound in the exciting and beautiful 
1960 version of “ Grand Old Show

of the Golden West;”  daring and 
intrepid aerialists, acrobats, wire- 
walkers, bareback riders, funny 
clowns, performing ponies, high 
school and liberty horses, ponder­
ous elephants. A special invitation 
is extended to all to be on the 
grounds an hour early, before the 
scheduled performances, for the 
free entertainment to be shown by 
James-Christy Circus Midway.

Even if you have to “ lease”  
hunting privileges it is money well 
spent.

Most likely though, friendly as 
these country folk generally are, 
the landowner, though he may not 
hunt himself, will welcome any re­
sponsible sportsman who wants to 
trim down the coon population on 
his place.

And you will find coons almost 
anywhere in Texas. There are 
more of them in South Texas than 
in points farther north, but the ring 
tails are plentiful over most of the 
state.

Your principal problem will be 
dogs. You can, in a pinch, use al­
most any sort of mongrel the land- 
owner may have on his premises. 
Often these mutts turn into pretty 
good coon dogs, if given a little 
training.

But your best bet would be to 
chip in with one or two sportsmen 
friends and buy two or three good 
coon hounds, and board them with 
the landowner. Quail hunters often 
do this with their dogs, success­
fully, and coon dogs are more rug­
ged and easier to keep. Many 
ranchers and farmers will cooper­
ate with you on a deal like that.

Next, you and your friends should 
get a jeep. If not a jeep, some old, 
high-axled car. Don’t worry about 
how battered up it may be if the 
engine and tires are good, for it 
will get rough usage.

Finally, outfit yourselves with 
warm clothing, a good spotlight 
torch, hot coffee in a thermos bot­
tle, stuff for a midnight snack, and 
one or two good .22 rifles or pis­
tols.

Once your equipment is packed in 
the jeep and your dogs are settled 
in the back, you are ready to leave 
the ranch house for the starting 
point of the hunt.

Wouldn't It Be Nice —

If you don’t know the country 
it might be wise to ask your host 
to go with you the first time or 
two.

When you turn the dogs loose at 
the pre-selected spot, they will van­
ish into the brush. But there 
is no need for you to follow them. 
Wait until they pick up a hot trail. 
They will let you know when they 
need you.

When you hear the first “ roup- 
roup”  of your hounds, that means 
they have found coon signs.

Locate the direction carefully, 
turn off the road, step on the gas. 
and head across country toward 
the action. Keep driving until you 
spot your hounds, or find that they 
have lost that particular trail. If 
the latter, then beep your horn 
button for them to come back and 
start all over. (When jeeping coons 
the car horn replaces the old cow- 
hom of a former day.)

Right here it might be well to 
mention that there are two ways 
to kill a coon, after the dogs have 
treed him.

Some coon hunters, once they 
have their varmint treed and spot­
ted, bring him down with a well- 
placed slug. Other hunters “ jump” 
their coon out of the tree and let 
the dogs finish him off. They claim

this method is more sporting.
Those who c h o o s e  shooting 

should use nothing larger than a 
.22 rifle, or pistol. This calliber is 
amply large, and the smaller gun 
is safer and more easily carried. 
All you do is spotlight the coon in 
the tree and shoot him. It is that 
simple.

“ Jumping”  your coon is some­
what more difficult. Here, one 
member of the party must climb 
the tree in which your coon has 
taken refuge and dislodge him. For 
this the climber uses a long stick, 
for an angry coon can be a tough 
customer at close quarters.

When the coon jumps, the wating 
dogs pounce on him, triggering off 
a fierce, roaring battle. Sometimes 
the coon escapes, which provides 
the sporting chance mentioned.

This little drama is repeated 
over and over again, as often as 
you wish, only limited by the ter­
ritory you can cover and the eag­
erness of your dog and compan­
ions . . .  or your own physical abi­
lity to take it.

If. after reading this column you 
have formed the idea this is a 
cushy way to hunt coons, revise 
your notions.

“ Jeeping for coons”  is plenty 
rough, but you will enjoy it lots. 
When dawn lightens the sky, after 
clinging to the seat of a rocking, 
jarring, swaying jeep all night, 
you’ll return to the ranch house 
craving plenty of rest to ease your 
weary, aching bones. And you will 
admit you’ve really had a hunt.

and they attempted to supple­
ment them by using food procured 
from the natives. One of the most 
common native foods was made 
from the nardoo plant, a kind of 
fern. The spores of this plant were 
used by the natives to make bread 
and porridge. It seemed to be a 
fairly satisfying food, so the Eng­
lish explorers made it one of their 
principal rations.

“ But while the nardoo porridge 
seemed to satisfy their appetites, 
it did not give adequate nourish­
ment. The digestive tracts of the 
Englishmen seemed unable to ex­
tract from this native food i t s 
nourishing qualities as the natives 
were able to do. The explorers, 
therefore, found themselves in the 
strange predicament of h a v i n g  
their hunger satisfied and y e t 
slowly starving to death from lack 
of adequate nourishment.

“ Here’s the thought; Some men 
try to feed their soul’s need only 
on that which satisfies their phy­
sical desire. Material things have 
their place and play an indispen­
sable part in life. However, ‘man 
does not live by bread alone.’ The 
soul's hunger can be satisfied only 
ty  the things of God.”

— I am a 
statistician, not a politician. Most 
statisticians promise the impar­
tial truth; while most politicians 
appear to promise what will get 
them the most votes.

People al­
low themselves to get scared and 
vote foolish sums of money, think­
ing that they will thereby have 
security, freedom from accident, 
and employment.

Note These Figures 
Although the daily newspapers 

feature crime, yet only one in 10,- 
000,000 will tomorrow suffer o r 
witness any crime. When a man 
is killed by lightning it is reported 
all over the country, yet only one 
man out of every 5,000,000 will be 
killed by lightning in the next 
very bad storm. Business failures 
are increasing; but they are de­
creasing on a percentage basis. 
The stock market has to go down 
before it can turn up. If trees 
grew any higher they would blow

down. Everything which happens 
is for the best.

During the past ten years the 
population of the U. S. has in­
creased 18 percent; the gross na­
tional product has increased al­
most 70 percent; consumer in­
come, even after taxes, has in­
creased 60 percent. No figures on 
crime, accidents, or juvenile delin­
quency can equal these increases.

We 
made our own candy, picked our 
own apples, and made our own 
cider; soft drinks were not then 
for sale.

Unemployment Is Optimistic
When unemployment statistics 

increase they are featured as dan­
gerous and the stock market goes 
down! Yet the social workers tell 
us that the chief cause of juvenile 
delinquency is the fact that moth­
ers are engaged in industry and 
away from home all day. When I 
was a boy, no mothers worked in 
factories. We kids were trained to 
help about the house and to help 
take care of the large families 
which most of our mothers had. 
I grew up as a “ baby sitter,”  but 
never received or expected a n y  
pay therefor!

In those days the newspapers 
carried only news, with no enter­
tainment features. We used to sub­
scribe to the “ Youth’s Compan­
ion,”  or the “ St. Nicholas Maga­
zine” ; while our mothers h a d  
fashion magazines and cut pat­
terns from tissue paper for the 
clothes which they made. N o w  
all these and many other features 
come freely from the excellent 
newspapers. All that glitters is 
not gold, but much is gold that 
does not glitter.

What Eighty Years Have 
Taught Me

Every Sunday I read a chapter 
from Bertha Conde’s “ A Way To 
Peace, Health and Power” . At 
the end of the book are several 
blank pages on which I write a 
line each month about something 
I had worried about that never 
happened. Then, when some new 
problem comes, I read those notes. 
They are better than any tranquil 
izer pills!

The same optimism is needed in 
business. Things run on about the 
same from generation to genera­
tion. Human nature is not changed. 
We continue to spend one third of 
our life in sleep; and the less we 
sweat, the better we feel; the more 
we exercise, the longer we live.
