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HOME TOWN

This probably is one of the most
trying of times for the farmer.
With small grain ripening in the
fields, almost ready for the com-
bines, rain coming now would de-
lay harvest, and perhaps do a lot
of damage. And yet there are
areas where the row crops need
moisture.

With reports of hailstorms all
over the country, the sky is con-
stantly under surveillance, and
each thunderhead that appears on
the horizon is viewed with suspi-
cion,

To farm, especially in West
Texas, where success or failure
might hinge on a twist of weather,
takes a special kind of courage; of
a kind which makes a farmer, af-
ter working months to get a good
crop in the field, survey a wind
and hail-hammered field, shrug his
shoulders and go to work with re-
newed effort to pull himself out of
a quagmire of ruin. The threat is
always there, and uneasy rests
the heads of all farmers when a
cloudbank shows at this time of
the year. It's an unending battle
of nerves, but we know most
farmers wouldn’t trade their lot
for any other.

We can only hope, along with
the farmer, that the weather will
permit this year's big crop of
grain to be harvested and hauled
to the bank.

From what we have heard, there
may be sounded in the near fu-
ture, a call for a ‘““possum drive.”
Several people have reported find-
ing possums in their yards, ap-
parently wandering away from
brush - covered vacant lots, and
maybe coming from the country-
side. There seems to be a big
population of possums this year;
driving down the road at night one
may see as many as half a dozen
within a mile.

There might be a way to get
rid of them, though, and still make
a profit. In place of the regular
barbecue for the visiting riding
clubs during the rodeo, perhaps
the Winters Riders could have a
‘““possum drive,” get a few bushels
of sweet taters, and throw an old
fashioned possum feed.

We see by the papers that the
U. S. Supreme Court has, after
about 112 years, finally okayed the
entry of the entire State of Texas
into the Union, by their decision
that the tidelands off the shores of
this state really are a part of the
state, as described by treaty with
Mexico.

Recently we read where some
scientist has said that the blue
haze in the air around us is really
oil, before being absorbed by the
earth. We now wonder how long
the court battle to prove that the
air around us is a part of Texas,
too.

Read the other day where a
group of scientists have been try-
ing t pick up radio signals which
may have been sent out from be-
ings on planets in outer space. It
seems that the belief is that if
there are beings out there in
space, their civilization and know-
ledge is probably many thousands
of years ahead of ours, and that
they may be trying to communi-
cate with us for some reason. As
one scientist put it, there is an
element of risk in making our pre-
sence known to those outer-space
beings—it just might be that we
would make fine beef cattle for
them.

Anyway, it seems that one plan-
et the scientists are trying to hear
from is eleven light years away,
and any signal we may pick up
from them would have been sent
many years ago, in relation to our
present time. Also, it would take

an equal amount of time for our
“answering signal to get back to

them, and another span before we
knew they had received it.

It doesn’t seem practical to us,
because of the long time involved.
Probably by the time we got an
answer back from them we will
have forgotten what the question
was.

Rev. B. T. Shoemake
Leaves June 16 For
Baptist Congress

The Rev. B. T. Shoemake, pas-
tor of the First Baptist Church,
will leave Houston June 16 with a
group via plane for a month’s mis-
sion tour of South America and
will attend the 10th Baptist World
Congress to be held in Rio de Jan-
eiro, Brazil, June 26 to July 3.

From Houston, via Mexico City,
the group will go to Lima, Peru,
for a two day sight - seeing trip
which will include the Place des
Armas, the Cathedral, and the
President’s Palace where the fig
trees planted by Pizarro more
than 400 years ago still flourishes.
B;ptist Missions will also be visit-
ed.

The next stop will be at San-
tiago, Chile, built on two levels at
the foot of snow capped peaks.
The First Baptist Church, built by
the Jarman foundation, and the
Baptist Seminary will be the cen-
ter of interest here, but the group
will also have an excursion to
Vina del Mar, the luxury beach
resort.

From June 22-24 the travelers
will be sight-seeing in Buenos
Aires, Argentina, the largest city
in South America. One trip will
cover the handsome boulevards,
via the Colon Opera House, the
law courts, and the medicine
school and on through the Avenida
9 de Jullio, said to be the widest
street in the world, to the Baptist
Church and publishing house.

Another drive will be to San
Fernando, the wholesale fruit mar-
ket and on to El Tigre, a favorite
resort at the delta of the Parana
river. There will also be time for
a boat ride through the numerous
inlets and a visit to the Baptist
International Seminary.

In Montevideo, capital of the
smallest South American country,
Uruguay, there will be a com-
plete city tour and a visit to the
rose gardens, the beaches, and
the capital.

The Congress will open in Rio
on Sunday, June 26 at 3 p. m.
Meetings will be held at Mora-
canao stadium with Billy Graham
closing the convention on July 3.
All speeches will be in English
and Portuguese language. Approx-
imately 20,000 to 25,000 people are
expected to attend.

History of the Congress reveals
that a globe-circling Baptist fel-
lowship was visualized by John
Rippon, a London minister and
editor, as early as 1790. But it
was a full century later than an
American editor, J. N. Prestridge,
campaigned for the idea so per-
suasively that British Baptists in-
vited fellow believers of all na-
tions to a ‘“‘Congress” in 1905.
Three thousand people attended
and the Congress has met every
five years since. Meetings have
been in England, the United States
Sweden, Canada, Germany and
Denmark.

The return trip will be via Vara-
cas, Venezuela to Port Au Prince,
Haiti and from there to Miami,
Florida with an estimated 16,000
miles covered. The tour costs
$1156.88 which does not include in-
cidentals and personal items. Rev.
0. L. Bayless of Houston is tour
leader for the group of 20 or 30
people.

Since February when members
of the Brotherhood notified the
Rev. Shoemake that the church
was sending him to the World
Congress he has been a very busy
man. He has been vaccinated for
small pox, typhoid, cholera, and
tetnus; secured a passport, and
has checked on visas which will
be issued as he goes along. A cam-
era has been purchased and all
spare time is used in practice pic-
ture making. He hopes to bring
home many colorful pictures of
his trip.

One of the highlights of the Win-
ters Annual Rodeo, slated for June
23, 24 and 25, will be the calf

scramble, with three big prizes for |
the winners each night of the ro-|

deo.
A. W. Libbe is chairman of the
committee directing this phase of
the annual rodeo, and said that
winners in the event would be a-
warded sheep. First prizes will be
sheep valued at $35; second priz-
es, $25 sheep; third prizes, $15
sheep. There will be a separate
calf scramble each night, with
identlical prizes going to the win-
ners,

Council Approves Budget For Operation
Of City Departments Next Fiscal Year

The City of Winters expects to
spend $339,590.41 for operation of
all departments of the city in the
next fiscal year. Estimated reve-
nue for the year is $359,638.00.

These are the figures in the bud-
get approved by the City Council
in regular session Tuesday night.

Of the several departments, the
city owned light and power plant
is expected to cost the most for
operation, according to the ap-
proved budget. Expenses for this
department have been set at $121,-
063.31; total estimated revenue is
$136,272.57.

A complete breakdown of the

budget will be published in the
near future, according to Mayor
Harvey D. Jones.

Estimated revenue for the gen-

eral fund is $106,600.43, with ex-
penditures at $93,952.10. The water
department is budgeted at $55,375
for expenses, with an income of
$51,875.000.

Expenses for operation of the
Winters Municipal Hospital for the
next fiscal vear have heen set at

$69,200.00, with a revenue of
$64,890.00.
The council also discussed the

appointment of an equalization
i board, but no final action has been
taken, Mayor Jones said. Several
members of the Winters Chamber
of Commerce also met with the
council to discuss other phases of
city improvement and advance-
ment; however, nothing definite
was decided.

Trained Horses
To Be Featured
During Rodeo

Two trained horses, owned and
presented by Levi Garrett of Ster-
ling City, will be featured during
the three day Winters Annual Ro-
dea, June 23, 24 and 25.

One of the horses, Platonio, is a
former movie star, having appear-
ed in movies made at Republic
Studios in Hollywood. Platonio is
known as a dancing horse, and
can rhumba, two step, cake walk,
high trot and side step. He can
untie knots and pick up hats, ac-
cording to Garrett.

The other horse, Thunder Jr., a
thoroughbred Quarter Horse, is a
nephew of the black horse called
Thunder, sold by Garrett to Bill
Elliott for his Red Rider and Little
Beaver series of movies.

A fast working horse, Thunder
Jr. has a number of tricks. He
can salute the flag, put on an imi-
tation fight, and go crippled on the
trail.

Garrett has trained horses for
Howard Poe of San Angelo, broth-
er George Poe who is in charge of
specialty acts for the rodeo. He
is married to the former Betty
Davis, sister of Mrs. W. G. Bed-
ford Sr. of Winters.

Garrett is a teacher of a boys’
Sunday School class in the Bap-
tist Church, and has plans for pro-
viding a vacation for boys on his
ranch.

His plans include taking about
25 to 30 boys, from the ages of 10
to 14 years old, by chuck wagon
to a tank on his ranch where they

will camp, fish in the Colorado
River for a few days and visit
the Spade Ranch. The trip will
last about ten days, then that

group will be returned and another
will spend a session on the ranch.

The Winters Annual Rodeo, June

'60 Grain Harvest
Getting Underway

Small grain has begun to trickle
into the elevators in Winters, but
the harvest season has been de-
layed by the weather, A few more
days of hot sunshine will see an
increase in combine work, and
elevators are expected to be work-
ing at capacity.

A good grain crop is foreseen,
in spite of the hail which has fall-
en in strips in the North Runnels
County area. Some predictions
indicate a harvest almost as big
as that of two years ago.

The wheat has barely been
touched by the combines, with on-
ly about three carloads coming
into Winters by Wednesday. The
flow of wheat is expected to in-
crease tremendously within the
next week, however, with the ad-
vent of good weather. About six
carloads of oats have been brought
in, and eight carloads of barley.
Quality of the grain has been re-
ported as good, and the vyield is
better than had been hoped for in
many instances.

Charlie Chapman reports that
out of a wheat field of 140 acres,
he has cut 50 acres, with a yield
of 40 bushels per acre. His place
is two miles north of town.

J. C. Belew, who farms on the
Inez Smith Estate farm about 3 1-2
miles northeast of Wingate, un-
loaded the first load of wheat at
Kimbell Mill in Winters on May
25. Belew has 57 acres of wheat,
and estimates a yield of about 25
bushels per acre. The load he
brought in tested 62 pounds per
bushel, with a moisture content
of 14 percent.

Belew’s farm was one of those
hit by the hail a few days ago—
the day following the harvest of
his first load—but the extent of
the damage has not been deter-
mined. However, Belew reported

Texoma Tagging
Gives Biologists
Valuable Facts

White bass tagging on Lake
Texoma is providing aquatic bio-
logists of the Texas Game and
Fish Commission with valuable
information concerning the move-
ments, spawning activities, and
age and growth factors of the
species.

During a 5-year period, some
3,253 white bass were tagged and
released. Of this total, 330 tag re-
turns were recorded. Information
obtained from 1959 returns show
that one bass was recaptured 177
days after it was released, while
another was free for 494 days. The
average interval of freedom for
fish was 287.9 days. This figure is
higher than any reported in other
years. None of the 1959 returns
were tagged that same calendar
year.

The distance traveled by fish be-
tween release and recapture var-
ied from less than 50 yards to as
much as 14.5 miles. The average
direct line distance traveled was
about 9 miles. One fish was re-
caught at the same place it was
released. However, according to
the director of inland fisheries, it
is impractical to believe this fish
stayed in the same area the en-
tire period of freedom. Previous
fish returns have revealed that
some fish move a minimum of
three miles per day of freedom.

Once again a fish tagged in
Lake Texoma was retaken in Red
River below the dam. Records
show that 50 other fish have made
this unusual trip.

Once substantial information
has been collected, it will be made
available to fishermen through
newspaper, radio and magazines.
Persons catching tagged fish are
asked to contact Commission per-
sonnel at the Commission offices
on the Lake.

- State Funds Running Very Low; .
. State Employees May Not Get Paid

Most ardent advocates of a tax
bill to pour fresh funds into the
state’s coffers likely will be legis-
lative employes,

They may be hunting new jobs
* or working for nothing before the
year is out. i

Only about $130,000 remains in
the legislative expense fund for
use between now and the end of
the year. A good part of this pro-
bably will be needed to pay travel
and miscellaneous expenses of the
study committees that meet be-
tween sessions.

If these expenses run very high,
the permanent legislative em-
ployes—people who keep records,
staff the legislative library, etc—
may run short on salary money.

Their only course, if they want
to stay on in their jobs, will be to
hang on until the new legislature

finds money to pay them.

SESSION COSTS TOTALED

Last year's legislative sessions
— one regular, three special —
cost the state $2,773,140.

This averages out to $16,385 a
day when the lawmikers are meet-
ing, according to S.ate Auditor C.
H. Cavness’ report.

Of the $2,773,140 total, $724,000

* was spent by the 32-member Sen-
ate, $1,242,000 by the 150-member
House. Each member received in
salary about $5,000, at the rate of

* $25 per day.

Rest of the expense is mostly
for the employes to keep a session
going answer letters, keep rec-
ords, print bills, etc.

Collection costs would run about
$3,000,000 a year, a Texas Re-
search League tax expert told the
Commission on State and Local
Tax Policy.

If the tax covered not only fin-
ished products but raw products
used by business in manufactur-
ing, the take would be some $80,-
000,000 a year more but would re-
sult in the consumer’s paying two
taxes on one item.

A retail sales tax would not hurt
Texas' future industrial develop-
ment, the Commission was told by
a business expert, but a tax on
manufacturing raw materials
would.

Some are
bound to look longingly at this
avenue, however, since the amount
that will have to be raised next
year will, if teachers get any sort
of raise, be almost as much as a
retail sales tax would net.

“LAME DUCK” OPINIONS
ASKED
Atty. Gen. Will Wilson has been
asked for opinions on whether re-
tiring lawmakers should continue
to serve on two important interim
committees.

Four members of the Commis-
sion on State and Local Tax
Policy are ‘“lame ducks.” They
are the chairman, Sen Billl Fly of
Victoria, and Rep. Frates Seelig-
son of San Antonio, who were de-
feated for re-election; Rep. V. L.
Ramsey of Beckville, who ran for
comptroller and lost; and Rep.
Obie Bristow of Big Spring who
didn’t run this year.

There are five members of the
House General Investigating Com-
mittee also did not run for new
terms. They are Rep. H. J. Blan-
chard, chairman, and Reps. Joe
Burkett of Kerrville and Carl
Conley of Raymondville.

If the Attorney General rules
these men should be replaced,
most of the new appointments will
be made by retiring House Speak-
er Waggoner Carr.

Freezing is a quick, easy way
to preserve fresh greens and other
spring vegetables. Freezing keeps
t | the natural color, fresh flavor and
||food values of most vegetables
and fruits better than other meth-
.|ods of food preparation.

For best results, select fresh,
tender vegetables right from the
garden while they are at the
right stage of maturity for eating.
Other factors that influence
quality are preparation, packag-
-|ing, freezer loading and length of
storage.

Heating or blanching is neces-
s

sary in order to slow or stop the
action of enzymes. Until vege-
tables are ready to pick, enzymes
help them to grow and mature.
After that they cause loss of
flavor and color. If the vegetables
the en-
zymes continue to be active dur-
ing the frozen storage. They will
then develop off-flavors within a
few months and may discolor or
toughen. Heating also wilts or
softens vegetables and makes
them easier to pack. Too long a
heating period will result in soft-
ening of texture and an unneces-
sary loss of water. After heating,
the vegetables should be cooled
quickly and thoroughly to stop the
| cooking. To cool, plunge in run-
ning cold water or ice water. It
takes a vegetable about as long to
£ | cool as it does to heat.
FREEZING CORN

Select ears with plump, tender
kernels and thin sweet milk. If the
€I milk is thick and starchy it is bet-
ter to freeze corn in cream style.

For cream style corn — Husk,
silk, trim and wash the corn.
Heat th® ears in boiling water four
minutes. Cool, cut kernels from
cob at about 2-3 the depth of the

kernels. Scrape the cob with back
of knife to get milky heart. Pack-
age in moisture vapor proof pack-
age and freeze immediately.

Corn on the cob — Husk, silk,
trim, wash and sort ears accord-
ing to size. Heat in boiling water.
Small ears up to 14 inches in

diameter, should heat for seven
minutes, Medium ears, 1 1-4 to
1 1-2 inches, for nine minutes, and
larger ears for eleven minutes.
Cool and drain. Pack ears into
containers or wrap in moisture
vapor proof material. Freeze im-
mediately.
FREEZING SNAP BEANS

Select only fresh, tender young
beans. Wash, cut or snap off the
tips and sort for size. Freeze the
small beans whole if desired. Cut
or break larger beans into 1 or 2-
inch pieces. Put beans in blanch-
ing water, and cover. Keep the
heat on high and begin counting
time immediately. Heat small

beans in boilding water for 2
minutes, medium beans for 3
minutes, and large beans for 4

minutes. Plunge basket of heated
beans into a large container of ice
water or into running cold water.
It takes about as long to cool as to
heat them. When beans are cool,
remove them from water and
drain.

Pack the beans into moisture-
vapor proof container. Leave 1-2
inch head space. Label container
with name of vegetable, locker
number and date. Freeze immed-
iately, and store at 0 degrees F.
or below.

Hard Pan Restricts
Circulation of Air,
Water in Soil

“Soil permeability is that qual-
ity of the soil that enables it to
transmit water or air,” according

to James Barnhill, of the local
Soil Conservation Service.
Barnhill points out that the

permeability of a soil is determin-
ed by the structure or arrange-
ment of soil particles in each soil
horizon,

Under intensive cultivition most
soils of the Runnels Soil Conserva-
tion District tend to form a hard
pan below the plow layer by re-
arranging and compacting the
soil particles. This hard pan re-
stricts movement of air and wat-
er, thus temporarily lowering the
permeability.

Barnhill mentioned that this con-
dition can be relieved by growing
deep rooted grassed or legumes

in the regular crop rotation. These
deep rooted crops are capable of
| penetrating the hardpan and leav-
ing the soil open. Also the return
of large amounts of crop residues
to the land each year tends to keep
the soil open and prevents com-
paction. Practices such as deep
plowing give only temporary re-
lief of the problem and should be
used as a last resort.
