The feed mill and elevator for-
merly known as C. L. Green Mill-
ing & Grain Co., which has been
shut down for some time, will be
in operation within a few weeks
under a new name and new man-
agement, it was announced this
week.

The mill was purchased through
bids made about five weeks ago
by Ray Alderman, of Baird, and
Charles Cave of Blackwell. Peti-
tions of bankruptcy were filed last
December by the former owner,
Laurence Green.

Sale of the Winters feed mill for
about $51,500 was approved Sat-
urday at a confirmation bankrupt-
cy hearing in Abilene.

Ray Alderman, now manager of
the Callahan County Co-op, told
The Enterprise this week he hopes
to have the Winters plant open for
business within a few weeks. Ex-
act date hinges on when the new
owners will be able to take posses-
sion, it was said.

Alderman, who will be the man-
ager of the business, said he had
hopes of opening in time to handle
seed for this year’s planting; how-
ever, this may not be possible, he
said. He sai dthe mill and elevator
will ““definitely be in full operation
by grain harvest time.”

Feed Mill To Open

Weeks

Alderman will be in partnership
with Charles Cave, his father-in-
law, who has ranching interests
in the Blackwell area. The two
men also have ranching interests
in Callahan County.

The new manager of the Winters
mill and elevator said the com-
pany wil be known as Alderman-
Cave Milling & Grain Co., and will
operate as a grain elevator, feed
mill, and general farm supply
store. He said plans are to modern-
ize the mill and add some new
equipment, including cottonseed
hull handling facilities. He said the
main feed business will be cus-
tom feed grinding and converting
for feeders in this area.

Alderman said the office will be
moved to the main building of the
mill, and a re-arrangement of
some of the milling equipment
will be made. He said the mill will
be dealers for Purina concentrates,
and will service farmers and stock-
men in this area exclusively.

Tanks for grain storage may be
added later, Alderman said. He
also said the company plans to of-
fer a ‘‘grain bank storage system’’
for the convenience of farmers and
ranchers. Only the buildings of the
main plant are included in the
holdings of the new company. The
office building, on another block,
and the warehouses to the north
and south of the mill proper were
purchased by other parties in the
bankruptcy sale.

Although the bulk of the mill was
sold to Alderman and Cave, the
hearing last Saturday also con-
firmed the sale of a long list of
minor items, to other bidders, to-
taling about $9,000, said Henry
Hart of Abilene, bankruptcy trus-
tee.

A final hearing six months from
January 18 will be held to deter-
mine the exact amount of secured
debts, and administration fee, taxes
and payments to laborers and gen-
eral creditors, said Hart.

Green, who bought one-third in-
terest in the mill in 1949 and gain-
ed controlling interest a few years
later, filed two petitions: The first,
on Dec. 2, was a company bank-
ruptcy action; the second, on Dec.
8 was a personal petition. At the
time, he listed liabilities of $206,-
298.

Ray Alderman, 34, was born and
reared in the Blackwell commun-
ity. He attended Texas A. and M.
College, receiving a degree in ag-
riculture. He served in the U. S.
Air Force as a jet fighter pilot
during the Korean War. He has
been manager of the Callahan
County Co-op for six years. Mr.
and Mrs. Alderman have one son,
Charles, 5. They plan to move to
Winters in the very near future to
make their home. Alderman ex-
pressed confidence in the future,
and was very encouraged by the
concern of the businessmen of Win-
ters and the farmers and ranchers
of the area in getting the mill and

elevator back in operation.

A resident of Winters, Col. David

April 17 Deadline For
Filing Annual Report

For Social Security

You know that April 17, 1961, is
the deadline for filing 1960 income
tax returns. But do you know that
this date is also a deadline for a
social security beneficiary to file
an annual report of earnings, re-
minded Floyd B. Ellington, Dis-
trict Manager of the San Angelo
Social Security Office.

If you earned more than $1,200
during 1960, you must file a report
of your earnings with the Social
Security Administration by April
17, 1961. Even if you earned over
$1,200 you are entitled to receive
benefits for any months in which
you did not earn over $100. If you
were in business for yourself in
1960, you are entitled to receive
checks for months in which you
did not actively engage in your
business. You must file this re-
port to receive the payments.

You do not have to file a report
if you did not earn over $1,200 in
1960, or if you were over age 72
the entire year, Ellington said.

All beneficiaries recently receiv-
ed a postcard with their social se-
curity check, which can be used
to get a report form. If you need
help with this report, contact your
local social security office at San
Angelo. If a report should be made
you may lose additional bene-
fits, Ellington cautioned, for fail-
ure to report on time.
