Senate Education Committee Approved
$800 A Year Raise for School Teachers

Texas Senate demonstrated its
faith in the future by passing an
appropriation bill without having
the money to meet the obligations.

It calls for spending $2,496,685
during the next two years. It
does not include teacher pay rais-
es or medical care for the aged.
Senators agreed that they needed
to know how much new money
could be raised before making de-
cisions on these.

The measure calls for spending
$376,000,000 from the already-over-
drawn general revenue fund.
That's $103,000,000 more than the
comptrollers’ estimate of general

For
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fund revenue for the next two
years. This $103,000,000 plus a de-
ficit that is expected to be about
$63,000,000 at the end of this bi-
ennium, adds up to $166,000,000 in
new revenue that would be needed
to put the Senate appropriation
bill into effect, as it is now.

PANEL OKAYS TEACHER
RAISE

Senate Education Committee ap-
proved the Hale-Aikin school im-
provement program which in-
cludes an across-the-board $800 a
year raise for public school teach-
ers.

Sen. A. M. Aikin Jr. of Paris,
sponsor, said he would not ask for
loor passage of the school mea-
sure until the general appropria-
tion bill has been passed as well
as a tax bill that would provide
money for it.

HORSES LOSE RACE

Before a gallery packed with
church people, Rep. V. E. (Red)
Berry gave up the fight for a pro-
posed constitutional amendment
to legalize horse racing.

House vote against the measure
was 143-to-5. Berry, seeing he did
not have enough votes for pass-
age, signaled his supporters to
vote against it. This, he said,
would avoid “‘putting them on the
spot” for a lost cause.

Berry still hopes to get a refer-
endum on the 1962 general elec-
tion ballot to indicate public opin-
jon on racing and parimutuel bet-
ting.

MILK BILL “SKIMMED”

One of the most controversial
bills of the session, the milk im-
portation measure, was passed by
the House by voice vote.

But before passage, opponents’
amendments had skimmed off the
cream of the bill the dairymen
wanted.

As passed by the Senate, the bill
would bar out-of-state milk from
Texas unless a Texas inspector
certified he had personal know-
ledge the milk was produced un-
der standards as high as those re-
quired in Texas.

Amendments took out the “per-
sonal knowledge” phrase and pro-
vided the milk could be imported
on the certification of out-of-state
health authorities after a Texas
authority had found the out-of-
state producer to be meeting ac-
ceptable standards.

Battle is not over since the dif-
ferences between the House and
Senate versions of the bill will
have to be worked out.

TAXES DEBATED

House Revenue and Taxatio
Committee is exploring the possi-
bility of raising money through a
corporate income tax.

Testimony was heard on two
bills. One by Rep. Tony Korioth of
Sherman would repeal the present
corporate franchise tax (for a loss
of $48,000,000 a year) and substi-
tute a three percent corporate in-
come tax (for a gain of approxi--
mately $96,000,000 a year).

Also heard was a bill by Rep.
Maco Stewart of Galveston which
would levy a 10 percent corporate
income tax, repeal the oil well
servicing tax and reduce the sul-
phur tax.

A bill to provide for a $1 charge
for taking a state driver’s license
examination was passed by com-
mittee and sent to the House. It
would raise an estimated $1,250,000
a year.

Meanwhile, Speaker James Tur-
man, addressing a teachers’ group
said he felt Texas was close to re-
sorting to the ‘“last resort’’—sales
or income taxes.

CAMPAIGN LIMIT PASSED

Senate passed 26-to-4 a bill that
would limit to $25,000 the spending
of any one candidate in a race for
the U. S. Senate.

Sen. Martin Dies Jr. of Lufkin is
sponsor of the bill. Limit would
apply to money spent for newspap-
er, radio or television advertising
with the candidate’s knowledge.
All other means of advertising
would be exempted.

Attorney general would be re-
sponsible for enforcement.

If the bill should be finally pass-
ed and take effect before the pre-
sent special senatorial race is over
it could put a lid on spending of
candidates in the runoff campaign
next month.

FIREMEN'S BILL KILLED

House killed by a 73-to-66 vote a
bill that would have set up a pro-
cedure for arbitration of wage-
and-hour disputes between fire-
men and city governments.
Passage was urged by firemen
but opposed by city officials.
Bill would have provided for an
arbitration board and if necessary
an election once a year to consid-
er firemen's requests. Supporters
contended it would have enabled
firemen and city officials to settle
their problems on the local level
instead of battling before the Le-
gislature, as in years past. ;
Opponents objected to the possi-
bility of frequent, costly elections
and argued that it would give fire-
men a privilege not enjoyed by
other city employees.

“KID” DRIVERS TARGET

House Highways Committee is
considering a bill that would take
14-year-olds off the road—as driv-
ers of cars or motor scooters.
Rep. Maco Stewart, sponsor,
urged the measure to ‘“‘take the
cars out of junior high school . . .
and get the student’ minds on
their books.” His measure would
raise the minimum age at which a
driver’s license may be issued
from 14 to 15 years and would set
up the same licensing require-
ments for motor scooters. In some
towns youngsters of 12 and 13 are
allowed to ride motor scooters.
A motor scooter seller objected
on grounds that many working
youngsters, such as
carrier boys, needed scooters for
their jobs.

House Approved
Watered-Down
Wage Limit Bil

Aside from the vote on packing
the Rules Committee, the Hquse
approved the first major legisla-
tion of the session last week when
it passed a bill to increase t_he
minimum wage and extend its
coverage. .

It was a watered-down version
of the bill which had Administra-
tion backing. The latter would
have upped the minimum from
the present $1 to $1.25 an hour
and would have extended its cov-
erage to 4.3 additional workers
covering retail and services en-
terprises.

But in the version approved, the
hourly raise for those already cov-
ered would be from the present $1
to $1.15. The bill extends coverage
to about 1.2 million in retail busi-
nesses. The wage floor for newly
covered workers would be set at
$1 with no time-and-a-half provi-
sion for overtime work.

Only businesses with five or
more outlets in two or more states
would be covered, and branches
of chains grossing less than $250,-
000 a year would be exempt.

Answers To Richie
Survey Still Coming

Answers to the question on the
J. F. Richie “‘public opinion’" post-
card survey, which has been go-
ing on for the past few days, con-
tinue to come in, although the
peak has about been reached:

Richie, a member of the Winters
City Council, who conducted the
survey or poll, said that out of
about 900 postcards sent to resi-
dents of Winters several days ago,
496 have been mailed back by the
addressees. Forty of the cards
were returned by the post office
because addressees no longer live
in Winters.

The question which citizens were
asked to answer was ‘Do you fav-
or renewing West Texas Utilities
Franchise?”’

By Wednesday afternoon of this

week, 449 cards had been return-
ed, marked ‘“yes;” 47 had been
returned marked ‘‘no.” Richie said
that the answers indicate that 90.5
percent of the residents of Win-
ters are in favor of extending the
operating franchise to the utility
company, while 9.5 percent were
against such action.
Richie has another year to serve
on his present term as alderman.
He said he financed the taking the
poll himself and conducted it on
his own initiative, “in order to de-
termine the wishes of the people.”
He indicated that such a large
percentage of return on the total
number of cards sent out was evi-
dence that the residents of Win-
ters are vitally interested in the
affairs of their city.

Down 95 In
January, February

Diphtheria managed
down 95 young Texans in January
and February, State Health De-|gjph
partment records show, despite
the fact that measures for control-
ling it are well-known and effec-
tive.

The 1960 toll reached 239. That'’s
76 cases above the 5 year median,
and 63 cases more than were re-
ported during the previous year.
While worrisome to state and
local health officials, the 1960 fig-
ure is by no means a record, even
for recent yeats, but it is highly
significant when individual cases
are studied: 164 of the victims had
had no immunizing shots what-
ever, and 3 had been inadequate-|the
ly immunized. Only 16 had re-
ceived the full course of protec-
tive shots.

Therein lies a basic truth con-
cerning
and their control:

tions.

Other parts of the world are
having similar flare-ups. An out-
break is reportedly in progress in
Santiago, Chile.

Is diphtheria dangerous? Certain
types can be quickly lethal. In
some epidemics the death
may reach as high as 12 percent,
but it is more commonly two to
five percent.

In communities where immuni-
zations have been neglected, stu-
dies show that about one-fourth of
all cases and one-half of all deaths
are among children under five . On
the other hand, when childhood
immunizations have been adequate
but reinforcing
older persons are more often the
victims.
