“ I am sure that everyone who 

has kept abreast of the situation 
can recognize that this law suit is 
fraught with political implications. 
Recent advertisements published 
have agitated the garbage and 
sanitary charge question as well as 
water charges and taxes. The dis­
tressing and deplorable thing to 
me is that through some selfish 
ambitions of a few the entire city 
is made to suffer both the con­
sequences and expense. I know 
that the members of the City Coun­
cil have acted for the best inter­
est of the entire citizenship in re­
gard to health and sanitation and 
this effort to tear down the few 
accomplishments that have been 
made for the sake of gaining poli­
tical advantage is to me almost 
inconceivable. The principal actors 
still prefer to stay on the sidelines 
and remain anonymous while some­
one else runs their defense. In 
any event. Mr. Crockett has ev­
ery right to have what be believes 
to be a grievance adjudicated, 
even though it may be detrimental 
to the City, and I have every con­
fidence that the court will in this 
case reach a  just and adequate 
decision.

Members of the Council who 
were contacted said they had no 
comment to make on the subject. 
Councilman Ralph Lloyd and O. B.

Many Reasons Are Behind High 
Unemployinent in United States

Babson Park, Mass. Many peo­
ple are puzzled when they see un­
employment riding along at a high 
7 percent of the labor force while 
employment keeps reaching one 
new peak after another. They see 
in this situation an indication that 
there is really the germ of a de­
pression underlying the present 
recovery boom in business. The 
reasons for high unemployment in 
a time of top employment are, 
however, not that menacing. They 
are due to the natural population 
expansion and other related fac­
tors.
WHY UNEMPLOYMENT STAYS 

HIGH
For one thing, some producers 

and retailers are pricing them­
selves out of business. Many in­
vestors are of the opinion that 
labor is chiefly to blame here. 
But actually, each group in the 
economy wants more and tries to 
take in additional money by rais­
ing prices or wages. The result: 
Consumers buy fewer goods; mer­
chants lay off clerks; manufactur­
ers fire production workers. It is 
a vicious circle, with all groups 
helping to keep the spiral going.

Taxes, too. can cause unemploy-

ment in a roundabout way. The 
levies for defense, social security, 
old-age pensions, foreign aid, farm 
subsidies, and roadbuilding are 
never-endingly heavy. Such taxes 
make many employers so angry 
they take it out on labor by re­
ducing staffs.

Foreign imports are another is­
sue. Lower pay in Japan, Italy, 
Germany, and other nations per­
mits those countries to export 
to us all types of products at 
prices that our manufacturers can­
not meet, even after import duties. 
But if we were to raise such duties, 
the nations would be alienated and 
would turn to Russia. Hence, al­
most every store is carrying some 
imported goods. When you purchase 
them, you are actually putting 
some American wageworkers out 
of a job.

Finally, many of our manufac­
turers are either building plants 
abroad in low-wage countries or 
are adopting automation. Retail­
ers construct huge supermarkets, 
install self-service. These changes, 
of course.throw more wageworkers 
out of employment.

CURBING LABOR COSTS 
Labor costs are one of the big­

gest headaches for management. 
When they go soaring year after 
year, it becomes necessary for 
employers to cut back personnel 
totals in order to keep a safe m ar­
gin of profit. Chiefly responsible 
for the exorbitant advances in 
wage rates are union leaders, who 
have to win big raises for their 
members in order to keep their 
own jobs (many union leaders 
make $20.000 or more). Such lead­
ers can force the workers they 
represent to agree to unwanted 
strikes and unreasonable pay de­
mands by a standing vote. Hence, 
Congress could help workers and 
consumers — and basic employ­
ment—by passing a law making

The U. S. Department of Justice 
should be urged to prevent mono­
polies in advance by discouraging 
unnecessary consolidations. S u c h  
combines, usually to raise prices 
or cut production costs, nearly al­
ways mean layoffs for some. 
Would it not be fair for stock­
holders to allow a period of time 
agreed on in advance—after a con­
solidation before raising prices or 
discharging any employees? 
SHORTER WORK WEEK NO 

CURE-ALL
It would seem simple to cut 

back unemployment Im reducing 
the workweek to 35 hours, but 
here we have the danger of en­
couraging more foreign imports. 
It would help the employment 
situation greatly if more workers 
took advantage of social security 
and retired at 65. This would apply, 
too, for older employers and com­
pany officials. There might be a 
substantial reduction in unemploy­
ment in the younger age bracket 
if more young men and women 
were sent to college.

In conclusion, it is my feeling 
that the fundiamental difficulty 
lies in the fact that both our em 
ployers and our workers are “at 
war” with those of other nations. 
Until the pay rates and working 
conditions of foreign workers are 
brought up to healthy and reason­
able levels, the economic battle 
will be an uneven one. Meanwhile, 
we must all abide by the Golden 
Rule and avoid economic violence 
on the home front; strikes are 
too often only legalized wars.

Do you own a pistol?
If so, chances are you've vio­

lated the law. Futhermore you 
could be fined from $100 to$500, 
or jailed for one month to one 
year.

Sure, 1 know you’re not the 
criminal type. But as far as the 
law reads, anyone who owns a 
pistol evidently must be so re­
garded.

Actually, just owning a pistol 
and keeping it on your own 
premises isn't against the law. 
In fact the law says you can 
even bring it home from the 
store where you bought it and 
not be fined or jailed. Yep, you 
can also take it to the hock shop 
to sell it. But that's about where 
the privilege ends.

Unfortimately, a gun kept at 
home for self protection isn’t 
much good unless you know how 
to shoot it. Most of us being city 
folks, and with cities frowning on 
our blasting away in our back 
yards, we must head for the coun­
try to get in some target practice.

That’s probably our first step 
into the criminal-type class.

The law just doesn't recognize 
your right to fire a pistol, unless 
you’re on your own land. This is 
so even though you may have 
permission from the man on 
whose land you wish to shoot.

Texas courts actually have held 
that carrying a pistol while hunt­
ing is a violation of the law.

Target shooting is no excep­
tion, either, so don’t get the idea 
you’re safe in that respect.

Even if you’re on an approved 
city target range you’re viola­
ting the Texas law unless you 
are a militiaman or peace officer 
in the actual discharge of your 
official duty.

If you’re an off duty police­
man and have a pistol in your 
possession you too could be vio­
lating the penal statute.

Biggest exception to the law is 
the recognition of one’s right to 
carry a pistol while traveling.

But, Texas courts get some­
what shortsighted on just what 
is traveling, too. They don’t rec­
ognize that you’re traveling un­
less your trip is long enough to 
require you to be away from 
home overnight. Big test is whe­
ther your destination is far enough 
from your home that you’d have 
to remain away overnight.

They’re pretty cautious about 
the route you take, too. They 
judge the distance, riut by the 
route you follow, but by the most 
direct or most commonly used 
route. Kinda rough on salesmen. 
Isn’t it?

I’m no lawyer, but it seems 
to me that if you lived in the 
city and wanted to do some 
target practice, or fire that lit­
tle desk drawer pistol, you’d 
have to drive at least a day’s 
distance, whatever that may be, 
from home. But to be on thè safe 
side, be sure you’ve taken the 
shortest or most traveled route. 
And don’t go hunting with that 
pistol while you’re enroute to or 
at your destination.

Sounds ridiculous doesn’t it?

Well it does to me, too.
Luckily this is a Texas law 

and not a federal law. Our coun­
try was founded on the right of 
the public to bear arms. It’s own 
security may some day depend on 
the populace being armed and 
proficient enough to use these 
arms.

I know there are problems In 
designing laws that will enable 
the police agencies to control the 
so called “ criminal element.” 
But I still think that there’s a 
better solution available than 
branding us as “ criminals” if we 
merely wish to partake of the 
sport of plinking, varminting with 
pistols, or participating in tourna­
ment shooting matches with pis­
tols.

Surely there is a better answer. 
I hope that some day our Texas 
legislators find the answer.

Two Guns in One
On the subject of shooting, 

you’ll be interested in this.
Mossberg has come out with 

a 7-shot, clip magazine, bolt ac­
tion. Model 340 TR rifle that ac­
tually is two guns in one. It is 
both a plinking rifle and a trap­
shooting shotgun in .22 caliber.

Reason it can shoot both rifle 
and shot shells is its smooth 
bore barrel is designed to hold 
two interchangeable, 3 1-2-inch
adapter tubes.

One tube is rifled. The other 
is smooth bore. These screw down 
into the muzzle where they are 
out of sight except when you look 
right at the muzzle end.

With the gun and two adapt­
ers, comes a belt loop target car­
rier that holds 20 miniature 
clay targets and a hand trap 
for throwing the targets.

Best trap of all, however, is 
Mossberg’s Spring Trap. It costs 
extra, but it’s a corker. It can 
be either hand held, mounted to 
a stationary post or table, or 
mounted right on the rifle bar­
rel.

I say this is “ best" because 
it answers a big problem of 
many would-be target shooters. 
That problem is the availability 
of an assistant or target throw­
er. Lots of men would shoot clay 
pigeons, now and then, if they 
had someone to throw the tar­
gets.

On the other hand they don’t 
do enough shooting to justify the 
purchase of clay pigeon equip­
ment that’s self operating.

Miniature clay target shooting 
is mighty exciting too. As the 
effective range of the .22 long 
rifle shot cartridge with No. 12 
shot is a mere 50 feet, you have 
to get on that target quickly.

Youngsters love it, as there’s 
no recoil and the targets “blow 
up” when hit. Daddy loves it be­
cause both targets and ammo cost 
less and the short shells makes 
it safer and easier to find a suit­
able shooting range.

And two days before he left of­

Legislative Group To Make Study 
O f Probiems Concerning State of Texas

By Vera Sanford 
Texas Press Association

Three members of the H o u s e  
of Representatives and two state 
senators were named by Sen. Bruce 
A. Reagan of Corpus Christi as 
a Subject Matter Committee to de­
termine which of 25 suggested in­
terim studies shall be made by 
the Texas Legislative Council.

Reagan is President pro-tem of 
the Senate and presided at the 
first meeting of the new Legis­
lative Council. He and Sen. James 
A. Turman speaker of the House 
of Representatives are ex-officio 
members of the Subject Matter 
Committee. Turman is chairman; 
Reagan vice chairman.

Designated membership on the 
committee were Senators Preston 
Smith of Lubbock and George Mcrf- 
fett of Chillicothe. House members 
appointed were Representative C. 
W. Pearcy of Temple; Sam Collins 
of Newton; and Alonzo Jamison of 
Denton.

During the three 1961 sessions

of the Legislature. 25 resolutions 
were passed calling for special 
studies by the council. Of these 
25 twelve were concurrent reso­
lutions approved by both House 
and Senate. The remaining 13 origi 
nated in the House.

FM ROAD BUILDING PLAN 
State Highway Chairman Her­

bert Petry Jr. of Carrizo Springs 
completed one major assignment 
for Gov. Price Daniel but has a 
tougher one ahead.

Petry and Daniel worked out a- 
greement with the Texas County 
Judges and Commissioners As­
sociation under which the Farm- 
to-market road building program 
will be modified along lines long 
advocated by the Texas Good 
Roads Association and the Highway 
Commission.

But now the plan has to be sold 
to the powerful Texas Farm Bu­
reau at its convention in Gal­
veston November 13-15.

Governor Dtmiel Vetoed the $15, 
000,000 appropriation for farm-to- 
market road construction from 
general revenue for the year start­
ing next September 1, saying it 
was time to settle the question of 
rural road maintenance. He got 
together a committee of road- 
minded people.

County Judges and Commission­
ers agreed to this plan — pay for 
about $17,000,000 of the present 
$18,000,000 cost of maintaining 
rural roads out of the $50,000,000 
now going to FM road construc­
tion. They also agreed to build a 
toUl of 50,000 miles of FM roads 
instead of the 35,000 miles now 
set as unofficial goal. Present mile­
age—34,000.

COURT OPENS
Appellate courts opened their 

fall terms, handing down dozens 
of decisions.

Key case of great importance 
was decision in suit of Key West­
ern Insurance Co. of Abilene a- 
gainst the Board of Insurance, 
from both insurance and legal 
points of view.

Here the Supreme Court upheld 
a new requirment that appeals 
from decisions of the Board of 
Insurance on approvals of life In­
surance policies must be tried “de 
novo” or “ anew” rather than ac­
cepting the old rule that an ad­
ministrative agency is to be up­
held if its decisions was not arbi 
trary or capricious.

Of major importance also was 
award of $139,250 to the City of 
Graham for damage done its sew­
age treatment plant by backing up 
of water of the Brazos River Auth­
ority’s Possum Kingdom Dam. 
Case goes back for retrial of whe­
ther Graham can collect for dam­
age to its water plant.

PADRE STUDY 
Gov. Price Danid got together 

his special committee to study the 
idea advanced by Land Commis­
sioner Jerry Sadler to make Padre 
Island a sUte park instead ot a 
national seashore area.

Sadler, a member of the com­
mittee, did not get word about
the BMetiag n d  was yraae_

State Parks Board Chairman J. 
Carter King of Albany, said the 
whole appropriatiaB of the board 
lo»’ the next two years would not 
scratch the surface of making Pa 
dre into a state seashore area. 
King is worried about the 74 pre­
sently designated state parks.

Daniel asked the study commit­
tee to have a recoramendatioo 
ready in time for the winter spe­
cial session of the Legislature to 
take policy action on the state vs 
federal issue.

Daniel feels Padre should be dedi­

cated MS a public area, by one 
means or another.

ORPHAN’S RANCH 
Orphans at the Corsicana SUte 

Home got a 4,188-acre ranch on 
the Lampasas River under a Su­
preme Court decision on the will 
of the late Mrs. Parrie Haynes of 
Bell County.

Other heirs contested, but the 
court turned the ranch to the 
Texas Youth Council, which runs 
the orphan’s home. Atty. Gen. Will 
Wilson, who handled the defense 
erf the will, said there is talk of 
making the ranch an outdoor 
branch of the Corsicana school.

INSURANCE CLAIMS RISE 
Insurance spokesmen estimate 

that $5,000,000 already has been 
paid out on windstorm insurance 
policies. Rate of payment of claims 
will reach 20,000, a week soon, 
William J. Harding, coordinator 
of the Texas Joint Loss Caustro- 
phe Plan, said.

Harding, speaking for fire and 
casualty insurance companies, said 
much misinformation has been 
given out on insurance coverage. 
He declared that policies are be­
ing interpreted after Carla just as 
they always have — that damage 
from wave wash or flooding has 
never been covered by Texas 
standard insurance policies.

CLUB TAXES
First month of collections of the 

new tax on private clubs by the 
Texas Liquor Control Board saw 
the tax take total $414,812.

BUSINESS BETTER
Texas busineu perked up in 

August. University of Texas Bu- 
rau of Business Research said new 
sales tax. taking effect September 
1, accounted in part for August 
activity hitting all-time high.

Legislative Group To Make Study 
O f Probiems Concerning State o f Texas

Three members of the H o u s e  
of Representatives and two state 
senators were named by Sen. Bruce 
A. Reagan of Corpus Christi as 
a Subject Matter Committee to de~ 
termíne which of 25 suggested in­
terim studies shall be made by 
the Texas Legislative Council.

Reagan is President pro-tem of 
the Senate and presided at the 
first meeting of the new Legis­
lative Council. He and Sen. James 
A. Turman speaker of the House 
of Representatives are ex-officio 
members of the Subject Matter 
Committee. Turman is chairman; 
Reagan vice chairman.

Designated membership on the 
committee were Senators Preston 
Smith of Lubbock and George Mof­
fett of Chillicothe. House members 
appointed were Representative C. 
W. Pearcy of Temple: Sam Collins 
of Newton; and Alonzo Jamison of 
Denton.

During the three 1961 sessions

of the Legislature, 25 resolutions 
were passed calling for special 
studies by the council. Of these 
25 twelve were concurrent reso­
lutions approved by both House 
and Senate. The remaining 13 origi 
nated in the House.

FM ROAD BUILDING PLAN
State Highway Chairman Her­

bert Petry Jr. of Carrizo Springs 
completed one major assignment 
for Gov. Price Daniel but has a 
tougher one ahead.

Petry and Daniel worked out a- 
greement with the Texas County 
Judges and Commissioners As­
sociation under which the Farm- 
to-market road building program 
will be modified along lines long 
advocated by the Texas Good 
Roads Association and the Highway 
Commission.

But now the plan has to be sold 
to the powerful Texas Farm Bu­
reau at its convention in Gal­
veston November 13-15.

Governor Daniel Vetoed the S15, 
000.000 appropriation for farm-to- 
market road construction from 
general revenue for the year start­
ing next September 1, saying it 
was time to settle the question of 
rural road maintenance. He got 
together a committee of road- 
minded people.

County Judges and Commission­
ers agreed to this plan — pay for 
about $17,000,000 of the present 
$18,000,000 cost of maintaining 
rural roads out of the $50,000,000 
now going to FM road construc­
tion. They also agreed to build a 
total of 50,000 miles of FM roads, 
instead of the 35,000 miles now 
set as unofficial goal. Present mile­
age—34,000.

COURT OPENS
Appellate courts opened their 

fall terms, handing down dozens 
of decisions.

Key case of great importance 
was decision in suit of Key West­
ern Insurance Co. of Abilene a- 
gainst the Board of Insurance, 
from both insurance and legal 
points of view.

Here the Supreme Court upheld 
a new requirment that appeals 
from decisions of the Board of 
Insurance on approvals of life In­
surance policies must be tried “de 
novo” or “anew” rather than ac 
cepting the old rule' that an ad­
ministrative agency is to be up­
held if its decisions was not arbi­
trary or capricious.

Of major importance also was 
award of $139,250 to the City of 
Graham for damage done its sew­
age treatment plant by backing up 
of water of the Brazos River Auth­
ority’s Possum Kingdom Dam. 
Case goes back for retrial of whe­
ther Graham can collect for dam' 
age to its water plant.

PADRE STUDY 
Gov. Price Daniel got together 

his special committee to study the 
idea advanced by Land Commis­
sioner Jerry Sadler to make Padre 
Island a sUte park inatead at a 
national seashore area.

Sadler, a member of the com­
mittee, did not get word about 
the meeting and was not praasnt 

State Parks Board Chairman J 
Carter King of Albany, aaid the 
whole appropriatk» of the board 
for the next two years arould not 
scratch the surface of making Pa 
dre into a state seasliore area. 
King is worried about the 74 pre­
sently designated state parks.

Daniel asked the study commit 
tee to have a recommmdatioa 
ready in time for the winter spe­
cial session of the Legislature to 
take policy action on the state vs 
federal issue.

Daniel feels Padre should be dedi-

cated as a public area, by one 
meaiu or another.

ORPHAN’S RANCH 
Orphans at the Corsicana SUte 

Home got a 4,180-acre ranch on 
the Lampasas River under a Su­
preme Court decision on the will 
of the late Mrs. Patrie Haynes of 
Bell County.

Other heirs contested, but the 
court turned the ranch to the 
Texas Youth Council, which runs 
the orphan’s home. Atty. Gen. Will 
Wilson, who handled the defense 
of the will, said there is talk of 
making the ranch an outdoor 
branch of the Corsicana school.

Insurance spokesmen estimate 

that $5,000,000 already has been 
paid out on windstorm insurance 
policies. Rate of payment of claims 
will reach 20,000, a week soon, 
William J. Harding, coordinator 
of the Texas Joint Loss CaUstro- 
phe Plan, said.

Harding, speaking for fire and 
casualty insurance companies, said 
much misinformation has been 
given out on insurance coverage. 
He declared that policies are be­
ing interpreted after Carla just as 
they always have — that damage 
from wave wash or flooding has 
never been covered by Texas 
standard insurance policies.
