Schedule Field Review Of the Work Plan
0f Valley Creek Watershed For Tuesday

Hugo Vogelsang, chairman of
the board of directors of the Val-
ley Creek Water Control District,
has announced that a field re-
view of the Work Plan of the
Valley Creek Watershed will be
made at the regular meeting of
directors, Tuesday, May 15, at 8
p.m. at their Wingate office. He
said that besides the seven local
sponsoring organizations, 31 oth-
er interested groups and agepciu
have been invited to paritcipate
in the review.

Vogelsang said that che seven
local sponsoring organizations of
this project are the Valley Creek
Water Control District, the Com-
missioners Courts of Runnels, Tay-
lor and Nolan Counties, and Run-
nels, Middle Clear Fork and Up-
per Clear Fork Soil Conservation
Districts.

Immediately following the re-
view, Vogelsang said that these
seven organizations will sign the
watershed work plan agreement.
Then the Work Plan will be sub-
mitted to H. N. Smith, State Con-
servationist, Soil Conservation
Service, of Temple. Smith will
then submit the Work Plan to
Don Williams, administrator of
the SCS, in Washington, D. C.

The administrator will forward
the plan to the heads of the Fe-
deral agencies concerned, and to
the Governor, with a request for
comments within 30 days.

Upon completion of the speci-

fied period for inter-agency re-

view and determination that sta-
tutory requirements have been
met, and if there is no apparent
conflict with other water resource
precjects or Williams
will sign the we agreement
and submit it to the Bureau of

for approval by these committees,
Vogelsang said. He will then re-
turn the plan to the State Con-
servationist and authorize Fede-
ral assistance in the installation
of works of improvement.

Vogelsang said that the estimat-
ed installation cost of the Val-
ley Creek Project, to be borne
by the Federal Government, is
$2,023,951, which will include 20
flood water retarding structures,
three of which will be in Run-
nels County, six in Nolan County
and eleven in Taylor County.

In commenting on the annual
benefits, Vogelsang said that for
each dollar spent on this project
the people of the watershed will
receive $1.20 worth of benefits in
the form of reduction of floodwa-
ter damage, sediment damage,
flood plain erosion damage, and
benefits from changed land use.

Vogelsang also reported that
the directors of the Valley Creek
Water Control District are now

Funds were placed in the trea-
sury under an old law which had
no provision for disposition. But
the escheat law passed in 196]

paved the way for use of the
money.
Attorney General Will Wilson

immediately started seeking more
escheat money. He asked the U.
S. Supreme Court to determine
whether Texas, Pennsylvania or
New Jersey has the right to es-
cheat $37,853 that Sun Oil Com-
pany owes to more than 1,800
people whose whereabouts are un-
known,

Texas claims the money be-
cause Sun Oil was chartered
there. Pennsylvania wants to at-
tach it because the company head-
quarters in that state.

IMPORTED STEEL
TO BE BANNED

District Judge Herman Jones of
Austin has given notice to both
sides of the case of the Texas
Association of Steel Importers,
Inc., versus the State Highway
Department that he will uphold
the Highway Commission’s autho-
rity to order a ban against im-
ported steel in constructing state
highways.

Steel importers challenged this
authority when they brought suit
in January. A five-day trial in
March ended in a hung jury.

Highway Commissioner Herb
Petry Jr. testified that some im-
ported steel was found to be “in-
ferior’’, and stated that it wasn't
“worth the risk.”

Judge Jones concluded that the
importers had failed to show the
invalidity of the highway depart-
ment’s order. He is expected to
enter judgment for the state next
week.

COMMISSION ADOPTS
TEACHER SERVICE
Texas Employment Commis-
sion has undertaken a new state-
wide program to answer the prob-
lem of placing teachers for the

state’s 2,500,000 school children.

TEC Administrator R. L. Coff-
man announced that the commis-
sion will run a placement service
as a clearing house for applica-
tions from teachers. Also they will
list vacancies.

New plan is expected to afford
teachers a wider selection of tea-
ching opportunities and provide
school administrators with a
choice of instructors from all over
the state.

UT LEASES UP FOR SALE

Some 35,000 acres of oil and
gas leases owned by the Univer-
sity of Texas will be offered for
sale at a public auction in the
Commodore Perry Hotel in Aus-
tin on June 26

All of the 101 leases on West
Texas land parcels, ranging from
82 to 343 acres, will be sold for
a term of five years, or as long
as the oil or gas on the lands is
produced in paying quantities.

Spring Here; Fish
Biting, Birds Nesting

Doves are beginning to nest, and
the bobwhite quail are calling. H.
D. Dodgen, executive secretary of
the Game and Fish Commission,
says game wardens and biologists
throughout the state are now re-
porting nesting activity of game

birds. Dove nests have been re-
ported throughout the state, and
quail are pairing off for the sea-
son.

HEALTH LETTER

The year 1961 was a banner year
in one respect. For the first time,
the accident rate in the United
States was as low as 50 per 100,
000 population, dipping to a level
about three percent under the
previous low set in 1960,
Provisional figures likewise show
that the actual toll in 1961 was
about 91,500 lives, a decrease of
approximately 1,500 from the num-
ber in the year before.

Biggest decrease was registered
in the death toll column of ac-
cidents in and around the home.
Approximately 26,500 persons were
killed in such accidents during
1961, a decrease of about 1,000
from the total in the preceding
year.

Motor vehicle accidents took
about 38,000 lives during the year,
slightly less than the toll in 1960.
The death rate from motor vehi-
cle accidents also declined. The
rate based on accidental deaths
per 100 million miles was below
the previous year’s low of 5.3.
Catastrophes—accidents in which
five or more persons are killed—
were responsible for about 1,250
fewer than in 1960,

The main factor in this reduc-
tion was the smaller number of
fatal injuries in major catastro-
phes—accidents in which at least
25 persons are killed.

Aside from three airplane crash-
es which killed 78, 77 and 37 per-
sons, respectively, two natural
disasters were the only major ca-
tastrophes during 1961.

One of these' catastrophes in-
volved Texas with Hurricane Carla.
Accompanied by tornadoes and
floods, Carla caused nearly 50
deaths in the Southwest and Mid-
west during the second week in
September.

Other floods which struck the
Midwest earlier in the year, dur-
ing May, claimed 25 lives.

In accidents which killed five or
more, motor vehicle accidents ac-
counted for about 30 percent. Fires
and explosions, largely in the home
—ranked next with about one-fourth
of the death toll.

In all accidents, the two most
dangerous spots to be in—are au-
tomobiles and our homes, although

Soil Test For
Phosphorus Now
More Accurate

An improved procedure for de-
termining soil phosphorus is now
being used by the soil testing la-
boratories operated in the state
by the Texas Agicultural Exten-
sion Service. Extension Soil Che-
mist W. F. Bennett said the
change will give a better indica-
tion of the phosphorus status of
the soil, particularly the heavy
textured kinds.

The new procedure is the result
of several years of research work
by Texas Agricultural Experiment
Station personnel, Bennett said.

Many soils will show higher phos-
phorus values with the new me-
thod. The change results in the
removal of certain types of soil
phosphorus not extracted by the
previously used method, the che-
mist added.

The higher phosphorus values
will tend to occur primarily in
the heavy textured soils of the
Blacklands, the Coast Prairie, Rio
Grande Plain and the Rolling and

High Plains, The Houston black
clay soils, for example, which
have been properly managed and
fertilized with phosphorus during
the past several years may show
levels up to 40 to 60 pounds of
phosphorus per acre compared
with 10-15 pounds under the pre-
vious method of determination.
The same will be true of the Pull-
man clay loams of the High Plains
similar heavy soils.

The use of the new procedure
in the soil testing laboratories will
permit us to more accurately pre-
dict the need for phosphorus fer-
tilizer, Bennett concluded.

May plentiful foods—five on the

official list—can make your me-
nus sing a merry air, right in
key with perked-up spring appe-
tites, suggests the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service.
Milk and the whole family of
dairy foods are the feature. Pro-
duction in early 1962 was averaging
more than 2 percent above that
of a year earlier. It's at its peak
in May and June. Further, lower
milk support prices, effective Ap-
ril 1, are being reflected in lower
consumer prices on some dairy
foods.

Other items on the May plenti-
ful foods list, as determined by
the Agricultural Marketing Ser-
vice, include tender broiler-fry-
ers, canned freestone peaches,
eggs and vegetable fats and oils.

Broiler-fryers, once considered
a rare spring treat, now rate high
as a year-around economy meat,
Prices have been unusually at-
tractive, except for producers. Feb-
ruary at-the-farm prices were the
lowest on record for that month,
And production in April, May and
June is expected to increase more
sharply than usual.

Eggs are another typically spring
item. Biddy is producing more,
as she does each spring. And the
number of Biddies is up 2 percent
from a year ago. So eggs are
plentiful; prices are low.

Stocks of salad and cooking oils
continue at record levels. They
go naturally with the abundance
of spring salad greens. And you
likely will find many stores run-
ning specials on canned freestone
peaches this spring.
