City Secretary 
Riley Brooks 
Has Resigned

In a project of unprecedented 
proportions, W i n t e r s  property 
owners and the City of Winters 
have teamed to spend approxi­
mately $7540 in paving almost 16 
blocks of city streets, and the 
drive is continuing to add many 
more blocks of paving.

In addition, the City has spent 
112614.50 in seal-coating m a n y  
blocks of already paved streets.

Many blocks of city streets have 
already been paved in this pro­
gram, and contractors this week 
are working on additional streets.

While this work is going on, 
property owners on streets which 
are in need of paving are working 
behind the s c e n e s ,  collecting 
money and making plans to add 
many more blocks to the network 
of paved streets. About eight 
blocks will be added to the paving, 
in addition to those already paved, 
or being worked on. Contracts 
have not been completed on these 
eight blocks, but it was expected 
that all details would be taken 
care of within the next day or 
two.

Property owners are paying for 
the paving of the streets adjacent 
to their property, with the City 
paying for work at intersections. 
In addition, the City has done 
some work in preparing streets 
for paving.

A total of $7153.00 has been paid 
by property owners for completed 
paving, or streets in the process 
of being paved this week. The 
city has paid contractors $387.00 
for intersection work, in addition 
to some preparation work. It was 
expected that at least fifty percent 
more will be spent before the 
paving project is completed for 
the summer.

It all started some weeks ago 
when property owners along Cryer 
Street collected money to have 
their street paved. The City of- 
farad f«li tooparaaiaw in the plan­
ning. While Cryer street was 
being paved, residents in other 
sections of the city became inte­
rested in the project, and the pro­
gram gained momentum. About 
as fast as one section of street 
was completed, or while it was 
being prepared to receive the pav­
ing asphalt and rock, plans were 
drawn up and monies collected to 
additional sections. City officials 
have stated that full cooperation 
will be given to all paving projects 
in all sections of the city.

Test Ban Treaty 
With Russia and
Britain Discussed
A Proposed Atomic Test Ban, 

and a move to scrap our restric­
tions on admission of immigrants, 
topped the news in Wahington last 
week.

The test ban treaty, which must 
be ratified by the U. S. Senate to 
be effective, would commit us, 
Britain, and the Soviet Union not 
to set off atmospheric tests It 
does not apply to underground 
testing.

While the objectives are laud­
able, the value of this agreement 
must, in the final analysis, depend 
upon the extent of good faith on 
the part of the Russians. For they 
can continue atmospheric tests, 
without fear of detection, if such 
tests stay below one kiloton capa­
city. Our detection techniques 
simply will not reveal the light 
weight tests fired in the atmos­
phere. That is the view of Dr. 
Edward Teller, the father of the 
H-bomb and a highly respected 
authority.

"Such small tests”. Teller wrote 
me recently, "could be decisive 
in developing missile defense, a 
field of utmost importance in 
which the Russians may already 
have a considerable lead.”

Senate debate on ratification 
will be extensive, and every facet 
of the problem will be developed. 
Above everything, we must not 
lose sight of the fact that the Rus­
sians are still communists and are 
hell-bent on world domination. 
And up to this time they have 
never been known to keep faith 
with an international agreement, 
unless that course happens to suit 
their strategy.

President K e n n e d y  propos­
ed last week to scrap our quota 
system which restricts the admis­
sion of immigrants to this country. 
This system, which has been in 
effect for more than 40 years, 
limits the number of new immi­
grants from European countries 
and assigns to each country an 
annual quota based upon the pro­
portionate number of Americans 
from those various nations, as of 
1920.

Minority group pressures have 
been built up, calling for the 
scrapping of this quota protection. 
Certain racial groups from coun­
tries entitled to relatively small 
quotas, want the quota restric­
tions removed. Only in that way, 
they figure, can they hope to see

A year ago scientists and field 
workers started the “ saturation” 
release of sterilized flies to con­
quer screwworm population ex- 
plosioB.

Texas Animal Health Commis­
sion reported only 28 screwworm 
cases confirmed in a 5-day period 
—a t opposed to nearly 3,000 cases 
recorded during a comparable 
period in 1863.

As further encouragement, the 
Commission noted that of last 
week’s 38 reported cases, only 
five were in areas where the pro­
gram 's “ controls” were in full 
effect.
