The value of the good will he |
has spread about his home town |
cannot be measured in dollars !
and cents, but it must be con-|
ceded that it has been great. |
He has worked for the success |
of his bank, and in so doing,
for the success of his town. Visa
versa! But he has not been an
out-of-the-city-limits worker for
his town. And he gives more|
than lip-service. He can always |
be depended upon to work for |
any project or program which
he believes can be of benefit
to the town and community.
When plans for many worth-
while programs are being
drawn up, it has been a natural |
thing down through the years |
for the planners to say, ‘‘Let's
go see what Mr. Mac thinks|
about it.”” He was presented the
“Man of the Year'” award one
yvear at a Chamber of Com-
merce banquet.

Farm Ponds Can Arch W. Watson

Help Economy

The primary purpose of a|
farm pond is to supply water |

hours of wholesome fishing can

be .bad from the farm pond,
says Glen Green of the local
Soil Conservation Service.

Green said good fish ponds can|
help the farm economy and
| furnish pleasure both to farm|
and townspeople.

He said a good fish pond is a
combination of the natural pro-|
ductivity, fertility when nov(h-d.|
and management. The latter|
items include a properly con-
structed pond, proper fertility |
program and active fishing. Ac-|
cording to the Fish and Wild-
life Service, Green said a live-|
stock pond can produce up to
500 pounds of fish per surface |
acre per year, "

The first item of concern is
the pond itself, he said. It|
should be deep and have at|
least a quarter of an acre sur-
face. He said depth is import-
ant because shallow areas grow
only undesirable vegetation
such as waterweeds, and moss,
which are a menace to the|
fisherman. These weeds also|
cause the fish numbers to be-
come unbalanced.

Green said stocker fish are
available from the state or fed
eral fish hatcheries. They are
supplied to the owner, at no |
charge, upon request. Forms to
order fish are available at the |
Soil Conservation Service office
Fish received from the hatchery
are in proper balance. This is|
what a pond will support. To
add to this number will only |
speed up the unbalancing of the
fish.

Some ponds, Green said, have |
enough natural fertility to pro-
duce enough food for fish. But
others will need fertilizer added
to increase the fertility.

Some ponds have
problem. This is
growth, which is caused by
clear water. Water weeds can
be controlled by applying ferti-
lizer, stated Green. The amount

another
water weed

|of fertilizer needed will vary
|frnm pond to pond. But the
average pond requires 100
pounds per surface acre per

application. Fertilizer promotes
the growth of a vast number of
small plants, which causes the
water to become cloudy. This
cloudy condition will cut out the
sunlight so without sunlight, wa-
ter weeds will not grow. Fish
do not eat the fertilizer, or
small plants to any extent, but
they do eat the insects and other
small animal life that feed on
the tiny plants. A mineral ferti-
lizer i¢ best to use on a pond
A satisfactory fertilizer is one
that contains about 8 pounds of
nitrogen, 8 pounds of phos-
phorus, and 2 pounds of potash
per hundred pounds

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Ringtails prefer to den in a
rugged habitat of craggy ledges
and cliffs. Since their survival
orerequisite is a readily acces-
sible water supply, the modern
trend toward ponds and tanks
on ranches and farms has ac-
centuated the amazing propaga-
tion of the ringtails.

Actually, the name Ringtai'
Cat is a misnomer. The ring-
tail is not a cat, instead being
a carnivore. It got its name be-
rause of its cat-like size and
its predominant ringed tail.

Ringtails are almost entirely
nocturnal. They spend the
greater part of the days in dens,
venturing forth only after night-
fall. It is rare to find one out
and about when the sun is shin-
ing.

Most young ringtails, tiny
fuzzy creatures, enter the world
in May with two to four in each
litter. The young remain with
their mother for about four
months and upon weaning are

nearly full grown.
