Isn't it convenient that the
anticipated visit by the Gover-
nor and many other people from
over the state will come toward
the end of the last week of the
current Clean-Up Contest? That
will give us a little time to
polish up a bit to show the
many visitors that Winters re-
sidents really do care about the
appearance of their town, and
are progressive . . . instead of
just “setting’ in the sun!'' (See
“Forts Trail Tour").

There is a high degree of
danger in the operation of pow-
er lawn mowers, even under the |
most ideal conditions. Most of |
us never give much thought !0!
the presence of danger when we |
start to mow the lawn—except |
for a cursory glance over the
area to see that there are no
bicycles, tricycles, roller skates
and baseball bats lying around.
These we remove, and then to!
get on with the job at hand,
yank the starting rope on a
machine which can—and many
times, does—become a monster
capable of causing serious in-
jury to hands, feet, eyes, or
even killing.

We're right in the middle of
the lawn-mowing season; to add
to that, Winters also is right in
the middle of a big clean-up
campaign, when areas which
seldom see a lawn mower may
be cleaned off. This would tend '
to worsen the danger.

An article in a recent issue of
General News, the company
newspaper of General Tele-
phone Company of the South-
west, points out some of the
dangers connected with power
lawn mowers, and lists a few
safety pointers concerning their
use, We take the liberty of clip-
ping part of the article:

The power lawn mower is
potentially hazardous and it is
estimated that these efficient,
time-saving devices cause over
100 fatalities and between 55,
000 and 80,000 personal injuries
across the country each year.

Studies show that about 7 per-
cent of the injuries and deaths
result from direct contact with
moving parts of the mowers and
30 percent from flying objects.
The hurling of objects by the!
whirling blades of rotary mow-
ers is the greatest ‘“single
cause' of injuries, with flying
wire apparently the most com-
mon.

Toes and fingers are the parts
of the body most frequently in-
jured. More than 50,000 toes and |
18,000 fingers were amputated
by power mowers in the U, S.
during a recent year.

Most power mower accidents
are preventable. The following
tips are offered for ‘‘keeping
America beautiful” safely,

Read the instruction manual.
Check mower for cracks, loose
nuts or bolts and parts that need |
replacing. Fill the tank so you
won't have to do this during the
operation when the engine is hot
—but leave space for expansion.

law enforcement and providing

assistance to police enforce-
ment in the States.

Title I of the bill provides
planning grants and action
grants to State and local law
enforcement agencies to de-

velop and strengthen the total
service. Title II of the Bill seeks
to give authority back to the
trial courts that they may not
| be handicapped by these de-
cisions which have given en-
,cnuragcment to the criminal as
| against the public interest. The
!tendency of the Federal courts,
and especially the Supreme
Court, to disrupt the finality of
State court decisions has eroded
respect for law and diminished
the fear of punishment

Another important part of
Title II says that the Supreme
Court can not review the ques
tion of the voluntariness of a
confession when the voluntary
aspect has already been settled
bv the highest court of a State
Under the proposed legislation
the standard for admitting con-
fessions as evidence will return
to the time-tested standard of
true voluntariness. It sets aside
the inflexible and technical
rules established in the so-called
Mallory, Escobedo and Miranda
cases

Title III, to which much op-
position developed, is concern-
ed with permitting wiretapping
in the investigation of serious
Federal crimes. This section al-
lows a court to order electronic
surveillance under the ‘‘lawful
search' provisions of the
Fourth Amendment to the Con-
This

stitution power will give
much needed assistance in the
war on organized crime. The
Tustice Department has identi-

fied an estimated 5,000 mem-

gasoline to expand. Inspect the
lawn and clear away any small
nbhiects, such as stones, sticks
wire and rocks. Place large ob-
jects where vou will not step
back and trip over them. Don't
wear ili-fitting or lonse clothing
that can get caught in the ma-
chine.
