Marine Private Feiix Segura, 
20, of Wingate, was graduated 
from eight weeks of recruit 
training at the Marine Corps 
Recruit Depot here.

He will now undergo from two 
to four weeks of individual com­
bat training and then, after 
leave at home, will report to his 
first Marine Corps assignment.

The intensified Marine recruit 
training emphasizes rigid phy­
sical conditioning and survival 
techniques, both at sea and 
ashore, to develop self-confi­
dence and endurance.

Finalized bid was for $23,916, 
the mayor said. This figure was 
arrived at following additions 
and deletions, and "give-and- 
take” negotiations betweelA \he 
City and bidding contractors.

The Community Center build­
ing. to be erected on ground at 
the City Park near the swim­
ming pool, will be 60 by 120 feet 
overall, with native stone "cut 
out” on the front. There will be 
an 8-foot canopy across the 
front and part of one side, with

S-foot concrete waik or porch a- 
long the front, and part of one 
side.

steel walls and roof of the 
building will be double steel, 
with insulation factory-installed 
between the two steel surfaces, 
and baked-paint finish inside 
and out.

A fully-equipped kitchen is 
being included in the Communi­
ty Center buiiding. Mayor White 
said appliances and fixtures for 
the kitchen wilt be obtained loc­
ally. The kitchen will be panel­
ed, with built-in cabinets and 
cupboards.

Plumbing for the kitchen and 
two rest rooms also will be ob­
tained locally, the mayor said.

The award of contracts for 
construction of the Community 
Center b u i l d i n g  culmi­
nates many months’ study by 
the City Council. Several plans 
were studied and discarded be­
fore final acceptance, the 
mayor indicated. The building 
will be available for meetings 
of all types, with the main 
meeting room large enough to 
accomodate most any kind of 
gathering, from family and 
community reunions to conven­
tions.

Atomic Energy 
Lecture A t WHS 
Scheduied Oct. 24

Congressman Omar Burleson 
announced this week that the 
Atomic Energy Commission has 
scheduled its lecture demon­
stration unit, “This Atomic 
World.” to visit the Winters 
High School on Thursday, Octo­
ber 24.

The Congressman explained 
that “This Atomic World” is a 
graphic presentation of the 
story of nuclear energy and its 
peaceful uses. The 40-minute 
assembly program by specially 
trained science teachers covers 
the highlights of basic nuclear 
physics, radioactivity, chain re­
action, reactors and their uses, 
transmutation and application 
of radioisotopes in medicine, in­
dustry and agriculture.

Students participate in at 
least three demonstrations.

Burleson said that the Atomic 
Energy Commission furnishes 
the program without charge. 
Schedules are arranged be­
tween the sponsor school and 
Oak Ridge Associated Univer­
sities which operates the pro­
gram for the AEC.

Congressman Burleson com­
mended officials of the Winters 
High School for their interest 
and efforts in obtaining such up- 
to-date information on nuclear 
science for the benefit of Win­
ters students.

There still is no final answer 
to the old Norton School District 
question.

The Runnels County School 
Board Tuesday considered a 
petition signed by 44 Norton 
people asking detachment of 
portions of the old Norton 
School District (now in the Bal­
linger School Di.strict) and an­
nex the area to the Winters 
School District, but decided to 
postpone action at this time.

The area approximates 26.63 
square miles, which was in the 
old Norton District, and which 
the County School Board recent­
ly annexed to the Ballinger Dis­
trict. Another petition consider­
ed at Tuesday’s meeting con­
cerned detachment of 16.4 
square miles from the old Nor­
ton District to the Bronte Dis­
trict.

The meeting of the County 
School Board was held in the 
District court room in Bal­
linger.

County School Supt. W. E. 
Elkins said the law provides 
that a portion could not be de­
tached from a district “where 
the ratio of scholastics to the 
assessed valuation is less than 
half the total valuation in the 
area to be detached.” The peti­
tions asking detachment of por­
tions of the (Ballinger) district 
were not within this require­
ment, he said. Observers point­
ed out that the law dealing with 
this area of school annexation 
gives County School Boards 
broad powers, and they “ can 
annex to one district^ dn 
turn can detach to Other dis­
tricts.” with the approval of the 
Ballinger Board, in this in­
stance.

On the proposal to detach the 
Norton area from Ballinger and 
annex it to the Winters District, 
a Ballinger spokesman said 
Ballinger was not willing to 
give up 25 percent of the area 
of the old Norton District and 60 
oercent of the assessed valua­
tion of that old district just be­
cause another district wanted 
to annex it.

Winters spokesmen h a v e  
pointed out that apparently, at­
tempts are being made to make 
it appear that the Winters Dis­
trict is trying to “steal” part 
of the Ballinger District, but 
that in fact this is not the case. 
They said that petitions request­
ing detachment to Winters Dis­
trict had been originated by 
Norton residents, and that any

I action taken by Winters had I been at the request of some 50 
I residents of the North Norton 
I area, a majority of whom are 
I qualified voters.

Too, Winters spokesmen said, 
the motion to annex the Norton 
District to the Ballinger District 
—when this action was taken by 
the County School Board recent­
ly—was qualified in that annex­
ation should be accompHshed 
only “according to an agree­
ment of August 13.“ allegedly 
made by the Ballinger School 
Board. "This agreement, it was 
said, stated that “ in the event 
the Runnels County Board an­
nexed the Norton Rural High 
School District to the Ballinger 
Independent School District we 
would be glad and willing to 
work with the Runnels County 
Board in regard to detachment 
of a portion of the Norton Rural 
High School District to adjoin­
ing district(s); and “we would 
share the assets or liabilities of 
the Norton Rural High School 
District proportionate to the 
land values detached to the ad­
joining district(s);” and that 
the Ballinger School Board had 
applied for incentive aid from 
the Texas Education Agency 
and “would upon approval of 
the Texas Education Agency 
share this incentive aid with 
Winters on a 50-50 basis.”

This qualification on the mo­
tion to annex the entire Norton 
School District to the Ballinger 
District should be shown in the 
minutes of that meeting of the 
County School Board, it was 
stated. This agreement or offer 
is substantially the same pro­
posal that the Winters District 
had made to the County School 
Board, it was pointed out. 
Therefore, it was stated, “ it is 
up to the Ballinger School 
Board.”
, The assessed valuation of the 
property involved in the request 
for detachment to the Winters 
District is $1,639,790, compared 
to a total valuation of $17,139,- 
398 in the district as a whole. 
In the area petitioned to be de­
tached to Winters are 43 scho­
lastics, according to informa­
tion.

Tuesday’s meeting was one of 
several of the County School 
Board concerning the Norton 
School District since the Norton 
school burned in early June.

Ballinger is now maintaining 
an eight grade school at Norton, 
with 39 scholastics.

Two History

The two markers are for San 
Clemente Mission and the old 
townsite of Picketville.

Speaker for the dedication 
program will be State Senator 
David Ratliff of Stamford. Ran­
kin Pace, chairman of the Run­
nels County Historical Survey 
Committee, will preside at the 
ceremonies. County Judge W. 
H. Rampy will introduce the 
speaker. Herman Giesecke Jr. 
will introduce visitors.

Following the program in the 
court room, the group wilt go 
to the Pickettville Marker, one 
mile east of Ballinger on High­
way 83. Dedication talk will be 
by Odell Howard, representa­
tive of the Ballinger I.ions Club, 
the organization co-sponsoring 
this marker. Mrs. Laura Hen­
derson Pace and Miss Lucy 
Kittrell of the Survey Commit­
tee, will cut the ribbon.

The group then will go to the 
I site of the San Clemente Mis­
sion, seven miles south of Bal­
linger on Highway 83. Dedica­
tion here will be by H. J . 
Zappe; Mary Ellen Perry will 
cut the ribbon.

The San Clemente Mission 
marker and the Pickettville 
marker are the 13th and 14th 
Official Texas Historical Mark- 

I  ers to be erected in Runnels 
i County, according to Rankin 
Pace, Winters, chairman of the 
Runnels County Historical Sur­
vey Committee.

Markers are 27 by 42-inch 
cast aluminum with Swedish 
style effect.

SAN CLEMENTE
Inscription on the San Cle­

mente Mission is; (Site located 
10 miles southeast). The first 
Mission known to have been 
established in Texas east of the 
Pecos River, San Clemente was 
a hastily built, two-room struc­
ture located on a hill about 17 
miles south of present Bal­
linger. (Some historians place 
the site farther south, near 
Junction.) Although —earlier 
than the great Spanish Mission 
movement, this was one of the 
first (1684) in Texas and was 
founded by Juan Dominguez de 
Mendoza and Fray Nicolas Lo­
pez.

“Named for the San Clemente 
River (Actually the Colorado), 
the Mission was founded at the 
request of the Jumano Indians, 
who desired Christianity and 
the friendship of the Spanish. 
The building was probably con­
structed of logs, its lower story 
serving as a chapel and its up­
per story as a lookout post. 
Though they stayed only from 
March 15 to May 1, awaiting 
envoys from 48 tribes (bands), 
the Spaniards baptized many of 
their several thousand Indian 
allies.

“ Finally, being attacked by 
hostile Apaches, Mendoza re­
turned with his men to El Paso 
six months after he had left. Al­
though Mendoza did not know 
it. French explorer La Salle had 
landed on the Gulf Coast, 1684. 
This fact, plus Mendoza’s re­
port of seeing a French flag 
among (he Indians, quickly led 
to other Spanish expeditions 
being sent to chart the Texas 
wilderness.”

PICKETVILLE
The inscription on the Picket­

ville marker:
“ Picketville. County’s first 

permanent settlement. Found­
ed 1862 by Wm. Guest and 
Richard Coffey Families, and 
R. K. and Henry Wylie. They 
built picket houses and resided 
here 4 years. They also erected 
picket corrals, later used by 
trail drives-s John and Joseph 
Henderson, John Hittson and 
others.”

Naval ROTC Tests 
Scheduled At 
Winters Hi Schooi

Applications for the Navy's 
twenty-third annual Regular 
NRCTC qualification test are 
now available according to Mrs. 
Lee Harrison, counselor at Win­
ters High School. This nation­
wide examination will be given 
on December 14. and all eligible 
male high school seniors and 
graduates may apply.

On the basis of this test, per­
sonal interviews, medical ex­
aminations and other factors, 
Mrs. Harrison explained, about 
1,700 young men will enter the 
regular NROTC program as 
midshipmen at NROTC units in 
53 colleges and universities 
throughout the nation. Male 
citizens of the United States 
who will be at least 17 but not 
yet 21 on June 30. 1969, and who 
are now high school seniors or 
recent graduates, may be 
eligible to apply for the test. 
Those who attain qualifying 
scores will be interviewed and 
given medical examinations 
next January and February.

A successful candidate re­
ceives financial aid for four 
years of college. This includes 
tuition and educational fees, 
books, uniforms, and $40 00 per 
month subsistence allowance. 
After successfully completing 
baccalaureate degree require­
ments and naval training, grad­
uates are commissioned as offi­
cers in the U. S. Navy or 
Marine Corps.

Registration for the test will 
close November 15. 1969 NROTC 
Bulletins containing eligibility 
requirements and qualifying 
test applications are available 
from Mrs. Harrison or the U. S. 
Navy Recruiting Stations at 
Abilene or San Angelo.

‘mediocrity’ and ‘inefficiency.’

Highlights of the report in­
clude recommendations for 
more and better-paid teachers, 
free kindergartens, expanded 
free education for adults, re­
quired consolidation of small 
school districts, additional bene­
fits for teachers and encourage­
ment of educational innovations 
and experimentation.

Committee, named by Gov, 
John Connally and authorized 
by the 1965 Legislature also 
urged programs to point up the ¡ 
cultural heritage of minority 
groups and to encourage human 
dignity.

Altogether the proposals of 
this Committee on Public School 
Education would increase local, 
state and federal school costs
