Some of these innovations 
Jiave included the padded dash, 
safety glass, disc brakes, seat 
belts, and the more-protective 

 ̂ shoulder belts, and now (and 
hopefully not finally) a special

• extension or head rest on the 
back of the seat to prevent 
“whiplash” injuries to the neck 
of the driver or passengers.

’ This last is being included in all 
1969 models, and will be a re­
quirement on all autos built 
after January 1, 1969.

(Of course, the most danger­
ous item, the nut holding the 
steering wheel, cannot be im­
proved upon overnight or by

* law, it seems . . .  it will take a
. lot of evolution to make th a t: 

correction.)
But there is one little item I

* which had escaped us until only I 
recently, which could, in ourl 
opinion, make driving a great I 
deal safer. It has to do with the |

* lighting requirements — and I 
equipment of the rear end of a 
car.

■ Since the beginning, we sup­
pose, it has been the practice— 
the requirement—to put RED 

.lights on the rear of all cars. 
The red shows when the car is

• in motion; the red shows when 
th<- car is stopped; the red 
shows when the car is going in |

. reverse. The red light has al- i 
most always meant “STOP”— 
but that “STOP” light keeps 
right on glowing as the c a r ' 
moves down the road. The 

1 driver behind knows the car a-1 
'  head is going to stop only when | 

those red “driving” lights be-; 
come brighter, or additional red 

’ lights come on.
Now we've heard that some­

one has suggested a change in 
*the color of lights on the rear 
end of automobiles, and on the 
surface this idea sounds so , 
simple that there is doubt that 
it could ever be adopted. Only

• research could prove its worth. 
The idea is that the rear end 
lighting system be changed to' 
TWO colors — GREEN and 
RED! GREEN to be on when] 
the car is moving forward: | 
RED to be on when the speed | 
drops below a certain MPH in­
dicated, or when the car is 
stopped or in reverse.

Such <n change would require 
a lot of education and change of 
driving habits on the part of 

,  drivers, but after all drivers in 
Sweden changed from ieft-hand 
driving to right-hand driving 
overnight, didn’t they?

Such a change in light colors 
would be practical and simple, 
it seems. How many times have 
you, as a driver, followed the 
glowing RED tail lights of a 
car ahead, using only those 
lights as a guiding beacon? 
Think about it! We set our 

, speed and our direction on those 
RED lights ahead, and oniy be­
come alert IE they glow bright­
er or more RED lights come on.

* . There’s been many a person 
killed or injured just because a 
driver followed those RED 
lights into a ditch or onto ano­
ther road. Many accidents also 
have been caused because the 
following driver didn’t notice 
the difference in the degree of 
glow of a RED “driving” light 
and a RED “ .stop” light, and 
plowed into a slowed or stopped 
car!

, If the “driving” lights were 
GREEN, they would announce 
that it was comparativeiy safe

• to proceed: when the RED
. change-of-speed or stop lights

came on, they would serve to 
readily warn the following driv­
er that something different was 

■ about to happen. It could work.!

Rates Increase 
S aturday, O ct. 19

Clerk-in-Chargc O. J. Murray 
of the Winters Post Office re­
minded postal customers today 
that higher parcel post and 
catalog rates will go into effect 
Saturday, October 19.

The rate increase will aver­
age 10.5 percent and in most 
cases will mean an additional 
ten cents postage per parcel. 
The higher rates were approved 
by the Interstate Commerce 
Commission In July.

Under the new rates the mini­
mum charge for local parcel 
delivery will go from 40 to 50 
cents. The minimum charge for 
parcels destined outside the lo­
cal delivery area will be raised 
from 50 cents to 60 cents.

Almost all parcels that are j 
charged up to $1.10 under pre-j 
sent rates will go up 10 cents. 
This accounts for more than 80' 
percent of all parcel post. | 
Murray pointed out. There will 
be a 15-cent hike on most par­
cels now charged between $1.10 
and $4, and a 20-cent increase 
on parcels now charged over $4. 
Parcel post rates are based on 
the weight of the package 
and the distance it is mailed.

Higher rates for the delivery 
of packages and catalogs are 
required to bring revenue from 
this type of mail within four 
percent of operating cost, as re­
quired by law, Murray explain­
ed. The higher rates are design­
ed to put parcels and catalogs, 
which are fourth class mail, on 
a break-even basis. Additional 
revenue is needed from parcel 
post and catalogs to offset high­
er costs resulting from pay in­
creases approved last year for 
postal employees.

; come larger, they have tended 
to run their own food kitchens 
rather than to buy from outside 
sources. This tendency will per­
sist and become more preval­
ent. according to the surveys. 
In fact, close to one-half of the 
firms within the Association are 
currently turning out their food 
in their own commissaries, with 
still others expressing interest 
in this procedure.

Machines Vs. No Machines 
One of the most striking rev­

elations within the vending in­
dustry is the increasing re­
version to non-machine techni­
ques of selling and servicing. 
High on the list for develop­
ment are more widespread reg­
ulation cafeterias and lunch 
counters. It should be noted, in 
fact, that some 35 percent of 
the vending-machine firms are 
already selling food by other 
than automatic - machine me­
thods. Key emphasis for the fu­
ture is “ service” by whatever 
means. On the horizon, there­
fore, loom greatly extended 
tactics in truck catering and the 
letting out of concessions.

To save money, more and 
more of the smaller units are 
turning to the purchase of their 
convenience foods from con­
cerns running their own output 
kitchens. Though the larger es­
tablishments are still somewhat 
divided, some purchasing their 
requirements and some running 
their own centralized commis­
saries. the trend is strongly in 
the latter direction.

Because of rising labor costs 
and other expense factors, the 
move toward consolidation of 
companies has gained speed 
And this tendency will become 
stronger. Some executives in 
the field point to the in­
efficiency of workers as one of 
the worst drawbacks for the in-

busincss in the years ahead.

Presidential candidates, woo- 
Inj; Texas voters and the state's 
25 electoral votes, are becoming 
familiar visitors in the Lone 
Star State.

Republican Richard Nixon 
swooped into Dallas for a rally 
Friday. He’s likely to return, as 
is his running mate, Spiro T. 
Agnew, who also was here 
earlier.

Vice President Hubert H 
Humphrey will try to breathe 
new life into the late-starting 
Democratic drive with a barn­
storming tour starting October 
22. Ed Muskie, Humphrey’s No. 
2 man, is supposed to drop in 
around the 30th.

Third party candidate George 
•Wallace made plans to return to 
Texas this week. He scheduled 
a high-noon rally for Fort Worth 
for Thursday (Oct. 17). Both 
Wallace and Vice-presidential 
candidate Gen. Curtis E. Le- 
May are being encouraged by 
backers to make repeat per­
formances before November 5.

While waiting for the candi­
dates to make their personal ap­
peals, their supporters fought 
the battle of the polls.

Humphrey’s national head­
quarters claimed a Belden 
sampling showed 35 per cent of 
the Texans interviewed favored 
Humphrey: 33 per cent were for 
Nixon; and 26 per cent for 
Wallace: with just six per cent 
undecided.

“Strange.” retorted Nixon’s 
state camp, since its Merrill- 
Wirthlin poll showed: Nixon 34 
per cent: Humphrey 27 per
cent; Wallace 22 per cent; and 
undecided 17 per cent.

Houston Chronicle interview­
ers concluded Nixon is leading

• with 40 per cent of the vote. 
Humphrey ran second in th«' 
Chronicle’s poll with 33 per

 ̂cent: and Wallace third with 28 
’ per cent.

Activity in the Humphrey 
camps definitely is on the up­
swing. Texas Citizens for Hum- 
phrey-Muskie—headed by Sen.

Mrs. Juanita O’Connor’s Weekly
Home D em onstration A gent's Column

What fs the newest, most 
fashionable in fabrics for fall? 
Leather-like materials. It is 
showing up in skirts, vests, 
jackets and jumpers as well as 
rainwear and accessory items 
such as tote bags, hats and 
belts. Sewing techniques used 
on leather-like fabrics are simi­
lar to those for vinyl and real 
leather. Select a pattern with 
simple design lines. Raglan and 
kimono sleeves are easier than 
set in sleeves, advises Mrs. O’­
Connor. In cutting the fabric, 
pin pattern in seam allowances 
only. Use sharp shears and cut 
accurately. To mark the pat­
tern, she suggests dressmaker’s 
carbon and a smooth edge trac­
ing wheel to mark from the 
wrong side.

Stitch a test seam on the sew­
ing machine before beginning. 
From this, determine correct 
pressure and tension. It should 
be medium tension and light 
pressure. She recommends 8 to 
12 stitches per inch for stitch 
length; a 14 size needle for 
medium weight fabrics and 1«  
for heavy weights; and heavy 
duty mercerized cotton thread 
for constructinn.

Plain seams will roll and they 
cannot be Ironed flat. Flatten 
seams with rubber cement or 
adhesive, suggests Mrs. O’Con­

nor. Taper darts to a very fine 
point. The last three to four 
stitches should be on the fold. 
Don’t backstitch.

Use a tailor’s hem, picking 
up one or two threads in back­
ing. Don’t pull the stitches 
tight or the garment will pucker 
on the right side.

Another tip; do not baste 
seams but pin them in the seam 
allowances. If the leather sticks 
to the machine’s metal surface 
when sewing, use a strip of 
tissue paper between them. Al­
so, use reinforcement in buttons 
and neckline areas to prevent 
stretching.

Bonded fabric labels which 
give quality control standards 
and guarantees protect con­
sumers. Pooriy bonded fabrics 
may no longer be allowed to de­
stroy the great potential of this 
unique fashion fabric, says the 
Home Demonstration Agent.
