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TEA Suggests 
Rules For School 
Bus Loading

Ten sugficstcd siifety rules for 
unloading and loading school 
buses are being sent to superin­
tendents across the state by the 
Texas Education Agency.

These safety rules were 
drawn up with one objective, 
according to TEA; to cut the 
number of accidents involving 
school buses on Texas city 
streets and country roads.

The need for griMter school 
bus safety is underlined by the 
accident statistics, Richard M. 
Cummins, agency director of 
school transportation, points 
out.

"Four children have already 
been killed this year in acci­
dents involving school buses, all 
of them little tots in the first 
three grades," Cummins adds.

School buses were involved in 
a total of 209 accidents during

1967-68, including eight fatalities 
and 48 injuries, according to 
Department of Public Safety 
records.

Nearly half a million children 
ride school buses 481,475 miles 
each school day in Texas, 
travelling along 7,755 routes 
from big city neighborhoods to 
the scattered farms and ranch­
es. A total of 399,040 of those 
daily miles are ridden on sur­
faced streets or highways while 
the remaining 83,435 extend a- 
long diit roads.

One key safety suggestion 
zeroes in on young children, re­
commending that school bus 
drivers escort children in the 
first three grades across streets 
and roadways at all times. 
Other rules detail safe methods 
of boarding the school bus, dis­
charging pupils who live on the 
right-hand side of the road or 
across the highway, how stu­
dents should cross the highway 
to meet or leave the bus in safe 
areas, use of flasher lights, and 
backing (more importantly, not 
backing) the bus when deliver­
ing students.

Will Pay $4 More 
For Hospital Care

I Older people who enter the 
! hospital under Medicare on 
I January 1 or after will be re- 
 ̂sponsible for an additional $4 of 
I their hospital bills.
! Up till now, Ted Moellering,
: social security district manager 
! said. Medicare has paid all but 
the first $40 of a Medicare bene- 

I ficiary’s hospital bill in each 
' spell of illness. Effective Jan- 
: uary 1, he said, it will cover all 
i but the first $44. He noted that 
the hospital bill for an average 
stay by a Medicare beneficiary 
now runs about $600.

The hospital deductible a- 
mount—the amount for which 
the Medicare beneficiary is re­
sponsible — he explained, is 
similar to t h e  deductible 
amounts provided in many auto 
insurance policies where the 
car owner pays the first $50 or 
$100 of a repair bill and the in­
surance company pays the rest.

The increase of $4 in the por­
tion of the hospital bill for which 
a Medicare beneficiary is re­
sponsible results from a provi­
sion in the law requiring an an­
nual review of the deductible. 
The first such review, the law 
provided, was to be made in 
1968. The law states that if this 
annual review shows that hos­
pital costs have changed signi- 
Hcantly, the hospital deductible 
must be adjusted for the follow­
ing year, with any necessary 
adjustments made in $4 steps— 
to avoid small annual changes 

Mr. Moellering said that when 
the hospital deductible amount 
changes, the law requires com­
parable changes in the dollar 
amounts a Medicare beneficiary 
pays toward a hospital stay of 
more than 60 days, or a post 
hospital extended care stay of 
more than 20 days. These a- 
mounts, also, will go up 10 per­
cent. beginning January 1. 1969.

When a Medicare beneficiary 
has a hospital stay of more than 
60 days, he will pay $11 a day 
for the 61st through the 90th 
day, up from the present $10 per 
day. If ho has a posfhospital 
stay of over 20 days in an ex­
tended care facility, he will pay 
$-5.50 per day toward the costs 
of the 21st through the 100th 
day.

If he needs to draw on his 
“ lifetime reserve.”  the reserx’e 
account a beneficiary can draw 
upon if he ever needs more than 
90 days of hospital care in the 
same benefit period, he will now 
pay $22 a day for each reserve 
day used, instead of $20 per day

Also, the dollar a- 
mounts they will pay toward the 
cost of a hospital stay of more 
than 60 days or for posthospital 
extended care of more than 20 
days will be payable at the old 
rate—even though the services 
may be provided in 1969, rather 
than in 1968.

Drug Stocks In Today's 

Market
Wellesley Hills, Mass. As a 

group, the stocks of the leading 
drug companies present a mix­
ed picture. Many issufs a;e 
selling near their all-time highs. 
But others such as Parke Davis. 
G. D. Searle, Syntex, Smith 
Kline & French, and Upjohn

are priced substantially below 
their peaks of some years ago. 
On the whole, however, the 
group has fared reasonably 
well, especially when consider­
ing the multitude of problems 
and pressures it has had to 
bear.

The “ Whipping Boys”
During most of the present

decade the drug industry, which' 
has been under the close 
scrutiny of the Food and Drug 
Administration, has been called I 
on the carpet for high drug i 
prices, monopolies, price fixing. | 
patent infringements, and other | 
irregularities, and although the ' 
FDA has been leading the 
attacks against the industry, 
other government agencies and 
even Congressmen have also 
taken swings at the drug group 
Without doubt, the pharmaceuti­
cal producers have been the 
favorite “ whipping boys”  of the 
I960’s.

The constant pressure on this 
industry has had more than a 
psychological effect. Actually, 
it has resulted in a serious slow­
down in new drug introductions 
even though the industry’s re­
search expenditures have re­
mained very high. For example, 
in the first half of this year 
only 33 new drugs were ap­
proved by the FDA as com­
pared with 48 in the 1967 first 
half. Furthermore, at midyear 
there were only 143 pending ap- 

I plications for official approval 
i  of new drugs as compared with 
: 189 the year earlier.
1 Due to the slowdown in new 
products, plus greatly increased 
competition, the drug industry’s 

I profit margins in late years 
; have been on the downtrend: 
 ̂even though sales have continu-| 
ed to increase. A recent report j  
from the Pharmaceutical Asso-1 

j ciation indicated that the aver-1 I age net income of the drug in-; 
dustrv’ as a percentage of sales 

' decreased again last year, to 
10 1 per cent. This compares 
with a high of 11.3 per cent re­
corded in 1965.

More To Come
Although the drug industry 

i has been under fire often in re- 
I cent years, there may be still j 
! further roadblocks ahead for i 
I many companies. For the last 
. few years the National Acad- 
I emy of Science has been study­
ing thousands of prescription 
drugs to find out which ones are 
ineffective. Their report has not 
yet been made public; but. 
when it is, there are certain to 
be many prescription drugs now 
on the market that will have to 
be removed from sale. Under 
new federal legislation, medi­
cines must be proven not only 
safe but also worthwhile.

Naturally, all of the drug in­
dustry’s problems cannot be 
blamed on the FDA or other 
agencies that have been apply­
ing pressure. For example, 
some companies expanded too 
rapidly. Others fell victim to 
patent expirations, which al­
lowed competitors to move in 
Still other firms were too de­
pendent on a limited number of 
products and were thereby hurt 
by severe competition. And, 
lack of a sufficient number of

new products from roseanh in 
late years has handicapped cer­
tain other drug companies.

Future Outlook
Over the shoil to intermediate 

term, it does not seem likely 
that most drug companies will 
make strong earnings progress 
Over the long term, however, 
there would appear to be 
enough positive growth factors 
to assure continued gains. The 
bt'st-performing segments of the 
industry will pntbably be hospi­
tal supplies and miHlical elec­
tronics. However, the stocks of 
most of the companies promin­
ent in these areas already re­
flect the bright future.

Currently the stock of well- 
diversified Merck & Co. ap­
pears to be in a very favorable 
position for continued long- 
rance gains. Its research ef­
forts have been particularly 
successful in late years.

As a “ comeback”  candidate. 
G. D. Searle would appear to 
rate a nod unless, of course, it 
is found that the "p il!”  produces 
some currently unknown side 
effects. Searle is one of the 
leading producers of the ’ ’pill.”  
but is also prominent in medical 
electronics.

Bill Collector in Action
One way for a bill collector to 

pro<l u luKMing debtor is to 
punch him in the nose. Obvious­
ly, that way is illeKul. It is as­
sault and battery, for which the 
bill collector could be fined or 
even put in jail.

Another way is to send the 
debtor a polite letter reminding 
him that he may have over­
looked his payment. Obviously, 
that would be perfectly legal.

But what about collection 
techniques that fall somewhcie 
in between? How rough can the 
bill collector get before he is 
overstepping his legal rights?

To start with, assuming the 
debt is a legitimate one, the law

is O n  the side of the collectoi. 
Obligations are to be paid, not 
shirked. As one court said, when 
a debtor complained that a bill 
collector was annoying him: 

"The right of a creditor to in­
flict some worry upon a debtor 
by reasonable means is neces­
sary to the very existence of 
the credit system.”

However, the law is taking an 
increasingly stern view of harsh 
tactics. Not only may a collector 
run afoul of criminal statutes 
but he may also have to pay 
damages to the debtor.

That may happen, for ex­
ample, if he unfairly exposes 
the debtor to public disgrace. 
In one case, a collector sent 
dunning letters in envelopes 
marked "W E COLLECT BAD 
DEBTS.”  The debtor sued the 
collector and won damages. The 
court said the phrase “ bad 
debts”  carried the implication

that the debtor was not only de­
linquent (which was true) but 
also dishonest (which was 
false).

What about the common col­
lection practice of telephoning 
a debtor to demand payment? 
Within reasonable limits, such 
calls are perfectly proper. But 
here too the law draws a line.

One collector, telephoning a 
woman about a debt, used such 
violent and abusive language 
that she became seriously ill. 
Later, she sued for damages, 
and the court held the collector 
liable. Said the judge;

“ Neither beating a debtor nor 
purposely worrying him sick is 
a permissible way of collecting 
a debt.”

Neighbor’s Doghouse
To Fido, the new doghouse 

was a veritable palace. But to 
the couple next door, it was an

eyesore. Finally they hailed 
Fido's owner into court.

“ Every deed on this block has 
a restriction against putting 
more than one building on a 
lot.”  they told the judge. "This 
doghouse may be small, but it 
is still a building. It is a per­
manent structure, built out of 
concrete blocks.”

This argument convinced the 
judge, and Fido’s home had to
go-

Deed restrictions, which are 
a common feature of new hous­
ing developments, are a lawful 
means of preserving property 
values. Generally speaking, the 
courts will enforce them in 
reasonable accordance with this 
basic purpose.

Thus, under a restriction a- 
gainst extra buildings on one lot, 
the court will usually rule a- 
gainst any structure that has a 
roof and walls. Even a tent was 
banned as a forbidden extra 
“ building”  where it appeared 
that the tent had a stove and 
furniture—and was being used 
as a dwelling.

But a tennis court was held 
not covered by such a restric­
tion. Since it had neither roof 
nor walls, the judge decided it 
simply was not substantial 
enough for other property own­
ers to complain about.

Of course, whenever a specific 
question comes up, the exact 
wording of the deed is crucial 
For example, the restriction 
would have a broader scope if 
it referred to "structure”  rather 
than "building."

In one case neighbors com- 
olained about a picket fence, 
erected on a strip of land that 
was supposed to be kept free of 
“ Structures of any kind.”  The 
court held that, while a ban on 
“ buildings”  might not have ap- 
olied to the fence, the ban on 
“ structures”  did indeed.

It is for this reason that the 
nerson thinking of buying a 
home ought to understand the 
language of the restrictions in 
his deed. Then he will know, in 
advance, under what circum­
stances the neighbors can tell 
him “ Thou shalt not.”

Barnes Reports 
On International 
Food Conference

AUSTIN — Farmers in Texas 
and throughout the U. S. must 
begin thinking in international 
terms if the nation is to real­
ize its potential in agriculture. 
House Speaker Ben Barnes said 
after returning from a United 
Nations agricultural conference 
in Geneva, Switzerland.

Barnes was designated by the 
U. S. Department to attend a 
meeting of the Committee on 
Agriculture of the United Na­
tions Economic Commission for 
Europe. He and other represen­
tatives from the U. S., the Sov­
iet Union and the European 
countrjes spent four days last 
week discussing the farming and 
ranching programs of Europe 
and their relation to those of 
other nations throughout the 
world.

"When you look at the world­
wide food needs and project 
them just a short distance into 
the future, it is clear that if we 
are going to develop agriculture 
to its potential and provide ade 
quate for>d to support future 
generations, we must begin 
thinking in international terms.”  
Barnes said. "We can no longer 
worry just about state or even 
national problems. Agricultural 
products are becoming increas­
ingly significant as a vital part 
of foreign exchange and we must 
begin closely coordinating our 
efforts for production and mar­
keting efficiency with other na­
tions around the world."

Barnes said he is keenly in­
terested in meeting with agricul­
tural groups in Texas to pass 
on information and relate prob­
lems that were discussed at the 
Geneva conference.

“ Farmers and ranchers in 
Texas can do a great deal more 
right now to begin programs 
that will benefit them and help 
ease the world food shortage Oi 
the future,”  he said.

A report of the proceedings 
and recommendations of the 
Geneva meeting will be submit­

Don’t Forget The Crows
Also for those who like to 

shoot, and have a few shells 
left, we highly recommend crow 
shooting. January -s a wonder-' 
ful month to shoot crows, those 
black rascals that prey on bird 
eggs and destroy crops.

During January the crows 
bunch up. They have favorite 
spots in creek bottoms where 
they roost by the thousands 
During the day they invade the 
cultivated fields in hordes and 
prey on foodstuff that provide 
the livelihood for our game 
birds

Fishing al.so can be very good 
in January You can call your 
shots in Texas. For deep-sea 
fishing off the Texas coast there 
is no better time. . . especially 
for the big red snapper.

Snapper Fishing Fine
About half the time, in Jan­

uary. the weather is good 
enough to get nut on these snap­
per boats from Freeport. Gal­
veston or the Corpus area. Suc­

cess is even more certain on the 
southern tip around Port Isabel 
and South Padre Island.

Many Texas farmers get in 
some good salt water hshing 
during January. They drive 
their pickup trucks to the coast, 
usually to Freeport, then go out 
on a party boiit. At the end of 
the day they return to the dock 
with hundreds of pounds of 
large red snapper. These they 
take back horne for the deep 
freeze. This gives them a good 
food supply of salt water fish 
that will last for several 
months.

Some real sporty fishing in 
Texas in January is for white 
bass, or sandies, as they are 
known in North Texas.

By January the whites have 
started schooling and mov­
ing up the lakes to the mouth of 
fresh water streams. They start 
working in Falcon Lake in mid- 
November. By the first of Dec­
ember they were hitting heavy 
on the Highland Lakes in Cen­
tral Texas and in January they 
are causing fever to rise in 
fishermen on Whitney, Texoma 
and Possum Kingdom.
