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Today (Friday, Jan. 31) is the
very last day. If we let this day
slip by without positive action,
we may go through the rest of
the year in frustration, while we
watch others line up and help to
elect men and make decisions
which we should be trying to
support—or defeat, as the case
may well be.

There may be decisions come
up this year which will have an
effect on us for the rest of our
lives. But if we are not qualified
to make our desires known—
and felt—then we may as well
prepare ourselves to accept any-
thing that is thrown at us, with-
out whimpering. Not that mere
qualification by registration
guarantees that everything will
come out the way we want it—
that would be too much to ex-
pect—but there is more chance
for our wants to become reality
if we register to vote and then
vote. There is nothing quite so
disgusting as the cry of the
“Yah Yah” bird who fails with-
out excuse to qualify to vote and
then squeals when he thinks
he's being stepped on.

January 31 is the last day in
which we can register to vote.
The Winters sub-office of the
County Tax Assessor will be
open from 8 a. m. to 5 p. m.
There is no charge for registra-
tion; you merely give the clerk
some information and receive a
slip of paper which entitles you
to take part in any election dur-
ing 1969. There may be some
important elections during 1969,
too.

Ever think that the time may
come when you can step onto
a streamlined railroad car in
Winters and within a few min-
utes be in Abilene, San Angelo,
or even Fort Worth? In less
time than it takes to put the
kids in the car and get out on
the road?

There are indications of a
coming revolution in the trans-
portation of humans. And it may
come about sooner than we
think.

Since World War II there has
been a drastic decline in rail
transportation, with the result
that there are many areas
which are not served by rail at
all, and there are still few pass-
enger trains still running. Im-
provement of the highway sys-
tem and increase in the number
of automobiles; and the terrific
growth in air travel are said to
be the causes. That, and the
human drive to get from one
place to another in the fastest
way possible,

Now the problems are begin-
ning to feed upon themselves.
The highways are becoming
choked with traffic, with a pro-
mise of more to come. Building
of new highways cannot keep
pace with the increase. The air-
ways are beginning to fill up,
too, with more and faster air-
craft. Construction of suitable
airports cannot keep up with the
demand, and ‘‘holding” times
over destination airports are be-
ginning to eat up the time
saved. Then any time which is
saved is likely to be thrown a-
way in the time consumed battl-
ing the snarled surface traffic

State Representative Lynn
Nabers of Brownwood, 64th Dis-
trict, will sponsor a bill in the
House of Representatives pro-
viding for the creation of a
North Runnels County. Hospital
District, it was learned this
week.

It was also understood that
Senator David Ratliff of Stam-
ford will sponsor the same local
bill through the State Senate.

Rep. Nabers told the Enter-
prise Tuesday that he had been
presented a draft of the propos-
ed bill by a group of North Run-
nels County residents, and that
he had forwarded it to the
Legislative Council for study.
He said that when the time
comes for filing the bill he will
do so.

The proposed bill would
create a Hospital District with
boundaries coextensive with the
boundaries of Commissioners

Precincts 2 and 3 of Runnels|
County. The District would be |
'a political sub-division, and |
| would be governed by a board |
|of directors elected by the vot- |
{ers of the district. The board |
| would be empowered, with the|
| approval of the voters, to buy or
| build and maintain a hospital
| within the district.

| Passage of the bill by the|
|State Legislature would not
| automatically create the dis-
| district, it is pointed out, but
|would give authority for the
| County Commissioners Court to
call an election for the proposed
district to be approved by the
lvoters.

i If approved by the voters, the
iCommissioners Court would ap-|
point five residents of the dis- |
trict as the first board of direc- |
tors, to serve until the following |
April at which time five direc-
| tors would be elected.

All pre-school chil-
dren must be accompanied by
an adult, it was stressed.

Mrs. Fred Young, school
nurse, will be on duty and will
be assisted by Mrs. Raymond
Lloyd, Mrs. Jay Dunnam and
Mrs. R. C. Thomas, Registered
Nurses. Several members of the
Lions Club also will be present
to assist.

The measles vaccina-
tion clinic is being held with the
approval of Dr. Henry H. Mc-
Creight, City Health officer, and
other physicians of the com-
munity.

John Black, representing the
State Department of Health, will
be present during the clinic. The
statewide ‘‘Measles Must Go'
campaign is under the auspices
of the Health Department,
which is providing the vaccine
and other equipment for the
clinic.

According to the State Depart-
ment of Health, measles is a
most dangerous disease. It can
cause mental retardation, ear
infection, pneumonia, vision
difficulties, and even death. The
Department has recommended
that all children should be im-
munized about one year of age
or older.

Parents or guardians of chil-
dren should study the informa-
tion on the registration form be-
fore signing. Children twelve
months through ten years
should have measles vaccine, if
they have not had regular (10
day) measles or previous
measles vaccination. Children
who have had either of these
are already immune and need
no additional protection.

Children should not have
measles vaccine if: they are
sick with high fever on the day
of the vaccination program; if
they are highly allergic to eggs
and feathers; if they are being
treated for cancer, leukemia or
tuberculosis.

If a child is under a doctor’s
care at the time of the clinic,
the doctor should be consulted
beforehand.

The Winters Lions Club is the
first such club in District 2A-1 to
sponsor and conduct such a
measles vaccination program.
The district covers a large por-
tion of this section of the state.

Increased Hospital
Costs Cause Increase
In Medicare

Increased hospital costs of
over 13 percent have resulted
in a 10 percent increase in Medi-
care costs to elderly patients,
beginning January 1, 1969. This
comes as a reminder from Ted
F. Moellering, District Manager
of the San Angelo Social Securi-
ty Office.

Mr. Moellering said, ‘‘The
average Medicare inpatient hos-
pital daily costs rose, national-
ly, from about $38 in 1966 to
about $43 in 1967 and continued
upward in 1968. Keeping pace
with these rising costs required
that the deductible ve increased
from $40 to $44 in each benefit
period.

‘““The patient’s share of the
cost from the 6lst to the 90th
day rises from $10 to $11. If he
has to draw on his “lifetime re-
serve” from the 918t day to the
150th day in one benefit period,
his share during that time has
gone up from $20 to $22. Insured
care in a skilled nursing home
now costs the patient $5.50 per
day after the first 20 days, in-
stead of $5.”

These increases were effec-
tive on or after January 1, 1969,
Mr. Moellering emphasized. A
person who entered a hospital or
skilled nursing home before
January 1 pays the old rate
