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The Christinas season is a 
period of hapiness and joyful 

, happenings; of cheerful words 
and friendly deeds; of laughter 
and sung.

That is, it is supposed to be. 
But many times it can turn into 
a period of happiness and dis­
appointment and hurt. And all 
because of a moment of forget­
fulness. For instance, this is one 
season when thieves—profes­
sional and amateur—are on the 
lookout for automobiles, laden 
with packages gay with Christ­
mas wrappings, which are left 
unlocked and unattended. These 
ñutos are prime targets for the 
thieves, and they take a heavy 
tull each Christmas season.

We usually associate s u c h  
thievery with the larger cities, 
but it can and does happen 
right here. Seldom does a holi­
day season pass without reports 
of loss of articles which have 
been left in unlocked cars. Some 
are recovered, but some are 
never found, which causes dis­
appointment and expense.

It is so unnecessary, too. If 
we all would take greater pains 
to secure our autos when we 
leave them parked, there would 
be less thievery. The extent of 
the carelssness was indicated a 
few days ago when an impor­
tant survey was made of autos 
parked on Main Street. In one 
block, in a string of eight park­
ed cars, five of them had the 
keys in the ignition; and most 
of those had five packages o f 
some type lying in the seat. 
Very inviting to a thief. It is 
natural for us to think that any­
one pilfering a car in the middle 
of the day on Winters' Main 
Street would be noticed a n d  
apprehended. But try to remem­
ber the last time you walked 
down the Main Street sidewalk: 
Did you make a mental survey 
of everyone entering or leaving 
a car parked at the curb, or In 
one of the several parking lots? 
If you’re average, you took 
little notice of anything, unless 
the person and the car were 
familiar to you.

The best protection against 
such thievery, if you have t o 
put your packages in the car, 
is to lock them in the trunk, 
then lock the car doors a n d  
take the keys with you. . .no 
matter where you park and no 
matter how long you plan t c 
leave the car unattended.

In the same vein is the ever- 
increasing rate of auto theft, 
which is becoming known a s 
the “Crime of the Century,” Ac­
cording to The Texas Police 
Journal, a u t o  stealing h a s  
grown to mammoth proportions 
within the past few years. In 
one 10-year period (19S5-1M5) 
thefts increased 121 percent. 
Thefts occur now at a rate of 
one every 55 seconds, or 1,800 
per day. In the last ten years, 
the theft rate has practically 
doubled—from one out of every 
201 cars in 1958 to one out of 
107 in 1968.

Also, according to the Jour­
nal, auto theft has become, by 
a great majority, a youth crime 
problem. Of arrested subjects 
80 percent are under 21 years of 
age and 64 percent are under 
18 years of age.

Auto theft is commercialized, 
also. Economic loss from t h e  
crime of auto theft in 1967 was 
estimated to have reached $265 
million. The 1968 estimate I s 
$315 million. The projection for 
1969 is approximately one mil­
lion vehicles, valued at more 
than $1 billion, according to the 
Journal.

The Journal presented some 
sad statistics: Thefts today In- 

. volve more expensive cars than 
ever before; the amount o f 
m a j o r  stripping, dissecting, 
burning and wanton destruction 
is accelerating rapidly; the per­
centage of youth currently in­
volved in “commercial” thefts 
is much greater (commercial 
thefts meaning stealing f o r  
re-sale); lower percentage o f 
recovery; lower percentage of 
apprehensions, clearances a n d  
convictions; the use of stolen 
vehicles in the commission of 
other crimes is largely the rule 
and not the exception.

Auto theft has often been re­
ferred to as "the cradle o f 
crime” which accurately de­
fines the fact that a large and 
very disproportionate number 
of vouthful offenders incur their 
first serious felony charges 
through the theft trf an auto­
mobile. Auto theft has also been 
referred to as "the wheels of 
crime” which likewise accurat­
ely describes the frequency with 
which the stolen automobile is

Runnels Soil and 
Water District 
Makes '69 Report

The board of directors o f 
Runnels Soil Water Conser­
vation District, in a quarterly 
newsletter released last week, 
reported on the District’s acti­
vities for 1969. The District re­
ceived its Certificate of Organ­
ization from the Texas Secre­
tary of State August 10, 1949, 
and has assisted farmers and 
ranchers in conservation plans 
and practices since that time.

During 1969 working agree­
ments were signed with 57 land- 
users, according to the report. 
These 57 plans covered 17,788 
acres. The board reports that 
to date, agreements have been 
made with 948 farmers and 
ranchers on 371,199 acres with­
in the district.

During 1969, the report shows 
conservation plans for e a c h  
acre of their land were devel­
oped by 75 landusers on 26,860 
acres. Total acreage to date in 
the district is 296,390 under 729 
plans.

Also during the present year, 
conservation plans were updat­
ed by 51 farmers and ranchers 
on 28,274 acres. Fourteen prod­
ucers on 6,300 acres signed con­
tracts with the Soil Conservat­
ion Service to speed up t h e  
application of their conservation 
program under the Great Plains 
Conservation Program. To date. 
131 producers on 56,259 acres 
have signed contracts.

The Soil Conservation Service 
provided technical help 1,955 
times to 475 cooperators in the 
district, and 355 of these applied 
one or more conservation prac­
tices applied on cropland in­
cluded cropping systems which 
were crop rotation, on 26,260 
acres this year for a total of 
119,500 acres on the land; man­
agement of crop stable on 17,330 
acres for a total of 171,400 acres 
applied to date; and contour 
farming on 16,340 acres for a 
total of 239,800 acres to date.

During this year, 14,197 feet 
of diversion terraces were con­
structed to protect fields from 
outside water. Such practice to 
date has totaled 724,806 feet in 
the district. Forty-six acres of 
grassed waterway to .safely con­
vey heavy runoff water through 
farmland without erosion dam­
age were established. There are 
360 acres of such waterways 
on district land to date.

The report states that land- 
owners constructed 964,634 feet 
of paralled terraces and 199,437 
feet of lovel closed-end terraces. 
This gives a total of 1.9 million 
feet of parallel terraces a n d  
24.3 million feet of level closed- 
end terraces to date for the dis­
trict.

In other activities, the Run­
nels Soil Water Conservation 
District has worked closely with 
other organizations and districts 
in promoting soil and water 
conservation. The district has 
cooperated with and provided 
vital information to the E I m 
Creek Water Control District, 
which is situated in the eastern 
half of Runnels County, in that 
district's work toward planning 
flood retardation structures in 
the applicable area. RCSWCD 
also has worked with Willow 
Creek Water Control District in 
the southern part of Runnels 
County.

Governor Preston Smith this 
week expressed concern about 
the traffic accident potential of 
the c o m i n g  Christmas-New 
Year Holiday season, and call­
ed upon everyone to exercise 
greater caution during t h e  
heavy traffic periods. He also 
called upon the news media to 
help get the safety message ac­
ross to the people.

" As Governor,” he said, “1 
deem it my responsibility to do 
everything within the preroga­
tives of my office to appeal to 
all the citizens of Texas to re­
duce the tragedy and the heart­
break of traffic crashes during 
this period and throughout the 
year. It is a responsibility that 
we are meeting with all our ef­
fort, all our energy, and all our 
dedication.”

"Because of the severity of 
the traffic situation, I have de­
clared a traffic safety emergen­
cy in Texas this holiday season. 
Our efforts will be of little avail 
unless the news media of Texas 
provide all the support and 
leadership in traffic safety that 
is piossible.”

With effort, the Governor 
said, "the needless loss of life 
of Texas citizens can be reduc­
ed to a minimum at this time 
of the year when the well-being 
of family and loved ones is so 
meaningful.”

WASHINGTON. D. C —In re­
cent years some more compli­
cated and intriguing practices 
have grown up around foreign 
secret bank accounts.

Swiss banks use only a num­
ber and the individual dep< sitor 
is not identified. Testimony fr>m 
Justice Department and Trca 
sury officials indicates that 
techniques in many In.si.-.nces 
are used for avoiding ta.xes. and 
supporting illicit activities. 
Crime, like many other aspects 
of modem living, is internation­
al.

The United States belongs to 
an international police organi­
zation known as Interpol. Mod­
em and developed nations of the 
world belong to the International 
Criminal Police Organization 
which, to a high degree, is ef 
fective in detecting and report­
ing world-wide law violations 
Originally it was conceived to 
detect against smuggling, par­
ticularly narcotics, stolen con­
traband and other law viola 
tions which have been a prob­
lem for many years. The secret 
bank account is a comparative­
ly new innovation.

Legislation has been introduc­
ed to authorize the Secretary of 
the Treasury to clarify the ob­
ligations of banks and other fin­
ancial institutions to maintain 
certain practices to enable the 
identification of those in unlaw­
ful activities from b.ing able to 
concral secret accounts in for­
eign banks.

There are problems involved 
in framing legislation so as not 
to place burdens on our own 
financial agencies to report th-
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movement of currency in and 
out of the country and the prob­
lem of not restricting legitimate j 
transactions. 1

Officials of the Justice De­
partment, Treasuries and the 
Securities and Exchange Com­
mission have testified to wide­
spread avoidance of U. S. laws 
by the use of foreign bank ac­
counts. It is knov.it that secret 
accounts in foreign banks, par­
ticularly in Switzerland, are 
used by the organized under­
world as a repository for the 
fruits of their criminal activi­
ties. Foreign institutions cloak­
ed with their secrecy laws serve 
as a clearing house for “hot 
money.” Thinugh a variety of 
means funds which have been 
“cleansed” in foreign deposits 
are transferred back into this 
country, sometimes in the form 
of a loan from the foreign bank, 
sometimes through phony cor­
porations and in most all cases, 
in a manner unlikely to raise 
questions as to the source of in­
come or whether taxes have 
been paid.

Secret foreign bank accounts 
are not used exclusively by 
criminals but also by ordinary 
legitimate Americaiu who wish 
to conceal transactions where 
the public interest requires dis­
closure: to avoid the payment 
of income taxes or to buy stock 
on the American market with­
out following the rules imr>osed 
nn the .American businessman 
not dealing in secret accounts 
abroad.

Those practices undermine 
basic law enforcement in the 
United States; shake the confi­
dence of the taxpayer in our 
system; disturb the stability of 
the American stock market and 
rai.se a serious question over | 
foreign based influence over' 
American industry. |

TRUCKING—NEAR-TERM
TROUBLES !

By Babson's Reports, Inc.
Wellesley Hills. Masv—Excel­

lent long-term growth has been 
enjoyed by the motor carrier in­
dustry. Meeting the demand; 
from shippers for speed, con-, 
venience, and flexibility, motor 
carriers have achieved one of 
the best earnings records in the 
entire transportation field. As 
high borrowing costs have made i 
large invi ntorics almost prohi-1 
bitive, trucks have bjcome' 
"warehouses on wheels” to 
many companies prnv’iding fast, 
dependable, and frequent ser­
vice.

PROFITABLE LTL
Small shipments known as 

LTL (less-than-trurkload) pro-1 
vide between 65 p..-rccnt and 73 ! 
percent of revenues for most' 
truckers, and this type of ser-1 
vice brings freight rates in the I 
top category. We expect that i 
LTL .shipments will continue: 
their long-term expansion, mean­
ing extensive future benefits for 
the trucking industry.

The interstate highway sys­
tem has also contributed to this 
growth. Overnight deliveries and 
frequency of serv'ice are truck­
ing’s prime advantages for its 
customers, and the bu'gconing 
highway system has greatly ex­
tended the geographical boun- ; 
daries. Greater uniformity and j 
liberalization of size and weight 
laws in the individual states 
have been beneficial. Those re­
visions have permitted the mot­
or carriers to achieve earnings 
gains through the use of more 
efficient equipment and cheap 
er operating procedures.

ECONOMICAL MERGERS
In recent years there has been 

a sharpening trend toward mer­
gers. Trucking is a highly frac­
tionalized industry involving 
more than 15,000 carriers, with 
only 50 publicly held. As more 
truckers follow the merger or 
acquisition route, they will be in 
a better position to achieve im­
portant economics. For exam­
ple, Consolidated Freightways 
during one six-year period made 
a total of 52 acquisitions to be­
come a nationwide carrier from 
coast to coast and border to 
border.

NEAR TERM CLOUDY
While long-range prospects are 

bright, the neur-term outlook 
is cloudy. In 1970 the trucking 
industry will be facing a trio of 
difficult problems involving the 
possibility of an economic slow­
down, sharply higher wage lev­
els, and repeal of the invest­
ment tax credit. These could re­
strict the industry's progress, 
but there are probable compen­
sations. During any economic 
slowdown, freight that had been 
ordered by the truckload during 
more prosperous times would 
doubtless be reduced to LTL 
shipments carrying more prof­
itable rates. Also, the labor 
force of the truckers could be 
reduced.

The ICC has allowed truckers 
in New England and the Middle 
Atlantic states to up rates an 
average of 10 percent on ship­
ments under 500 pounds to most 
other parts of the country. This

is the first time large increases 
have been permitted on this type 
of shipment and may lead to a 
restructuring of the nation’s 
freight rates. More importantly, 
this new rate will more realisti­
cally reflect the truckers’ high 
cost of handling these smaller 
shipments. There may be some 
companies under pressure dur­
ing 1970, but well - managed
