Bottling companies blame the |
lack of strength in no-return
bottles. ‘‘We've reduced carbon-
ation as far as we can to take
the internal pressure down,” re-
ports one managed.

Astronaut Heads
Easter Seal Drive

Astronaut Neil A. Armstrong
has been named chairman of
the 1970 Easter Seal campaign
in Texas.

P. O. Settle, Jr., of Fort
Worth, president of the Texas
Easter Seal Society, said that
Armstrong will lead over 20,000
volunteers in the annual appeal
for funds.

A spacecraft commander for
Apollo IX, July 16-24, 1969, Arm-
strong, 40, holds the distinction
of being the first man to walk
on the moon.

A 1955 aeronautical engineer-
ing graduate of Purdue Univer-
sity, Armstrong was a naval
aviator in the Korean Conflict
and an aeronautical research
pilot, prior to his selection as
an astronaut by NASA in Sep-
tember, 1962, As command pilot
for the Gemini 8 mission in 1966,
he performed the first success-
ful docking of two vehicles in
space.

“l am deeply honored to take
on this responsible role,” said
Armstrong, in accepting the
chairmanship. ‘““The Texas Eas-
ter Seal Society is a voluntary
agency which has taken the
leadership in providing help for
the handicapped in Texas for
41 years.”

“The needs for rehabilit-
ation,”” he continued, ‘‘are grow-
ing rapidly, and I invite the
cooperation of all Texans in
helping to bring this excellent
work to as many crippled child-
ren and adults as possible in
1970.”

As State Chairman, Arm-
strong joins with 237 Easter
Seal Appeal Chairmen through-
out Texas who are participating
in the largest funds appeal ever
staged by the Texas Easter Seal
Society.

Last year 20,591
children and adults in Texas
received rehabilitation and
other services, rendered by the
Texas Society through 20 treat-
ment centers and affiliated Eas-
ter Seal chapters, regardless of
race, religion, economic status,
or the cause of crippling.

Dallas, Fort Worth and Hous-
ton school boards questioned the
“financial fairness' of collect-
jon and distribution of the
state’s minimum foundation
funds.

They claim that the distribu-
tion formula favors rural dis-
tricts. A bill to correct this
brought a storm of protest from
rural districts during last year’'s
legislative session. Best the
legislature could come up with
under the circumstances was a
bill creating an 18-member com
mittee to recommend ‘“a fair

. and equitable basis for a divis-

ion of financial responsibilities
between the state and the var-
between the state and the var-

* 1ous local districts of Texas.

Suit will seek statewide uni-
form property tax valuations.
Action is due to be directed
against the State Board of Edu-
cation,

Meanwhile, the Texas Re-
search League pointed out that
aid to local school districts is
the most expensive obligation «
state government and most im-
portant determinant of future
tax requirements.

Expansion of the foundation
raises voted last year will in-
crease state expenditures for
public elementary and second-
ary education by $345 million in
the current biennium and will
produce an additional 50 per
cent increase in total state costs
during the next six years.

Cumulative total increase in
state aid for a six-year period is
calculated at $1.6 billion in new
state funds.

LICENSING EMPHASIZED

Department of Public Safety
is launching a statewide prog-
ram emphasizing driver licen-
sing. A study showed that many
of the serious traffic accidents
involved unlicensed drivers.

Col. Wilson E. Speir, DPS dir-
ector, said the drive is in con-
junction with Gov. Preston
Smith's coordinated traffic saf-
ety program. Studies revealed
that 9.6 per cent of drivers in-
volved in fatal accidents were
unlicensed. Here's what the pro-
gram will undertake immediat-
ely:

—To urge all drivers to sec
that they are properly licensed

—Provide for periodic, freq
uent license checks by patrol-
men.

—Develop special training
schools for those who need
more knowledge and skill t
qualify for driver licenses.

—Urge employers in
plants and business establish-
ments to encourage employees
to obtain proper licenses, part-
icularly those moving to Texas
from other states.

RULES

In separate opinions, Atty,
Gen. Crawford Martin settled
the debate over when the terms
of two Texas judges expire.
Both Judge Joseph Cohn Jr. of
Nueces County Court-at-Law
No. 2 and Judge Paul Huser of
the 155th District Court at Hal-
lettsville will have to stand for
election this year, he ruled,

Cohn’s court was created by
a 1967 law that set his first
term from 1968 to 1972. But
Martin said that the Constitut-
ion provides that county judges
be elected in 1966, 1970, 1974 and
so forth.

Huser was elected in 1968 to
fill the unexpired term of the
late Judge Lee Dittert, In 1967,
the Legislature changed the
boundaries of the 55th dist-
rict, and the question was
whether the change meant that
Huser’s 1968 election was for a
new four-year term. Martin rul-
ed that the change didn’t effect
the term, and that Huser’'s term
would expire at the end of this
year.

FEDERAL FUNDING FOR
EDUCATION

A powerful stimulant to text-
book sales at all
levels is provided by the U. S.
Government through its sub-
stantial programs of Federal
Aid to Education. In 1966, par-
ticularly large federal funding
resulted in a 21 percent boost
in textbook sales over the pre-
vious year. Since then, in an
effort to brake inflation while
spending heavily on the Vietnam

war effort, the federal govern-

ment has cut back on its spend-
ing for education. While Feder-
al Aid to Education funding

seems likely to remain at a re-!

duced level in fiscal 1970, it is
expected that an end to the war

| in Vietnam will lead to substan-

tial increases. It is felt that
many current programs will be
replaced by new ones and more
emphasis will be placed on
stepped-up vocational training.
In the past, actual expenditures
made under various federal pro-
grams accounted for about 7
percent of all money spent for
elementary and secondary
school operations. Doubtless,
this will increase in the years
ahead.

Pasture Rotation Aid
To Animals, Ranges

It's animal moving time for
ranchers involved in a pasture
rotation system. It is also time
for those who haven't previous-
ly implemented this program to
do so.

‘““A pasture rotation system

benefits both the livestock and |
the range land, Extension Range |

Specialist Dan Rodgers said.

“It is especially helpful to range |

grasses during the critical per-|
iods of low food reserves dur-
ing early growth and at seed
set.”

The pasture rotation system,
commonly known as the Merrill
System, was developed in the
late 1940’s at the Agricultural
Experiment Station at Sonora.
In experiments during the
drought of the fifties, there was
an actual increase in the stock-
ing rate of one-third, Rodgers
said. During this same time,
while others were losing ani-
mals from bitterweed poisoning,
there were no losses on the ro-
tation pastures, he continued.

“The system consists of four
pastures and three herds of live-
stock, with one pasture always
being rested for a four month
period,” Rodgers explained. “‘At
the end of a four month period,

one herd is always moved to |
