Saturday, April 4, is local
election day: Three aldermen
will be elected in the Winters
City election; two school trus-
tees will be elected in the Win-
ters Independent School District
election; seven persons will be

+«+named to the board of directors
of the North Runnels County
Hospital District; and two trus-
tees will be elected in the Win-
‘gate School District election.

All of these local elections
have this in common: no candi-
date for any of the offices has
any ballot opposition of any
kind—there are three candidates
for the Winters City Council;
there are two candidates for the
Winters school board; there are
seven candidates for the Hospi-
tal District—and there are no
declared candidates in the Win-
gate School election, which will
be a write-in affair.

This no-opposition situation is
not at all unusual—it testifies to
the confidence the people of the
district have, for example, in
the present make-up of the hos-
pital board (all members are
up for election); it testifies to
the satisfaction of the public
that capable and dedicated men
have offered their services on
the school board and on the
City Council. All public business
(within the realm of the parti-
cular bodies) apparently is be-
ing conducted to the satisfaction
of all concerned; there are ap-
parently no issues and no pre-
judices to fog the scene and
the various boats.

However pleasing to the elec-
torate, and calming to nerves
forever rubbed raw by State and
National politics, such no-oppo-
sition elections have a main
darawback: faced with such sit-
uations, many of us tend to be-
come politically becalmed and
careless with our electoral re-
sponsibilities. We tend to accept
the attitude that with only three
candidates for three positions,
the declared candidates are
automatically bound for election
so why should we take the time
from our busy routines to mark
ballots in an election which was
really decided when the filing
deadline passed without addi-
tional entries?

It's true that it would seem
to be a waste of time. If we
look at it in that light. But if a
sufficient number of us shrug
off our responsibilities it could
happen that we could wake up
some morning on the outside
looking in, so to speak, swamp-
ed by a write-in effort! It must
be emphasized at this point,
however, that there is no
amount of suspicion or indica-
tion that this could happen in
any of these local elections . . .
it is mentioned to make a point
only. It is mentioned in an at-
tempt to underline the impor-
tance of voting and the use and
power of the ballot. Neglect on
our part to accept our respon-
sibilities when there are no is-
sues and no opposition could
become a habit and remain
with us at a time when we real-
ly should be voicing our opin-
jions. It's a dangerous habit.

There is another reason, and
an important one, why we
should make certain that we go
to the polls Saturday in every
election where we are quali-
fied: These men who have of-
fered their names to the ballots
are not seeking personal gain,
financial or otherwise. There is
no pay involved, and little no-
teriety . . . but there are plenty
of headaches in running the peo-
ple’s businesses! These men
have offered their services—
their time and their talents—
because they know there is a
job to be done. The very least
the rest of us could do at this
point would be to express our
thanks—our confidence in them

. —by showing up at the polls

and marking our “X"” on the
ballots. It's a small enough
price to pay to have someone
else take care of OUR business.
