Many plants are dangerous
mostly to small children who
are apt to consume anything.
It is surprising to many of us
how dangerous an innocent look-
ing plant can be, Children should
from experimenting.
Many of our medicines come
from plants and our ancestors
learned their values, and their
dangers, the hard way.

Some of the plants listed in
the article as dangerous are:

Poinsettia—Fatal; o n e leaf
can kill a child.

Oleander—Extremely poison-
ous, has caused death.

Castor Bean—A single seed
has caused death.

Mistletoe——Children and
adults have died from eating
the berries.

Hyacinth, Narcissus and
Daffodil—Cause nausea a nd
diarrhea, may be fatal.

Delphinium—Digestive upset,
may be fatal.

Rhubarb—Leaf is poisonous.
Large amounts, raw or cooked,
can cause convulsions, coma,
followed rapidly by death.

Daphne—A few berries can

« kill a child.

Wisteria—Seeds a n d pods,
mild to severe upset. Many
*children poisoned by this plant.

Laurels, rhododendron—a | 1
parts, causing vomiting, prostra-
Jtion and coma.

Foxglove—Leaves are a
source of digitalis, causes dig-
