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Jerry Gibson, Winters High
School Athletic Director and
head football coach, would like
to make a deal with local farm-
ers and ranchers—and the rest
of us who are always wishing
it would rain during the middle
of the summer,

" Coach Gibson says if all will
use their influence to get per-
mission to start football prac-
tice about six weeks earlier,
he'll almost guarantee at least
dust-settling showers at the end
of the first week of practice.

In each of the past three
years, the coach has scheduled
an intra-squad scrimmage for
the WHS Blizzards, following
the first week of dry-weather
pre-school workouts . . . and
three times the scheduled
scrimmages have been shower-
ed out!

There's a story about an old-
time plumber who worked back

in the days when the coffee
break was unheard of. He says,
“When 1 was an apprentice,

we'd lay two lengths of pipe.
Then the boss would turn on the
water and we'd have to stay
ahead of it.”

Temperatures of football fans
run hot and cold. Take a good
year, for instance, when things
are running smooth and pros-
pects are promising. Then en-
thusiasm begins to grow, the
temperature builds up, and if
results at the beginning are
favorable, and if conditions are
right, excitement continues to
grow. As the season progresses,
under these conditions, and
things are still looking up, the
attitude of ‘“‘nothing is to good
for our team’ becomes preval-
ent.

However, a poor or hesitant
beginning (and here the fan as-
sumes the role of judge)
operates a damper on the spirit
of the average fan, and he be-
comes another ‘“‘just came along
for the ride’’ observer.

Your average football - fan
could be called a fraidie-cat,
too. (Cautious might be preferr-
ed in some circles). He is afraid
of the unknown, or unproven,
Given a few favorable statistics
on past performances and pre-
sent personnel, and he can piece
together a cloak of enthusiasm
which can provide him with pro-
tection for several games. Just
let an unknown or unproven
factor crop up, though, and he’ll
tippy-toe cautiously into the
season, uncommitted. He will
“back” his team, certainly, but
he refuses to go out on a limb.
He doesn’t realize that his atti-
tude is infectious.

Winters is not ‘“‘blessed” with
many of this type, though.
We're pretty much football

minded around here, and usual-
ly end the season the way we
went into it—loud and clear.
Sometimes, though, we need a
little shove to bring us out
of our summer lethargy and
lead us to the boxoffice to get
our season tickets, We've been
a bit slow in this department
this year, though, probably due
to the long, hot and dry sum-
mer, so there still are a good
many choice seats to be had.
This probably will change be-
fore the September 3 deadline,
because there are few football
fans who, knowing they will at-
tend every home game anyway,
would throw two and a half
down the drain. That's the a-
mount which can be saved if
fans buy tickets by the book of
five. That'll buy a lot of
licorice!

House Speaker Names Committee To
Help Save Texas' Small Hospitals

Speaker G. F. (Gus) Mutscher
today made good his promise to
appoint a Texas Health Care
Committee to work with local
citizens, federal administrators
and the Congress to try to head
off a medical crisis which
threatens to close some 170 Tex-
as hospitals.

“Present problems in handl-
ing the medicare program, es-
pecially in regard to hospitals
and hospital care, are placing a
tremendous burden on local
facilities. The retroactive denial
method of denying payments
for services rendered is alarm-
ing hospital administra-
tors throughout the state,”” Mut-
scher said.

“The Federal Government
should find some better method
of handling these problems than
is used by the present admini-
stration. The very thought of
the possibility of closing 170
hospitals is diametrically op-
posed to my plan of greater

health services for the people
which I presented to the Legis-
lature in January, 1969.”

“I am particularly concerned
about this problem as it relates
to the small towns and com-
munities cannot prosper and
grow,” Mutscher emphasized.

“Five outstanding laymen
and five House Members, all
vitally interested in the work of
this committee, have enthusi-
astically agreed to serve on this
committee., Representative R.

Winters is like Topsy, ‘‘she
just growed.” The hardy pio-
neers who first settled the area
couldn’t have envisioned our
town as it is today, with large
ranching and cattle holdings,
farm production, industry and
oil development. Charlsie Poe,
Winters resident and author, has
recorded the total history of the
county, from the earliest pio-
neers to the latest happenings,
in “Runnels Is My County,”
published by The Naylor Com-
pany of San Antonio. This work
has the complete support and
approval of the Runnels County

Historical Survey Committee,
for which Mrs. Poe serves as
secretary.

Active in civic and church af-
fairs, Charlsie also finds time
to be a regular contributor to
many newspapers and maga-
zines, Her first book, ‘‘Angel To
the Papagos (Naylor), is the
story of Goldie Richmond, a re-
markable woman the, Poes met
while on vacation in the South-
west. Goldie runs a trading post
in a remote area of the desert
and has become fast
with the Papagos. Mrs. Rich-
mond’'s courage and fortitude

has been a great factor in re-|

placing superstitution and witch-
craft among this tribe with
more modern and hygenic prac-
tices.

Although it won't be long un-
til Winters celebrates its cen-
tennial, the only anniversary to
date has been the 75th, when a
three-day celebration was held
and Paul Harvey was the fea-
tured speaker at Blizzard Field.

The name Winters was sug-|

gested by a young cowboy, John
Mackey, who came west from
Georgia in 1889, with his rail-
road ticket and ten dollars in his
pocket. He first worked on a
ranch near Paint Rock and later
broke thirty acres of sod land
southwest of Winters with a
team of oxen, taking a month
to finish the job. With his wages
he bought a span of mules and
began hauling lumber to build
the schoolhouse. He ulso sawed
the lumber and helped with the
construction. T. D. Bishop and
sons, along with others, also
assisted with the building. When
it was completed, someone ask-
ed, ““What shall we name the

“Winters,”” replied Mackey.

When townspeople met in the
school, the only public building
until 1899 they seemed in agree-
ment that the town be named
for Mr. Winters, but were given
the choice of either Winters or
Wintersville. The name of Win-
ters was chosen by ballot.

John Nicholas Winters was
born near Rockport, Indiana, in
1858, a son of J. C. and Mary
(Brown) Winters; his father be-
ing of German and his mother of
Irish descent. John was the sev-
enth of eight children. His Ger-
man ancestry explains Winters'
success in locating many Ger-
man families on farms in the
area.

Winters was eighteen when he
came to Texas, first locating in
Sulphur Springs. He taught
school there and in Runnels
County, at Walthall and Runnels
City before becoming a mem-
ber of a land and abstract com-

pany, organized in 1879. He was |

married in 1886 to Alice Bivins,
whom he met through corres-
pondence. He had made a trip
to Farmington to meet her. On

Milo Harvest
Over Weekend

Summer thundershowers
tracked across North Runnels
County Saturday afternoon,
bringing to a halt most activity
in the milo fields. Although
some high winds preceded or
accompanied the showers, no
reports of great damage to the
milo crop have been received.
Some damage was bound to
have occurred, but it was not
known Monday to what extent.

Harvest of this year's milo
crop was stopped, but was ex-
pected to begin again as this
week progressed. The showers
increased to a great extent the
'moisture content of the grain.

Most sources estimate that
the milo harvest is about 75 per-
cent complete at this time, and
given a few more days of favor- |
able weather, the bulk should be
in. Production has been ‘“‘sur-
| prisingly” good on the whole it
has been pointed out. Although
there have been some very light
cuttings, there also have been
some as high as 4,000 pounds.
About 2,000 pounds has been the
average, a source estimated.

Although not a drouth-breaker
—the measurement reports are
skimpy —Saturday’'s series of
showers were nontheless wel-|
come, in spite of the momentary |
set-back in the milo fields. Pas-
tures were beginning to turn to
dry tinder-boxes, targets for de-
structive grass fires. This dan-
ger is not passed, it has been
reminded, but has been lessen-
ed to some degree in the area.

Regardless of how many
warning reports you get about
the weather, there are times
when a sudden, unexpected, un-
predictable squall hits while
you're on the water.

Sudden storms strike whether
you're on the Gulf, on a lake,
on a stream, even on a pond.

fishing the Gulf, more frequent-
ly than anywhere, . .probably
because you are farther from
shore. Isn't that natural?

Anyway, sometime back a
group of us went to Freeport.
We had plans for going out to
the snapper banks early the
next morning. When we retired
for the evening everything look-
ed fine. We had listened to the
weather reports and everything
was “go.” But when we stuck
our head out the door at 2 a. m.
there was a storm blowing. We
went back to bed and tried a-
gain at 6 o'clock.

Despite the fact that the wind
was still high, we got on one of
Raymond Muchowich’s
and headed out, We hadn’t gone
five miles until practically
every man on the boat was sick
from bouncing on the high
waves, So, we turned around
headed back.

Another time four of us left
Austin for Greer's Ferry lake
near Little Rock, Arkansas.

We drove the 70 miles from
Little Rock, to our fishing area,
under a star-filling heaven.

In fact,
every tackle box should have a
few of these large-size plastic
bags just for emergencies.

Naturally, life jackets or
other safety equipment is a
must. Under existing laws in

|the Gulf, there are legal re-
| quirements about life jackets.
This is something every indivi-
dual should carefully check for
his own protection.

Coast-Guard approved safety
cushions offer some security but
they are far from adequate un-
der certain conditions. If all go
overboard who's left to toss you
a cushion? Or even a life-saving
| ring. If you can’'t swim, wear a
life jacket at all times. It's bet-
ter to be called a sissy than a
corpse.

There’'s another good idea,
too. When you are on the water
and see indications of an ap-
proaching storm, crank up that
motor and head back to shore.
Or, if you are too far away from
camp, head into the nearest
land and make your boat fast.
Be sure all your gas tanks are
closed well, and that your motor
gets protection, Without either
of them you may be grounded
for quite a spell.

For boat equipment it is well
to always have with you either
a large tarp or several painter
drop cloths made of plastic.
They take up practically no
space, yet they furnish good,
one-time protection against the
elements,

If you must fight out a storm,
try to head into the waves and
keep the passenger load weight
low. The heavy rain may beat
into your face, but it also tends
to hold down the force of the
waves,

Sudden squalls are very fre-
quent during the hot summer
months, especially on the Gulf.
Most of them give only a short
notice of their approach, so be
ready and keep a weather eye
out for signs of any disturbance
of the elements.

Present Problems. What To Do?

If your freezer stops, don’t
panic, but get into action.

The first thing to remember is
to keep your freezer closed. How
long the food will stay frozen
depends on the amount and type
of food in the freezer.
freezer will stay cold many
a quarter full,
frozen longer than will baked |
food Also the Iarg,or the frvoz

FLOUR

er ,the longer it will stay cold.

Twenty-five pounds of dry ice
should hold the temperature of
a half-full, 10-cubic-foot freezer
below freezing for two or three
days. Put heavy cardboard
directly on the packages of froz-
en food and then put the dry ice
on top of the cardboard.

For added protection, cover
the freezer with blankets, quilts
or some other covering. It will
also help to put crumpled news-
papers or excelsior between the
cabinet and the blankets. Don’t
cover up the air vent openings
because the power may come
on unexpectedly and ventilation
will be needed.

If the freezer will be out of
operation for more than three
days, take frozen foods to a
locker plant as soon as possible.
Thoroughly wrap the food and
make the trip from the freezer
to the locker as quickly as pos-
sible,

If the food has partially or

TOPICS FOR SEPTEMBER:

Garden Calendar for Septem-
ber should include:

—Prepare beds for planting
bulbs and winter annuals.

Divide, transplant, and es-
tablish perennial beds including
Bearded Iris, Cannas, Daylilies,
Shasta Daisy, and Violets,

—Complete digging, drying
and storing Gladiolus corms.

—Continue to water when
needed.

—Spray roses at regular in-
tervals for Blackspot and Mil-
dew control.

—Mildew is especially preval-
ent this time of the vear.

—Fertilize and water Chry
become unsafe to eat when the
color or odor is poor or ques-
tionable. You should get rid of
them. The condition of vege-
tables, shellfish and cooked
foods can't be determined by
odor so if in doubt, get rid of
them also.

Select Plant Early

Although the major planting
season for setting out bareroot-
ed woody ornamentals is sever-
al months off, we should be
making our planting plans and
selecting the varieties we need
to up date our landscape plant-
ing. Don’t wait until the last
minute to prepare tree holes
and purchase plants for yard
planting. The success of plant
survival after transplanting of
barerooted plants depends upon
the production of the small root
hair develop on the larger roots.

Barerooted plants received by
local nurserymen are in a dorm-
ant condition, but the develop-
ment of small root hairs is con-
tinuous, We should make it a
point to purchase barerooted
| stock as soon as good dormant
istock is received by our favor-
| ite nurseryman, In Texas this is
seldom before December 1.

immediately, the small root
hair will develop very shortly
after setting them in the pre-
pared tree holes. This means
that the root system of these
plants will become well estab-
lished before they leaf out in|
the spring and new growth will
emerge rapidly. |

Purchasing these plants late |
in the season means that the
small root hairs will have de-
veloped while these plants were |
in the ‘““sawdust bins’’ and many |
of these will either be broken, |
or lost through drying after re- [
moving from the temporary |
storage area. Plants handled in |
this manner will undoubtedly‘
survive, but they seldom recov- |
er as rapidly as the ones
planted out early in the season. |

Plants that do not transplant
well by the bareroot method are |
sold in containers of various
sizes. Plants sold in containers
should be handled carefully to
prevent breakage of the ball of
soil when they are being re-
moved from the cans.

When the ball of soil breaks
during removal from the con-
tainer, it means that numerous
small root hairs will be broken
and the plant will show signs
of wilting in a very short time.
Always cut the can on both
sides, pry the side of the can
gently, and then grasp the bot-
tom and lift out. The better

Bulbs can be used to add a
bit of cheer and color to the
indoors during the winter
Purchase only flower-
ing size bulbs for indoor bloom;
|avoid bargains in bulbs. Bulbs
that are good for indoor forcing
include crocus, grape hyacinths,
daffodils, tulips and hyacinths

Pot the bulbs as soon as they

are available. Prepare the soil
by mixing equal parts of the
soil, peat and sand, Put a 1 inch

| layer of gravel in the bottom of

the pot. Firm the soil around
the bulbs, leaving the tips of
large bulbs showing. Barely
cover small bulbs and space
them 1-2 inch apart.

Move the potted bulbs to cold
storage at a temperature of 40-
