To Ask Cities For Source Studies

North- Runnels Water Corpora-
tion, organized last year to seek

ways and means of providing
water to rural communities in
the area, is still seeking a

source of supply. “And we may
have found it, right here in our
own back yard,” members of
the organization's steerin: com-
mittee were told Thursday night.

At a meeting of the steering
committee Thursday night, C
T. Parker, County Agent, told
the group that *‘it is just pos-
sible’’ that either Winters or
Ballinger, or the two cities in

cooperaton, could provide the
water,
Parker said he had effhand-

ediy suggested to individual of-
ficials of one of the cities that
perhaps water for the rural
svstem could be obtained from
either Winters or Ballinger, and

wise, the amount of water us-
ed ““would not be prohibitive to
either of the two cities, and
much less in a2 combined oper-
ation; certainly not as it might
first appear without a study.”
The committee was toid that
even if the system were built
to accomodate 400 outlets—met-
ers—this would mean consump-
tion of onlyv about 2,400,000 gal-
lons per month. An engineer
present said similar systems
with which he is familiar have
a consumption experience of an
average of 6.000 gallons per me-
ter per month.

The committee was reminded
that “‘about seven or eight vears
ago,"”” the City of Winters for
many months had sold raw wa-
ter to a different type operation,
and this pumping from the Win-
ters Lake far exceeded the es-

posed rural distribution system,
without endangering the avail-

cities of Winters and Ballinger
combining as a source, the add-
ed amount of water used would
be negligible, it was pointed out.

Once a source of water is de-
termined, the organization can
incorporate and apply for a long-
term loan from the Farm Home
Administration to build the dis-
tribution system, it was stated.

Since the beginning of the or-
gaization last year, rural resi-
dents and landowners have sign-
ed up for 375 memberships, Da-
vis said. Each signed deposited
$100 with the organization at the
time of sign-up. More signers

There is still time for cold
weather and ice can easily dam-
age trees in your landscape

m——— But by careful pruning and good

cultural practices, most damag-
ed trees can be saved. Within a
vear or two, the damage will no
longer be visible.

Following an ice storm, care-
fully survey the damage and
plan your corrective pruning,
suggests County Agent Parker
Remove damaged limbs at the
point of origin or just above a
good side branch. Don't allow
stubs to remain unless absolute-
| ly necessary.

If damage is extremelv sever,
vou may have to stub back a
branch or main trunk, savs Par-
ker. Paint the stub with a good
tree wound dressing but ¢o not
use house paint or similar ma-
terials as the oils can damage
| the tree's tissue. Orange shel-
lac may be used as a temporary
| dressing to be followed with th¢
| proper wound dressing within
| six weeks.

Where damage is severe, con-
| tinual pruning and attention is
necessary to prevent sucker
growth at the end of the stub
Corrective pruning over a
period of vears will overcome
this problem

If a trunk or main scaffold
branch has split due to the ex
cessive weight of ice, remove
the portion that has broken a-
way. If cables and bolts are
used to pull the damaged trunk

together, a professional tree
man should be consulted, ad

This kills discase organisms
that often cling to equipment af-
ten cling to equipment after
cuts are made through diseas-
ed wood. A 10 per cent house-
hold bleach solution is a satis-
factory disinfectant and can be
prepared by mixing onc part
bleach to nine parts water.

The angler who manages to
be at the right place at the
right time stands a chance to
catch a string of beautiful, and
highly edible, white bass.

The whites prefer running wa-
ter for their spawning grounds

The females deposit their eggs
on sandy or rocky areas and
the males then fertilize the eggs
Totally lacking in parental
instincts from that point on,
both male and female swim un-
concernedly away to let the tiny
embryos fend for themselves
Biologists say mortality is
high among the eggs, but the

bass are so prolific it takes only
a low percentage of survival to
maintain a strong population
Therefore, fishermen need not
worry about taking advantage of

the whites during the spawning
run. Fishing is an extremely
slight factor in the total picture, |

Secrecy, The Press and Freedom

By RALPH NOVAK

WASHINGTON (CEF)

Don't tell anybody but things are getting so that a
government can’t even keep a few secrets any more.
What with people leaking classified papers and report-
ers identifying government officials who don’t want to
be quoted, about the only real secret in Washington these
days concerns what is new between Henry Kissinger and

Jill St. John.

Governments have historically maintained a zealous
defense of their right to withhold information from the
public, arguing that, for one thing, the subtle rules of
diplomacy require that some elements of a nation’s
policy remain secret. The Nixon administration resorted
to this kind of circular argument in its unsuccessful at-

tempt to suppress the New

York Times’ publication of

the Pentagon Papers on the Vietham war: i. e., secrecy
Is necessary because the other countries we do business
with believe secrecy is necessary so we must, too,

The administration did not, for obvious reasons, point
out that secret diplomacy has existed right alongside all
the wars in history, has not done anything to prevent
them and may have helped promote a few. If disclosing
the nature of the bargaining that goes on in international
negotiations would be so embarrassing, you have to
wonder what is being negotiated.

The secrecy violations have also focused new attention
on government control of information, and some of that
attention is in the nature of an evil eye.

In a recent task force report the Twentieth Century
Fund, a research organization whose board of trustees
include Arthur- Schlesinger Jr. and John Kenneth Gal-
braith, summed up the feelings of those civil libertarians
who feel that press freedom, the crux of the access to
information problem, is in jeopardy.

““We share a feeling that press freedom might be more
fragile than is widely assumed—and that its role in Amer-
ican democracy is so crucial that the nation cannot
afford to risk its erosion,” the report said. “The funda-
mental truth about the constitutionally protected status
of the press is that it exists for the public, not the press.”

As the report acknowledges, however, a large segment
of the public and perhaps even a majority believes that
if the government says something should be a secret it

should be a secret, Period,

But if the current controversy leads to greater govern-
ment restrictions on information and an extension of
the aiready often ludicrous classification system, the
likely losers will be the citizenry in general,

Meat and Poultry Labels:

How would you like to exa-
mine 560 label designs daily
for meat and poultry food pro-
ducts?

That's what an 8-man team of
labeling specialists in the U. S.
Department of Agriculture re-
views in an average day. These
labels come from food proces-
sors all over the country. They
must meet rigid standards be-
fore they can be used so the
meat and poultry you buy will
be truthfully labeled.

Last year, lebeling specialists
had to work at that pace—often
faster — to keep up with the
nearly 140,000 new label designs
submitted to USDA for approv-
al.

What types of labels? Labels
for products ranging from
chicken salad to veal parma-
gina. Labels for imported meat
and poultry as well as that pro-
duced in this country. For fresh
products as well as processed.
For wholesale packages and re-
tail. For mass-produced meals
for hospitals, school cafeterias,
homes for the aged and even
airlines.

Why must all of these labels
be approved by USDA? Be-
cause federal law requires that
federally inspected meat and
poultry products be truthfully,
accurately and informatively
labelled. So each label has to be
approved before it can go on a
product with the circular mark
showing it passed federal in-
spection for wholesomeness.

What do the labeling special-
ists look for? They check each
design for the accuracy of 5 re-
quired items — the product

name, net weight statement,
name and address of the packer
or distributor, ingredient state-
ment and official inspection
mark,

Label review specialists are
especially careful to see that
the proposed product name ac-
curately describes what will be
inside the package. To do this,
the specialist checks the pro-
duct formula, which the manu-
facturer submits with the pro-
posed label, to see that the pro-
duct will meet the USDA com-
position standards for that pro-
duct,

Veal parmagiana, for exam-
ple must be made with at least
40 percent breaded meat pro-
duct in sauce. USDA has such
standards for nearly 200 meat
poultry products. The label re-
view specialist has to check the
formula against the standard
each time he processes a label
design for one of these products.
Also, he makes sure that any
additives included in the pro-
duct formula are approved for
use in meat and poultry pro-
ducts and that they will be
be used in compliance with the
federal limits.

Last year, USDA approved
more than 129,000 labels and re-
jected or sent back for correc-
tion nearly 11,000 labels.

Why were so many rejected?
Most often, because the product
name proposed for use on the
label was inaccurate. Terme
such as ‘‘country style” must
be true of the product or they

‘Superbass’ Program
Off To Good Start

Austin, Texas — *Operation
Superhass’ is underway.

In the chilly waters of Jas-
per State Fish Hatchery swim
21 female largemouth black|
bass.

They are not ordinary bass. |
Indeed, they were special enough |
to be flown from sunny Florida
to the Lone Star State. They
were accompanied by Texas
Parks and Wildlife Department
biologists who carefully trans-|
ferred them to their new East
Texas home.

It is hoped that these females
will be the brood stock for a
crop of “super bass’”’ — hybrid |
largemouths that are half Flori- |
da bass and half native Texas
bass.

An appropriate number of |
male Texas bass will soon be“
collected from Lake Murvaul|
and paired with the Florida fe-
males when spawning time ar-
rives this spring.

gin Islands total 29,480 square |
miles. Within those States and
Territories 18,480,787 people re-
side.

appear to show that female Flor-
ida bass crossed with males of
more northerly strains produce
the fastest-growing bass of all.

One report, for example, indi-
cated a hybrid bass in Alabama
attained a weight of seven
pounds in only two years.
Growth rates like this attract
the attention of biologists and
| fishermen alike.

Biologists anticipate no prob-
lem in getting the bass to pro-
duce offspring. Even if the Flor-
ida females are not ready to
spawn by the time the males
are building their nests, hor-
mone treatments will come to
the rescue.

Florida largemouths tradition-
ally have been known for their
size, sometimes exceeding 15
pounds. However, they have
failed to show such growth po-
tential when placed in Texas
waters.

The female bass in the Jasper
hatchery pond range in size from
3-pound to 54 pounds.

In appearance, the Florida
bass looks just like the Texas
native, Only some extremely
subtle biological features dif-
ferentiate the two strains.
Biologists hope these subtle
differences will combine to form
a super hybrid to offer the Tex-
as angler in the future.
