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Legislation creating the E lm , 
Creek Water Control District 
was adopted by the State Legis­
lature, as HB 1250, in May, 
1907, and signed by the Gover­
nor shortly thereafter.

Purpose of the district was to 
provide flood protection and 

. soil and water conservation 
tlfrough a series of water re -! 
tarding structures to be built on ' 
Elm (Treek and its tributaries— ; 
if feasible—and, according to 
creative legislation, to possibly 
provide for a multi-purpose dam 
on the creek for water supplies 
for the municipalities of Winters 
and Ballinger, and for recrea- i 
tion and flood control.

Elm Creek District covers a | 
vast area of East Runnels Coun­
ty, from the Colorado River at I 
Ballinger, into South Taylor 
County to the north. Originally, | 
the district encompassed about 
295,000 acres. However, after 
preliminary surveys by State 
S<jil Conservation crews, the 
west portion of the district—the 
Coyote Creek watershed—was 
removed from the district, be­
cause of the non-feasibility the 
area presented. About 238,000 
acres remain in the district.

During the five years since 
the creation of Elm Creek Wa­
ter Control District, there has 
been much accomplished to­
ward the final end of gaining

• approval for an actual begin­
ning of construction of the 
dams. At times, it has seemed 
that the District was dormant, 
and that little was being done. 
There were times when memb­
ers of the board of directors 
felt they were on a treadmill— 
they met, only to re-hash old

'business, and to talk about what 
they h o p e d  would be done. 
Many of those meetings were 
the “ Howdy, See you next 

-month,”  type, according to one 
member of the board, and bad 
it no» been for the individual 
makeup of the board, there is a 
possibility t h a t  the project 
would have died on the vine.

But all the while, even when 
it seemed everything had stop­
ped. and it was hard to find en­
thusiasm in the area for the 
project, the small wheels were 
turning—kept turning by direc­
tors and others who knew the 
value of the project. There was 
much which needed to be done 
toward soil conservation prac­
tices by landowners in the area 
—to pain approval, a certain 
percentape of the district’s area 
must be under some sort of soil 

. conservation practice. How­
ever, this milestone was reach­
ed, and passed. Still, there had 
to be things done to keep the

• district alive, and the directors 
did it. With no money on which 
to »iperate at first—to pay re­
quired bond premiums for 
board members, etc. —the di­
rectors found some hard sledd­
ing. Then civic- and service- 
minded organizations in Winters 
and Ballinger came through 
with cash gifts to help them 
over the hurdle—the first of 
many. Finally, it became neces­
sary for the district to apply to 
the State Legislature for a spe­
cial appropriation on which to 
operate. This was forthcoming, 
with the help of Rep. Lynn Na- 
bers.

Eventually, all the loose ends 
of this phase were tied, and the 
district applied for a public 
hearing before the State Soil 
and Water Conservation Board; 
a hearing to determine the 
feasibility of the entire project, 
and to gain a priority position. 
I f  granted a priority, then the 
district will be able to go ahead 
and apply for final planning and 
make application for Federal 
money to build the dams. The 
district will be responsible only 
for right-of-way procurement
and maintenance, not for actual 
cost of construction.

September 30 has been set as 
the “ absolute”  final sign-up 
date for membership in the 
North Runnels Water Supply 
Corporation. After that date, no 
additional members will be tak­
en, and if meter outlets are add­
ed after engineering plans are 
completed, or proposed con­
struction is finished, a heavy 
premium payment over and a- 
bove the initial membership fee 
will be required.

At a meeting Tuesday night, 
the board of directors of the re­
cently-chartered non-profit cor­
poration set the cut-off date so 
that engineers may begin final 
surveys and draw up specifica­
tions and plans for the pr»>posed 
rural water distribution system. 
The board stressed that without 
a final sign-up date, it would be 
impossible for engineers to com­
plete mapping of locations of 
distribution and feeder lines. 
Previous deadline dates had 
been set, they explained, to al­
low preliminary surveys to be 
made to determine feasibility of 
the proposed project.

North Runnels Water Supply 
Corporation proposes to obtain 
long-term loans from the Farm­
ers Home Administration, along 
with Federal grants, to build 
and maintain a water distribu­
tion system throughout most of 
rural North Runnels County, 
from the Colorado River north, 
and extending a short distance 
into South Taylor County.

A charter of incorporation has 
been received, dating from July 
18, 1972. and a corporate board 

, of directors has been named.
I Also, applications have already 
been submitted for the loan and 
grants. Tommy Hill, represent­
ative of the FHA. said Tuesday 
night that applications should be 
reviewed this month.

There are now 408 members 
—stockholders—in the non-pro-

fit corporation, and the board 
has set a goal of 500 before the 
cut-off date.

C T. Parker, Runnels County 
agriculture agent, who has been 
working with the board, and 
who helped to spearhead or­
ganization of the corporation, 
said Tuesday night that the 
map of the area to be covered 
by the proposed system has 
been completed, showing loca­
tion of all nutlets He said out­
lets which are added during the 
last membership drive to Sep­
tember 30 will be shown on the 
map so that engineers will have 
a complete picture of the sys­
tem.

In the event that 
crops were lost in any particu­
lar year, the estimated amount 
of the loss should be li.sted, plus 
any subsequent loss by inability 
to farm damaged land In years 
following the flooding. Hays 
said. Land which was perman­
ently taken from production 
should be listed, he said, and 
amount of loss for each year 
included.

Hays said much will depend 
on the kind of evidence present 
ed at the State Board hearing 
and the monetary loss incurred 
The total loss suffered by land 
owners must amount to more 
than the estimated cost of the 
proposed floodwater control pro­
ject, he said, if the project is to 
be considered feasible by the 
State Board. For this reason, 
he stressed it is very important 
that all evidence possible be 
presented and that a big show 
of interest in the project be 
maintained.

Hays said landowners may 
send the written evidence re­
ports to the board, but it is 
preferred that the reports be 
brought to the public hearing 
September 12.

The Board of Tmstees of Win­
ters Independent School District, 
in a meeting Thursday of last 
week, adopted the school budget 
for the 1972-73 school year, and 
set the tax rate for the year.

The tax rate was set at $1.50 
per $100 valuation, based on 65 
percent of 100 percent value ac­
cording to the 1967 valuation 
program. This represents no 
change from the previous year 
in the rate, but there is a 
change in assignment of tax 
funds: $1.35 is earmarked for 
maintenance and $15 for debt 
service. Interest and sinking 
fund for the next fiscal year 
is less than for the previous 
year, because the last bond and 
interest payment will b«' made 
Dec. I. 1972. After that d.ate. 
there will be no bonded indeb­
tedness.

Total revenue for the year is 
expected to be $681,501 00, with 
$.305,193 00 from local sources 
($225.00 County Available) and 
$376,308.00 from State sources.

Federal funds are not includ­
ed in the regular budget be­
cause thc.se funds are already 
earmarked for specific purposes 
and handled accordingly. Pres­
ent indications are »hat $33.120 
will be received in ESEA, Title 
I funds, but these figures could 
be changed periixiically.

Largest item in the disburse­
ments column is instruction.

budgeted at $500,175.00, includ­
ing all items such as salaries, 
library and audio visual mater­
ials, teaching supplies, etc.

Pupil transportation—salaries, 
replacement of vehicles, insur­
ance, operation and maintenance 
—is budgeted at $30,759.00.

Operation of the school plant 
is budgeted at $48,792 00. and 
maintenance — contracted ser­
vices. replacement of equipment, 
etc., at $5,600 00.

Total disbursement used for 
computing per pupil cost is 
$6,15.419 00.

Debt service will require $40,- 
625 00, and capital outlay $12,- 
200.00 .

TAX INFORMATION
Total nil valuation is $5.766,- 

000.00. with a potential at $1.50 
at 65 percent (tax rate) of $86.- 
490.00, and estimated 95 per­
cent collection. $82.165.50. Oil 
valuation continues to drop each 
year, it was pointed out.

Total local valuation is in­
creased from $15.355.140.00 last 
year to $15.4.59.880 for 1972 Po­
tential revenue at $I .50. at 65 
percent, is $231,898 20, with es­
timated collection at 95 percent.

Taxes are due from October

Wellesley Hills. Mass. — The 
growth of pension funds and pro­
fit sharing plans over the past 
t^o  decades has been dynamic. 
This applies to the number of 
programs initiated, the size of 
bmefit payments, and the dol­
lar volume of capital contribut­
ed to these accounts to cover 
each employe eligible to parti­
cipate. And the numbers bulk 
even larger with the Keogh 
Plan-type programs utilized by 
small businesses and profession­
al enterprises operating as indi­
vidual proprietorships or part­
nerships.

GENERATOR OF INVEST­
MENT CAPITAL

‘ Monies paid into pension funds 
and profit sharing accounts that 
exceed current disbursements of 
benefits became capital which is 
fed into the economy in one way 
or another. Directly or indirect­
ly, such surplus monies are 
eventually invested in bonds and 
stocks, and in mortgages. This 
is true even when the funds are 
kept in bank deposits, certifi- 
tates of deposit, or any other 
highly liquid form of invest­
ment. The generation of capital 
needed as part of the nation's 
economic growth also occurs 
when pension funds and profit 
sharing plans utilize either mu­
tual funds or insurance com­
panies as vehicles for putting 
this surplus capital to work.

At the end of 1971, according to 
this source, there were nearly 
335,000 such plans in force, with 
reserves for benefit payments 
amounting to $46.35 billion for 
about ll'/i million persons cov­
ered. It is evident that the 
hopes for security in the future 
for an increasingly large seg­
ment of the nation's populace 

, lie in pension funds and profit 
sharing plans. Hence, argu­
ments regarding the integrity of 
the American dollar and the cli­
mate needed to foster private 

’ capital investments are not 
simply topics for debate during 
a time when political elections 
rank high in the thoughts of 
young, middle-aged, and senior 
citizens dike.

come an economic factor of 
such magnitude that Congress 
has been probing various legis­
lative proposals designed to pro­
tect those eligible for such 
fringe benefits. While much em­
phasis has been placed on the 
“ vested interest”  facet of this 
important subject, realistic 
guidelines for proper investment 
of pension fund monies are also 
being studied — with rumblings 
in favor growing louder in a 
number of state legislatures.

Some of you who regularly 
follow this column are undoubt­
edly entrusted with the duty of 
formulating, or approving, in­
vestment policies and actions in 
connection with such fiduciary 
funds, either individually or as 
part of a committee. The Re­
search Department of Babson's 
Reports feels that the trend of 
legislative action clearly renders 
inappropriate—and probably il­
legal in the future—the penny- 
pinching tactic of “ going it a- 
lone" to avoid the cost of in­
vestment guidance. Those with 
such responsibility should, there­
fore, take steps to secure inde­
pendent and experienced assis­
tance in investment counseling, 
in the essentials of properly em­
ploying fiduciary monies.

WHAT ABOUT THE PRESENT
Even though the stock mar­

ket may appear rather high at 
the present time when viewed 
against the popular economic 
barometers, the investment 
credibility gap of the past year 
or so has left many unod storks 
at what may yet prove to be 
bargain prices.

Farmers. Ranchers Still Stand Tall 
In Eyes of Cityfolk, Says Report

Cityfolk (of the Dallas metro­
politan area) still think highly 
of farmers and ranchers, ac­
cording to findings of a public 
opinion survey made public In 
Austin during a recent meeting 
of county Farm Bureau presi­
dents.

The survey was made at the 
request of the Texas Farm Bu­
reau. The State organization had 
wondered if an "im age build­
ing”  public advertising cam­
paign should be conducted. Fol­
lowing release fo the opinion 
survey report in Austin, the 
Farm Bureau was convinced 
there was no sense in spending 
money to try to improve the 
image of the state’s farmers and 
ranchers. They are held in high 
esteem by the cityfolk, it was 
stated, perhaps more than they 
believe.

The Farmer-Rancher Image 
Study was conducted by Man­
agement Advisory Associates, a 
Dallas firm headed by Dr.

James Makens, a member of 
the University of Dallas facul­
ty

According to an article in The 
Dallas Morning News following 
release of the survey report, 
the survey found a "reservoir 
of good w ill" toward farmers 
 ̂and ranchers in urban centers.

I Contrary to what might be ex- 
I pected. The News article said,
I in virw  of recently increasing 
'food prices, the “ farmer-ranch­
er is definitely not viewed as a 
major cause of inflation or as 
responsible for high RkkI prices;

I in the U. S. today. He is v iew -;
¡ ed. however, as believing that | 
he is not getting his fair share 
of the purchase dollar.”

' The opinion research was con-, 
ducted only in the Dallas met- 

! ropolitan area, but Dr. Makens 
j said he believed similar stud- 
; ies in other Texas metropolitan 
' areas would reveal similar at­
titudes. •

SUMMARY I
A summary of the report I 

stated; j
The overall image of farmers 

and ranchers held by Dallas i 
metropolitan residents was fav-1 
orable. This was true for city 
and suburban residents, as w e ll, 
as for members of the minor- j 
ities. (The survey included res­
pondents selected from the City 
of Dallas, and the suburban ar­
eas of Irving. Grand Prairie, 
Mesquite, Richardson, Carrolton 
and Garland).

The farmer-rancher was be­
lieved to be politically conser­
vative. Respondents tended to 
believe he was against welfare 
but did not know how he stood 
cii the Vietnam war.

There were mixed feelings 
concerning the power of the far­
mer-rancher in state and nation­
al politics in general, but mod­
erate agreement that he is pow­
erful in the state of Texas.

In terms of ecological issues, 
he was viewed as being inter­
ested in conservati.in. The ma­
jority did not believe that the 
farmer-rancher uses insecticides

without concern for wildlife.
The farmer-rancher is viewed 

as being opposed to welfare but 
not as a person who is unfair 
or against migrant workers.

The personal life of the farm­
er-rancher was also viewed in 
a favorable light. He was 
thought of as being opposed to 
divorce and as having better 
church attendance than others.

He was not viewed as being 
self-centered and interested in 
farm-ranch problems with no re­
gard for the problems of the 
cities. However, respondents did 
feel that farmers and ranchers 
believe city dwellers arc un­
aware of and uninterested in 
farm-ranch problems.

The farmer-rancher is defin­
itely not viewed as a major 
cause of inflation or as respon­
sible for high food prices in the 
U. S. today. He is viewed, how­
ever, as believing that he is not 
getting his fair share of the 
purchase dollar.

The opinion was that farm­
ers and ranchers are not living 
off the American taxpayer. Res­
pondents also expressed mixed

feelings tending overall toward 
neutrality on the issue of whe­
ther or not farmers and ranch­
ers receive large subsidies. In I 
addition, it was somewhat fe lt ' 
that the farmer-rancher be-! 
lieves subsidies to be necessary 
but ineffective in serving their 
purpose.

Farmers and ranchers were ■ 
generally not viewed as having 
high annual incomes or as being  ̂
in better or worse shape finan-; 
cially than the respondents.

With respect to organization I 
and size, the farmer-rancher j 
was not considered to be an em -; 
ployee of a big corporation or 
highly dependent upon them. 
Nevertheless, there was fairly, 
general agreement that the far-' 
mer-rancher is highly mechaniz-^ 
ed in his farm-ranch operations.

In terms of efficiency, he was 
viewed as being efficient by a 
majority of the respondents. 
Comparative efficiency ratings 
revealed that the farmer-ranch­
er is considered to be more ef­
ficient than auto workers, brick 
layers, fellow workers of the 
respondents, office workers, con-
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struction workers and general^ 
factory workers. Only accoun­
tants and engineers were rated 
higher than farmers and ranch­
ers.

Respondents did not view Tex­
as farmers and ranchers to be 
different from U. S. farmers and' 
ranchers on any significant im­
age dimension. Differences were 
noted primarily in terms rrf cli­
mate, geographic location and 
size.

Eighty percent of the total res­
pondents indicated they felt that 
the farmer-rancher is politically 
conservative.

Tow Boats and To;v Lines
Nearly every boatsman has. 

at one lime or another during 
his experience on the water. 
tow\-d in a crippled craft or 
been uboaid one being towed.

Natural inclinaticn. especi­
ally if the towed boat is a run­
about or smaller, is to tie to the 
towing craft with a simple line 
This means that more likely 
than not the cripplcxi one will 
turn one way, then the other, 
and follow a cnioked course.

One way to help prevent the 
yaw is to rig a bridle from the 
quarter cleats of the lead boat, 
then tie the towline from the 
center of the bridle to the bow 
of the towed vessel.

r  urther steadiness can be 
achieved if someone remains a- 
board the towed boat and helps 
to keep control by steering the 
Vessel along the pioper course

•A nylon tow-rope is preferred 
to manila since it will stretch 
and absorb some of the sudden 
tugs.

If there are big waves and 
swells it helps to adjust the line 
so that both boats are in the 
trough and nn the crest at the 
same time. This avoids the 
sharp strains that could snap 
the line.

Wise photographers do one or 
tw-o things, or both. They store 
all film, exposed or unexpused, 
in a small styrofoam ice box.

This 
also protects the camera from 
physical damage.

Usually the insulation built in­
to the ice box suffices to protect 
the film from heat. But during 
the hottest part of the summer 
some camera enthusiasts drop 
a bit of dry ice inside the box.

As for dry cell batteries, 
store them at home In the fami­
ly refrigerator as often as you 
can—especially the large and

Preserve Trailer Tires
Preservation is the order of 

the day and this little tip can 
do Just that.

To lengthen the life of the 
tires on your boat trailer do not 
leave the trailer sitting for long 
in grass or soggy soil Moisture 
w-ill collect at the point where

' the tire rests on the ground and 
cause the inactive rubber in the 
tires to n)t in a surprisingly 
short period of time.

Slide a foot-long 2x4 or 1x6 
piece of wood under each tire to 
keep the rubber off the ground 
If w-cKid isn't available, then 
substitute a concrete block.

Lightweight trailers with the 
tilt frame can be stored Tepee 
style and both tires will be sus­
pended for even better preser­
vation. That, of course, when 
the boat is not on the trailer.

N U M B ER  11 ON TH E  B A l L O T  (E 'JR  951 

, General E lection  Novembei 7, 1972

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Article IV, 

Section 17 of the Texas Consti­
tution, be amended to read aa 
follows:

“Section 17. If, duriiw the 
vacancy in the office of Gover­
nor, the Lieutenant Governor 
should die, resign, refuse to 
serve, or be removed from of­
fice, or be unable to serve; or if 
he shall be impeached or ab­
sent from the State, the Presi­
dent of the Senate, for the 
time bein^, shall, in like man­
ner, administer the Govern­
ment until he shall be super­
seded by a Governor or Lieu­
tenant Governor. During the 
time the Lieutenant Governor 
administers the Government, as 
Governor, he shall receive in 
like manner the same compen­
sation which the Governor 
would have received had he 
been employed in the duties of 
his office, and no more. ITie 
President, for the time being, 
of the Senate, shall, during the

time he administers the Gov­
ernment, receive in like manner 
the tame compensation, which 
the Governor would have re­
ceived had he been employfd 
in the duties of his office.”

Sec. 2. That Article III of 
the Texas Constitution, be 
amended to add a new Section 
24a to read as follows:

“Section 24a. The Lieuten­
ant Governor, while he acta as 
President of the Senate, aqd 
the Speaker of the House of 
Repreaentatives shall each re­
ceive from the public treasury 
an annual aalary of $22,500.''

“Section 4. The Governor

He shall repre­
sent tne State in all auita and 
pleas in the Supreme Court of 
the State in which the State 
may ba a party, and shall eape'

y inouire into the charter 
rights of all private corpora­
tions, and from time to time, 
in the name of the State, take 
such action in the courts as 
naay be proper and necessary 
to prevent any private corpora­
tion from exercising any power 
or demanding or collecting any 
specias of taxes, tolls, freight 
or wharfage not authorized by 
law. He shall, whenever suffici­
ent cause exists, seek a judicial 
forfeiture of such charters, un­
less otharwise expressly direct­
ed by law, and give legal advice 
in writing to the Governor and 
other executive officers, when 
requested by them, and per­
form such other duties as may 
ba required by law. He shall re­
sida at the seat of government 
during his continuance in of-

fice. He shall receive for hia aer- 
vices an annual salary in aa 
amount to be fixed by the Lag- 
iaiature.”

Sec. 3. That Article IV , Sec­
tion 23, Constitution of the 
State of Texas, be amended to 
read as foliowi:

“Section 23. The Comptrol­
ler of Public Accounts, the 
Treasurer, the Commissioner of 
the General Land Office, sad 
any statutory state officer who 
ia elected by the electorate of 
Texas at large, unless a term of 
office is otherwise specifically 
provided in this Coiutitution, 
shall each hold office for tha 
term of four years and until hia 
successor is qualified. The tour- 
year term applies to these offi­
cers who are elected at the gen­
eral election in 1974 or there­
after. Elach shall receive an an­
nual salary in an amount to be 
fixed by the Leaislaturc; reside 
at the Capital of the State dur­
ing his continuance in office, 
and perform auch duties as SM 
or may be required by law.

ing for or againat the proposi­
tion ; “The constitutional 
amendment to provide a four- 
year term of office for the 
Governor, Lieutenant Gover­
nor, Attorney General, Comp­
troller o f Public Accounts, 
Treasurer, Commissioner of the 
General Land Office, Secretary 
of State, and certain statutory 
State officers.”

' tance Act of 1972 which would 
have re-imposed an embargo on 
chrome ore from Rhodesia.

A brief review of the history ; 
of sanctions against Rhodesia | 

[ may be helpful. (The original 
policy of our Government was 
discussed in this space on May 
22. 1969.)

I In 1965 Rhodesia declared it- 
I self independent of Great Brit­
ain’s colonial control. England 
requested the United Nations to 

! impose economic sanctions a- 
I gainst its former colony. A res- 
I olution to this effect was adopted 
I in the U. N. in 1966.

I By executive order. President 
Johnson, in early 1967, commit- 

' ted the United States to abide by 
i the U. N. action. All trade be- 
; tween our Government and 
Rhodesia came to a halt.

I Since Rhodesia furnished prac- 
! tically all chromite to us. we 
had to turn to the next largest 
source of supply, the Soviet Un­
ion.

As we became increasingly 
dependent on Russian ore, the 

I price rose to over 200 percent— 
from $27 per ton paid Rhodesia 

' to $80 per ton.
; In October of last year the 
Congress adopted an amend­
ment to the Military Procure­
ment Bill which lifted the em­
bargo on Rhodesian chromium. 
The Act became effective on 

 ̂January 1st of this year.

In May of this year an effort 
was made in the U. S. Senate 
by those who favor the embargo 
to réimposé sanctions but it was | 
defeated. The House has now ! 
acted likewise. 1

Following the lifting of the j 
embargo in January of this year | 
Russia’s chromium prices drop­
ped to an average of $55 from 
$80 per ton. as a result of break­
ing the Soviet’s monopoly., 
which we ourselves helped ere- j 

' ate. I

I In the meantime, a number] 
of other industrial nations ignor-. 

j  ed the action of the United Na- i 
I tions and continued to purchase 1 
I chromium from Rhodesia. Jap- ' 
I an. Germany, France and Italy j 
• bought chrome ore at prices ‘ 
less than half of that which our 
producers were forced to pay 
to the Russians. It also gave - 
these nations a further advan­
tage over the IL S. in that the 
consumers in this country were 
paying a higher price for stain­
less steel products of all sorts 
(Chrome is a necessary ingred­
ient for all steel products.) The 
inflated Russian price of chrome 
is estimated to have cost Ameri­
can steelmakers over $20 mil­
lion annually more than they 
would have spent had they been 
allowed to purchase at world 
market prices. These costs are ; 
necessarily reflected in the price 
of U. S.-made steel products 
but not added to foreign pro­
duced goods of the same kind. ; 
Chromium is also classed as a 
strategic material and since 1939 
has been designated for stock- 1 
piling for use in our national 
defense. All this at a time when 
we were supposed to be fight­
ing inflation. In addition, such 
an action contributes to our de­
ficits in the balance of pay- ; 
ments.

Not only has Russia exploit-. 
ed her position as a prime sup­
plier but our dépendance on the 
Soviet Union for this critica l, 
material creates an adverse ef- ! 
feet on our national defense 
needs.

The embargo on Rhodesian 
chromium has served the inter­
est of no one except Russia and 
foreign steel producers.

On May 22, 1969, this column 
gave the real reason for our 
complying with the sanctions 
placed against Rhodesia by the 
United Nations Resolution, j 
Would anyone suppose that. 
many of the nations which sup­
ported this action did so out of 
any love for Great Britain and 
its colonial policies? The real 
reason for the embargo was be­
cause of Rhodesia’s racial poli­
cies, known as apartheid, mean- 

] ing "separate”  or “ apart" of 
' the races.

for submarines, to update our 
lagging Naval forces, and con­
currently halting practically all 
Naval force levels.

(5) Reducing our aircraft 
carrier from 15 to 6.

(6) Stripping from the Nation­
al Guard its national defense 
mission and molding it into a 
domestic militia.

(7) Cancelling the essential 
F-14 and F-15 tactical aircraft 
development and procurement 
programs, and replacing with 
“ studies.”

(8) Reducing our active land 
strength forces hy 4 divisions.

(9) Although funding for So­
viet military research and de­
velopment (for new and im­
proved weapons) already ex­
ceeds ours. Senator McGovern 
would slash our R&D by an ad­
ditional 35-40 percent —a back­
ward step too shocking to con­
template, a definite drawdown 
in military technology.

(10) To achieve the McGovern 
defense cut would, according to 
DOD, require closure of about 
500 military bases, and an esti­
mated 30 percent firing of all 
civil service workers on mili­
tary installations.

(During primary campaign 
McGovern told Californians he 
didn't plan any base closures 
there. This would probably 
mean even more cut-backs in 
other military training centers 
—like Texas).

The above concrete proposals 
and many others advocated by 
Senator McGovern, are in my 
view certainly not the way to 
“maintain military superiori-

ty," which he promises will be 
achieved. Furthermore, Mc­
Govern bases his military con­
cept on a choice between all- 
out retaliation (nuclear) against 
population and industry — or no 
response at all. This concept 
sounds like give away now and 
beg later.

It is my considered judgment 
the Senator's plan would de­
finitely — I mean definitely— 
make of the U. S. a 2nd rate 
military power, and eventually 
probably a 3rd or 4th rate pow­
er.

It should be kept in mind that 
while only the Congress can 
change laws on taxes, trade, 
welfare, etc., a President has 
power singlehandedly to cut the 
military as he may choose. He 
can simply refuse to spend any 
money appropriated for defense 
purposes.

In short, it is inconceivable 
that Senator McGovern’s de­
fense proposals, if adopted, 
would be anything but a dis­
aster for the United States and 
the cause of peace.
