Deer Weigh More 
In Panhandle

AUSTIN—Preliminary results 
fiT,m a Parks and Wildlife Do- 
parlment study of deer weights 
and antler development have re­
vealed a very curious thing: the 
average size of buck whitetails 
increased the farther away from 
Central Texas the kill was 
made.

The department made a study 
of locker plants across the state 
during the 1972-73 deer season 
and collected data from 1,800 
deer killi'd.

The information was placed on 
a computer, interpolated with a 
complicated mathematical for­
mula and transferred to a map 
of rexas.

The pattern looks much like 
the expanding ripples in a pond 
after a stone is tossed in. The 
smallest field-dressed weight 
found in the survey of ice hous­
es was from deer killed in the 
Edwards Plateau which averag­
ed 70 pounds.

The largest average weight 
was 170S pnnnds for whitetail 
bucks killed in the Panhandle.

Likewise the largest does were 
taken in the Panhandle, 71 
pounds; but the smallest in the 
Trans-Pecos, 49 pounds.

Interesting information but 
how will it be used?

Such qualitative information 
will be used with quantative da­
ta from ongoing surveys of the 
number of deer killed and range 
surveys. The total information 
will relate to how effective the 
department’s deere management 
programs are in a particular 
area.

This year’s survey is a pilot 
program and has no basis of 
comparison. Next year’s data 
will make it more significant.

If the size of deer killed in the 
Edwards Plateau increases in 
the next few years, it may indi­
cate that the department’s deer 
management programs are be­
ing effective in the area.

Conversely, if weights stay the 
same or decline, it may be an 
indication of poor range and too 
many deer and perhaps a more 
liberal harvest should be con­
sidered.

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Accent On Health

It apparently first began in 
Rumania in mid-September of 
J971 and was soon epidemic in 
other parts of Eastern Europe, 
but was first clearly identified 
as a separate strain of the in­
fluenza A virus at the World 
Influenza Center in London in 
February, 1972. That is how this 
new strain of flu virus came to 
be known as the England, or 
London, flu.

Since that time, the London 
flu has spread to far reaches of 
the world, including the United 
States and Texas. Although the 
climeal disease was relatively 
mild in most countries of occur­
rence, widespreak outbreaks 
struck Russia, Germany. Aus­
tralia, Korea, Malaysia and 
Singapore.

Localized epidemics have 
struck almost all sections of the 
United States. In reports to Tex­
as health officials, the National 
Center for Disease Control in 
Atlanta, Georgia, indicates that 
nni umonia and influenza mor­
tality (deaths) reported from 
¡22 U. S. cities is above the 
epidemic threshold for the third 
con.secutive week. However, the 
'regional area encompassing 
Texas has shown a decreasing 
incidence of mortality in this 
in the Northeastern states but 
section of the country. Surveil­
lance data suggests that influ­
enza occurrence is decreasing 
continuing in the Midwest and 
Fur West, and is considerably

At the end of January, 1973, a 

provisional total of some 12,663 
cases of influenza and influen- 
za-like infections had ben re­
ported to the Stale Health De­
partment. This is less than half 
the number of cases reported at 
this same time in 1972 during 
the Hong Kong flu epidemic out­
break in Texas. Because of the 
difficulty in making exact de­
terminations of the different flu 
strains, health authorities do not 
know exactly how many of these 
cases were London flu.

However, confirmed cases of 
influenza A strain, thought to I)e 
the London virus, have been 
found in areas scattered all a- 
rross the State of Texas, Con­
firmed cases have been report­
ed from Littlefield, Childress, E! 
Paso, Fort Worth. Galveston, 
Linden, Tyler, Au.stin, and San 
Marcos.

Since the statewide surveil­
lance of influenza cases began 
in I9G8, a systematic surveil­
lance of absenteeism reported 
from industry and the public 
schools in major population 
areas has been one of the key 
indicators of the prevalence of 
influenza cases in any given 
area. At the present time, the 
statewide surveillance on ab­
senteeism indicates no unusual 
activity. Each week, .state health 
officials chock the 12 most popu­
lous areas on a routine basis 
for absenteeism in selected in­
dustries. schools, and for cases \ 
reported through emergency I 
rooms at certain hospitals.

Above normal absenteeism | 
was reported in schools and in-' 
dustrv in Amarillo, Brownsville, | 
and Dallas during the second [ 
week of January, but since that 
time absenteeism has fallen off 
and is reported as normal a- 
cross the entire state.

“The severity of influenza in 
Texas at this time does not ap­
pear to be a great problem.” 
said Dr M. S. Dickerson of the 
State He.alth Department. “ It is 
largely determined by the level 
of a person’s immunity. The 
majority of our population al­
ready has some immunity from 
prior exposure to related influ­
enza yiruses."

There has been a steady but j 
not a dramatic increase in flu i 
during the first four weeks of I 
January, 1973, with 4,105 report-1 
ed cases the first week. 6,576 
the second week, 10,110 cases 
the third week, and 12,663 re­
ported cases the fourth week.

During the past two years 
the State Health Department 
has been working to implement 
a fairly effective reporting sys­
tem from across the state, and 
as a result we now know better 
than we ever have before in 
what areas and in what amount 
flu-like illnesses are occurring 
in the state,” said Dr. Dicker- 
son.

“When the State Health De­
partment knows through its ab­
senteeism indicators and its 
statewide reporting system that 
flu is occurring in larger than 
expected numbers in a given 
community, then we work with 
local health officers in the af­
fected area to distribute kits to 
proper authorities to get speci­
mens from as many locations 
across the state as we can.

RALPH NOVAK^S NATIONAL SCENE

Don't Take Me Out—

NEW YORK (CEF) 
Unbeknownst to anybody, even Chris Schenkel, all of 

the major league baseball players are already in spring 
training.

This year, though, things are a little different. Instead 
of working on batting, fielding and pitching, they are 
working on their picketing and threatening, in preparation 
for Opening Day of the 1973 players’ strike.

‘‘We got a real good chance to go all the way this 
year,” said players’ association chief picketer Stan Ko­
walski as he took a break from doing his daily laps 
around the electronic calculator. ‘‘This is a whole new 
collective bargaining season and I think we have all 
the tools to make it to Utopia.

Kowalski says that the club owners are doing a lot of 
bluffing right now—such as warning that they will replace 
the whole 1973 schedule with halftime shows left over 
from the 1972 National Football League season. But 
Kowalski says the players have countered that argu­
ment by saying they can all go into another business, 
such as fishing or playing mumblety-peg.

“We have our rosters all set—the demand rosters, that 
is,’’ Kowalski said. “First of all, we think the minimum 
salary for a big leaguer should be $175,0(X) a year, since 
the price of comic books has gone up so much. Second, 
we want the owners to hire people to do all the trivial 
work for us—things like running bases, rubbing our hands 
with dirt and taking showers. And third—and most im­
portant—we want them to get rid of all those people in 
the stands who make a lot of noise while we’re working.” 

Kowalski insists the players are already in shape to 
hold out “indefinitely or until May 1, whichever comes 
first”

“We’ve been working on endurance in our workouts 
and I’ve especially concentrated on my hurt-looking ex­
pression,” he says. “You’ve got to get that old sympathy.” 

Kowalski hit .132 last year, driving in one run and 
grounding into a record 113 double plays in 46 games 
but he scoffs at a suggestion that he take a pay cut from 
the reported 46-year, $18 million contract he signed.

“I’m worth every penny of it and more,” he sayn. 
“After all, ain’t nobody in the league gets his cap off 
faster when they start playing the national anthem.”

The owners are rumored to be planning to place an ad 
in the New York Times asking the fans to buy tickets for 
games even during the strike to show their support for 
the free enterprise system. But Kowalski isn’t worried.

“We can top that easy,” he says. “We’re going to get 
all the players on the Lawrence Welk show to sing our 
inarching song, ‘Don’t Take Me Out to the Ball Game.' ’*
