tions and memorial gifts. The
work has been done by volun-
teers, from organization to oper-
ation and purchasing of books.
It is an institution which has be-
come very important to the
community.

This is a good place—on the
threshold of summer school va-

- cation t i me —to give some

thought to the Winters Public
*Library. To
been steady all-season patrons,
there will be little change, ex-
,cept for perhaps an increase in
visitations. But for others, the
summer non-school-work per-
iod is an ideal time to become
more acquainted with the lib-
rary. For those school children
who will have heavy time on
their hands during the summer
months, good books will prove
an outlet. (To say nothing of the
advantage afforded
after a few days of having the
kids underfoot all the time!)

So if your family is not a
member, and have not been a-
round to the library for some
time, make it a point to visit
again right soon, You'll profit
from it.

City Officials
Discuss Water
Storage Plans

City officials of Winters and
Ballinger Thursday night dis-
cussed the feasibility and de-
sirability of impounding water
in lakes on the watershed of
Elm Creek for use by Winters
and Ballinger.

All members of the City Coun-
cils from the two towns, and
members of the board of direc-
tors of Elm Creek Water Con-
trol District, heard a report on
the progress of work in the dis-
trict, and a report on the pre-
| liminary survey of the water-
shed which is being made this
week.

W. M. Hays of Winters, chair-
man of the board of Elm Creek
Water Control District, report-
ed on the progress of work in
the district. All preparations are
being made toward making ap-
plication for federal funds to
build water retaining dams on
Elm Creek and its tributaries,
| he said. The survey being made
| this week is only one step in
| that direction, he said.

Harvey Kahlden of the un-
nels County Soil Conservation
Service office, briefed those in
attendance on the survey being
made by
|plans staff. He said the survey
will attempt to determine the
feasibility of building a dam for
impounding water on Elm
Creck as well as whether more
| than one lake would be needed
|to serve the two towns.

| If the study shows the need

for impounding the water, offi-
cials will try to determine the
| best methods of financing the
projects,

! The present Elm Creek Water
| Control District is an outgrowth
1of a meeting between leaders of
| Winters and Ballinger about six
|yc:ars ago, searching for addi-
] tional water supplies for the two
| cities. It has been proposed that
| a lake be situated some place on
|Elm Creek watershed, to pro-
vide municipal water, provide
recreational facilities, as well
as flood control use. Such a wa-
ter supply also could be used
as a source for the proposed
rural water supply system.

Ebb Grindstaff, chairman of
the Upper Colorado River Au-
thority, also was present, and
spoke to the group,

|

In his talk to the group, Hays
pointed out that in all work con-
nected with the EIm Creek pro-
| ject will conform to ecological
regulations from the state, a-
long with federal regulations.
This would include a main sup-
ply reservoir for Winters and
Ballinger, as well as the water
| retaining structures proposed
| upstream.

Another meeting was sched-
uled for Thursday night of this

| week, at which representatives |

| of the Bureau of Sport Fisheries
| and the Texas Parks and Wild-
;Iife Department were expected.
|  Results of the priliminary
survey of the Elm Creek Dis-
trict will be made known within
|a few weeks, Hays says, and
many questions concerning all
proposals probably will be an-
swered. The survey is being

Gas Company Is
Seeking Increase
In City Gate Rate

Lone Star Gas Company has
announced that it filed an appli-
cation with the Texas Railroad
Commission Friday (May 11) for
an increase in the city gate rate
for gas delivered to each town
served by the company in Tex-
as.

The primary factors involved
in Lone Star’s application relate
to the cost of maintaining an
adequate gas supply for custo-
mers, and contracting for new
supplies to meet growing con-
sumer demands. The individual
items included in the company's
rate increase proposal are: (1)
the right to recover costs and
return of $7.2 million associated
with the firm's West Texas Gas
Supply System, an approximate
400 mile large-diameter pipeline
system from West Texas to the
Dallas-Fort Worth area; (2) the
right to recover costs and re-
turn of $0.8 million on approxi-
mately $9.6 million in advance
payments and pre-payments the

{company thus far has made to

producers as a part of new gas
purchase agreements; (3) to
bring the company’s weighted
average cost of gas used in the
Commission’s  calculation of
Lone Star's base city gate rate
up from the 16.29-cents per
thousand cubic feet to the pre-
sent level of 20.53-cents per
thousand; (4) to allow Lone Star
to “‘pass on’ 100 percent of its
increased cost of purchased gas
on a monthly basis, rather than
the presently allowed 65 percent
every six months,

The cost adjustments would
mean an 8.1-cent per thousand
cubic feet increase in the city
gate rate, and an increase of
$10.5 million in Lone Star’'s an-
nual revenue when costs are
flowed through to customers,
based on a 1972 volume of ap-
proximately 130 billion cubic
feet,

The company further noted
that all proposed rate increases
are cost justified and within na-
tionally esiablished price con-
trol guidehnes for utilities estab-
lished last year

“ENERGY" ADS

The House Natural Recources

Committee held a hearing on
HSR 131 last week—a measure
that requests advertisers to ‘‘not
use advertisements to urge the
public to use more power or en-

ergy than is reasonably neces-|

,

sary.

House authors are Representa-
tives Ben Grant, Marshall, and
Woody Denson, Houston

Grant testified before the
Committee that his bill was not
intended to regulate advertising
of energy companies in Texas—
but to urge advertisers to “‘teach
or persuade the public to con-
serve or decrease the use of en-
ergy and to avoid all wasteful
uses of power.”

He cited some of the copy used
by Conn Edison—a major utility
in the East,

A spokesman for the South-
west Electric Power Company
told the Committee that his com-
pany against the bill be-
cause they did not feel that the
state should *‘get into the busi-
ness of curtailing advertising.”

“We have a surplus of pow-
er,”" he said. “Conn Edison has
a shortage. We ned to urge our
consumers to use more electri-
city in the winter for heating
purposes, We have the power
available, and we need to sell
it in order to pay for our
bonds.”

“Our consumers use our pow-
er supply in the summer when
air conditioning is needed,” he
continued. “But we need to
‘sell’ them on winter-time pow-
er consumption through our ad-
verticsing programs. We don't
