Most Horrible Loss of
Life.

LANDON HOTEL BURNED.

|

Miss Neil Guion came in Tues- |

Sunday morning about two o’clock a gasoline stove in the short
'order kitchen at 1ho Landon Hotel, San Anfrelo exploded, instantly
| setting fire to the structure. Ina moment the fire had spread to

' both stairways and to the office. In the office several coal oil
'lamps exploded and added fury to the flames. The guests who
were awaked were panic stricken, but some were burned to death
' while asleep or suffocated in their beds. There were 131 guests
'in the hotel that night and as the register was burned it is slow
'work tinding out who were burned to death. The fire spread so
'rapidly and had the large structure so soon in ashes “that the
zoruests who escaped can hmdl) talkk intelligently of the fire or tell
how it happened. The Landon Hotel was a large rambling two
story structure, partly stone, and partly wood. The kitchen was
,neax]y midway between the stairs. A stiff breeze spread the
flames with almost miraculous rapidity. Besides the hotel and
Jaundry, the Fitzgerald furniture store, J. S. Miles’ two large
'stores, two livery stables, carriage shop. blacksmith shop, and
‘other buildings were destroyed, makmfr a total loss of abovut
1 £100,000. The blaze was something terrific. lichting up the whole
‘country round, being plainly seen at Miles and other places far-
'ther off. But the worst feature, and that which makes it heart-
rending, was the great loss of life. Mr. and Mrs. Landon had
ie%uped from the house when Mrs. Landon rushed through the
‘dense smoke and up the stairway to try to save a Houston woman
'and her three children, She got them to the porch and, with D.
'Hendrickel, a Waco drummer who has been traveling for Collier
Pubhchmg Co, was trying to persuade the mother to let them
throw the children over the porch and jump. They would take
'the children in their arms to throw them when the mother would
grab 'hem away. Suddenly the porch gave way and all six of
them went down into a fiery grave. When they were taken from
the ruin, the big-hearted drummer had two children in his arms
and Mrs. Landon had one. Both had given their lives for the
mother and her children. Above the roar of the fearful lames
could be heard the agonizing wails and cries of the helpless vie-
tims of the fire. But the fire defied all efforts to rescue them, and
all they could do was to die. Many jumped from the second
story. Some were unhurt some were crippled. Others could
have escaped but the smoke blinded and confused them.

Fortunately the Santa Fe train for San Angelo that night was
about an hour and a half late and did not reach there until after
the fire. It had on board about fifty passengers, most of whom
would have stopped at the Lardon. : :

OverCrowded Trains.

For several nights the Bulletin
man has been at the Santa Fe
trains in both directions and has
noticed the unusual jamming of
the passengers into the cars. As
public carriers the railroads are
under obligations to provide ac-
comodations for its patrons, but
the Santa Fe deliberately ignor-
es its obligations to the people
on this branch. Yesterday's
train out of Temple was so
crowded that about fifteen peo-
ple had to stand all the way to
Lampasas and fifteen or twenty
ladies were placed in the smok-
ing car before the train left
Temple. When the train arriv-
ed every seat in the chair car
was filled and in the smoker
there were as many as three on
a seat and the negro compart
ment was full of white people.
Wh:n the train left heré there
were several ladies standing
the chair car, there were no
lights in the smoker and not an
available seat in the whole train.
The trains in both directions
frequently come in here with a
dozen or more passengers forced
to stand. The officials of the
road have had their attention
called to the conditions, but pay
no attention to the demands, and
it is now time for the commission
|to take the matter up and force
'the road to discharge its duty to
lits patrons. Travellers over the
'state say that this branch has
the most crowded trains on
which they ride, and has the
poorest accomodations. A dou-
ble daily train service is needed
to San Angelo from Temple, and
Ithe people along the line should
| bring the need forcibly to the
minds of the authorities. The
policy of the management seems
to be to get the most money out
of this territory and give the
'least returns for it. —Brownwood
Bulletin.
