Death to Johnson Grass.
Prof. J. W. Spillman, agrostol- 

ogist of the United States De­
partment of Agriculture, has 
been in the vicinity of Columbus, 
Colorado county, Texas, inspect­
ing the experiments which are 
being conducted on the farm of! 
J. B. Gay for the purpose of find­
ing methods of exterminating 
Johnson Grass. A fter visiting 
the experimental fields, Mr. 
Spillman was enthusiastic over 
the results.

It  has been demonstrated be­
yond question that Johnson 
grass can be completely eradi 
cated by means that are entirely 
practicable, and a bulletin will 
be issued this winter giving the 
details of the experiments and 
the results obtained. These re­
sults indicate that excellent 
crops, practically free from 
Johnson grass, may be grown 
on badly infested land if the land 

| is plowed both in fall and spring 
and treated with a root digger 
after each plowing. To complete­
ly eradicate the grass a small 
portion of the farm may be treat­
ed at a time so that the loss of a 
season’s use of the land may not 
be serious. The part to be treat­
ed should be plowed in the fall 
with a disc or turning plow. The 
root digger should then be run 
both ways over the land. Re­
peat the plowing and root dig 
ging in the spring then run a 
sweep over the field frequently 
during the summer. This will 
completely eradicate the pest.— 
Texas Live Stock Journal.

How Mail is Fumigated
Samuel M. Gaines, superin­

tendent of the railway mail serv 
ice, yesterday talked to a Rec 
onl man of the process used for 
the fumigation of mails at San 
Antonio and Laredo.

All outgoirg and incoming j 
mail at these two cities under 
goes 11 thorough fumigation. At 
San Antonio, the International ! 
railroad has furnished a mail car j 
for this purpose. The car stands 
on a side track not far from the 
International and Great North 
ern depot. A  force of seven 
men is busy day and night get­
ting the mass of mail ready to 
send out.

The mail Is dumped from the 
pouches on the floor of the car. 
Every letter is fed to a machine 
which makes about a dozen small 
perforations through the envel­
ope and the written matter in­
side. This is done to enable the 
fumes to penetrate every cor­
ner of the letter.

At the next step the entire 
mail, both letters and papers, is 
spread about the car on the floor 
and over the racks and tables.

When all is in readiness the 
doors are closed tight and every 
crack sealed. Sulphur and for 
maldehyde gas is then turned 
into the car and allowed to re 
main there for seven or eight 
hours.

At the end of this time the car 
is opened, the mail redistribut­
ed and sent on its way.—Fort 
Worth Record.
