I Fewer Cattle are In the Feed Lots.
i Fewer cattle are in feed lots in 
(Texas now than at any time 
I since the advent of cotton seed 
hulls as feed there is a general 
scarcity of fat cattle. At least, 
this is the information complied 
Warren V. Galbreath, general 
livestock agent of the Missouri, 
Kansas & Texas railway.

Figures of Mr. Galbreath were 
obtained directly and accurately 
from the oil mills of Oklahoma 
and Texas and are declared to 
be a true index to the situation. 
They show that 40 per cent of 
feeders in two states are in Ok­
lahoma and this in itself is sig­
nificant and important demon­
strating a shortage of abundant 
grass in the new state.

A comparative tabulation, 
showing the number of cattle in 
feed lots in Texas and Oklahoma 
for the past seven years is inter­
esting:
1901 .... :......  80,232
1902 ...................................... 61,490
1903 ..........................   59,100
1904 ...................................... 74,945
1095...................................... 29,700
1906 ...................   41,210
1907 ...............  22,200

Noted in the tabulation is the
fact that since 1901 the number 
of feeders has been declining and 
this is an evidence that range 
cattle are coming more into favor 
and recognition, and also that of 
recent years grass has been un­
usually good. Particularly is 
this true of the past two seasons.

This year’s falling off in feed­
ers in Texas and Oklahoma is at­
tributed to several causes. Pro­
bably first is the fact that feed 
has been high and grass has 
good; the price of feeders has 
been high and they have been 
rushed on the market.

U n l e s s  business conditions 
cause consumption to drop, the 
scarcity of fat cattle will cause 
the price to advance according 
to the opinion of Mr. Galbreath, 
who is a student of the market. 
—Fort Worth Record. r̂ - '

Judge Goodwin’s Charge.
Not “ the same old charge” , 

but a plain statement of facts 
was Judge Goodwin’ s charge to 
the Brown county grand jury. 
As given by the Brownwood 
News. Following is the substance 
of the charge which our anti con­
temporary dubs the “ Same Old 
Charge, ”  and proceeds to defend, 
in a way. the anti prohibition 
violations:

“ Judge Goodwin in delivering 
his charge stated that the legis­
lature made it his duty to call 
the attention of the jury to the 
new laws passed by the last 
session. He mentioned the 
gambling laws wherein it is 
made a felony for a man to oper­
ate a gambling place; stated 
that it was a crime now for a 
man to desert his wife and not 
support her; disorderly, houses 
should not exist, said he and a 
man who rents a house for such 
purposes can be prosecuted.

The Judge called particular at-

tention to the new local option 
laws, which he said were suffi­
cient to stop all violations. He 
characterized the man who will 
deliberately disobey these laws 
by any subterfuge as an anar­
chist. He referred to the oft 
repeated statement of traveling 
men that they can get liquor at 
Brownwood, whereas such a 
thing was impossible in other 
towns of his district. He want­
ed the matter thoroughly investi­
gated and the practice stopped. 
The law is ample to squelch it.

Judge Goodwin said that C. 0. 
D. shipments of liquor had been 
prohibited by law and the only 
way one can get it now is by 
making a personal order; that 
there is a heavy tax on Uno- 
joints; that the law forbids any­
one soliciting ordes in local op­
tion districts; or from keeping 
liquor for others in cold storage. ”

CARNEGIE LIBRARY 
FDR BALLINGER.

Th e  M atter Is W e ll in Hand and the 
L ib ra ry  is an Assured Fact.

That Ballinger is to have a 
modern public library will be 
good news to Ballinger people.

Several weeks ago it was sug­
gested that Ballinger should 
have a public library or some 
place for public gatherings.

Rev. Geo. W. Fender acting 
on the suggestion addressed a 
letter to the great library build­
er, Andrew Carnegie soliciting 
aid in the building of a library, 
and telling him of the need of 
such a building in Ballinger. Mr. 
Carnegie very promptly respond­
ed, and asked for information, 
and wanted to know if Ballinger 
would meet his requirements in 
the matter.

Mr. Carnegie’s requirements 
are that Ballinger furnish the 
site for the building and guaran-  ̂
tee a maintenance fee of at least • 
ten per cent of the cost of the ¡ 
building. This was easy for Bal- j 
linger, and that progressive citi-  ̂
zen, Jo Wilmeth, very promptly 
offered to donate the site free, 
and the City Council met in 
special session yesterday evening 
and passed a resolution endors­
ing the move and guaranteeing 
the maintenance of the library.

This practically settles the 
question and Ballinger will soon 
have a modern library building. 
All that remains to be done is to 
get the matter in definite shape, 
and start the work.

The donation from Mr. Car­
negie will be about equal those 
made other towns, $15,000 and 
this amount will be put in a 
building, and with the building 
advantages we have, this amount 
will build a nice library.

Revs. Leslie and Fender 
is taking an active interest in the 
matter, and nothing will be left 
undone to secure the building.
