In Oil Price To
Help West Texas

Recent increases in the price
of crude oil, averaging 25 cents
per barrell, will add approxi-
mately $11,500,000 per month to
income of West Texas producers

and royalty: owners according to
. estimates prepared by the West
Texas Chamber of Commerce.

The estimate was based on pro-
duction reported to the Texas
Railroad Commission in March,
the last month for which the
commission’s detailed statement
of crude oil allowable, produc-
tion and removal from leases has
been distributed.

March production, in West Tex-
as districts of the commission's
Oil and Gas Division totaled 46,-
061,406 barrels. This would have
added $11,515,352 to the market
value at an average hike of 25
cents per barrel.

Duck Hunt Dates
To Be Ready Soon

AUSTIN, July 24. — Texas
duck and goose hunters should
know dates and general regula-
tions for the 1953 shooting sea-
son by mid-August, according to
the Executive Secretary ‘of” the
Game and Fish Commission.
Service, which has final auth-
ority on the annual waterfowl
harvest, meets in Washington, D.
C., August 7 or thereabouts.

The Executive Secretary said
there were no advance indica-
tions of drastic changes over the
1952 waterfowl season.

The Game and Fish Commis-
sion has recommended that Texas
be zoned for waterfowl with an
early season for north Texas and

a later season for the coastal
areas.

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Sprays Kill Fish
In Farm Ponds

AUSTIN, July 24. — The Chief
Aquatic Biologist of the Game
and Fish Commission said the
usual summer hot weather haz-
ards to fish are being enhanced
by agricultural
sprays

and livestock

He said extreme heat and wind-
less days are common dangers
to tish, particularly in small, shal-
low water areas. He advised in-
terested persons to help restore
oxygen to these places by using
ordinary outboard motors to stir
up the surface

The increasing use of agricul-
tural sprays, the Chief Acquatic
Biologist explained, is a compara-
tively new menace. He cited a
recent case where fish in two
ranch tanks died mysteriously
The rancher said he had not used
any sprays, but investigation
showed .a neighbor in the same
watershed had. A shower wash-
ed the poisonous chemicals into
the water,

He said algae can be a common
mid-summer threat to fish. Thys
aqguatic growth breathes oxygen
and it there is an excessive
amount present during cloudy,
still weather, it competes with
fish. Furthermore, the hotter the
water becomes, the less oxygen
it holds and the more is the de-
.mand for oxygen by fish
