Eastland County Jkrmera are
being invited to attend a demon­
stration qf applying A lhydrous 
Ammonia fertilizer to p«.anuta on 
the W. B. Starr farm july 3, be­
ginning at 1:30, accortjmg to an 
announcement ac the County 
Agent’« office in Eastland.

Although it haa been tried un­
der email grains, the nfrw mater­
ial has not been applied under 
peanute, one of the major crops 
of tLe county.

An Eastland Implement dealer 
is cooperating in putting on the 
demonstration, it waT*said. A 
dealer from Abilene will bring the 
equipment to apply the matesial.

The new material i* about 82 
percent nitrogen. A ton of it has 
1,640 pounds of available mater­
ial compared to 660 pounds of ni­
trogen in a ton of 33 percent Am­
monium Nitrate. It combines 
with the soil particles wbm^ppli- 
ed from 5 to 7 inches deepR*! 
properly sealed in and is reai 
available for plants to use.
