The County Commissioners in 
session this morning accepted the 
proposition of Judge Willingham 

j which embodied that he would al­
low the county the right to con­
struct a roadway across his past­
ure to shorten the distance of two 
miles into and out o f the city from 
the south.

The Commissioners accepted the 
proposition contingent upon the 
causeway or steel bridge being 
erected across the river at the foot 
of 7th or 8th street.

The cause w$y matter was tho­
roughly threshened out at the 
morning session and upon recom­
mendation of Judge Ml C. Smith 
Jo Wilmeth, C. A. Doose, Judge 
Willingham, Jap Adams and oth­
ers whovappeared on behalf of the 
acceptance of the Willingham pro­
position and the building of the 
causeway or bridge across the riv­
er.

The manner of approaching the 
causeway and raising the funds 
which to construct it wa4 the sub­
ject o f much discussion. It was 
finally agreed upon the sugges 
tion of County Judge Griggs and 
which was concurred in by mem­
bers o f the court, that the best 
manner of approaching the cause 
way or bridge proposition and at 
the same time provide funds for 
other general road improvements 
work would be through the means 
o f a bond issue to he voted upon 
some time this summer by the cit­
izens of precinct no. 1.

It was agreed that before the, 
amount of the bonds to be issued 
eould he determined that it would 
he more practicable to have engi­
neers representing the various 
bridge and causeway companies 
come here and make soundings 
and measurements, draw plans for 
both a concrete causeway and 
steel bridge and furnish estimates 
on the cost of both bridge and es­
timate. the cost of the structure to 
he adopted. The commissioners 
at the afternoon session passed 
the orders necessary to get the 
proposition in tangible shape and 
it is expected that engineers will 
he on the ground to furnish esti­
mates. According to Judge Griggs 
the engineering work estimates, 
and plans can be secured by the 
county for practically no expense.

BACK TO THE FARM. ^

Nine hundred million dollars’ 
Worth „0$ agricultural products 
Were exported from the United 
the bureau of statistics in the 
department o f commerce and la­
bor. Secretary Wilson says that 
the total value o f our farm pro­
ducts for that year was $8;776;- 
000 ;000; » so that a little more 
than 10 per cent of our farm pro­
ducts were sold abroad and the 
home consumers had to be con­
tent.

Tbis is a healthy condition , but 
doubtless helps to explain the 
high "price o f provisions in this 
country. Secretary Wilson thinks 
the high prices are due to the fact 
that there are too few farmers 
and too many distributors, too 
many young men rushing to the 
city instead of staying home and 
tilling the soil. '

“ .If we are to supply Europe
as well a;: America with foodstuffs
we must increase the number of %
farmers with the increase of our 
population and if farming is made 
and continues sufficiently profita­
ble there will be no lack of farm­
ers. The poor rewards o f farm­
ing in the past ’ have driven the 
farmer boys to other prusuits. 
There will be a cry o f “ back to 
the farm “  as soon as it is clear 
that there is money in farming 
commensurate with the toil which 
it exacts from those whose live­
lihood is the cultivation o f the 
Soil.— Philadelphia Press.

PORK IN THE SOOTH

Notwithstanding it smany nat­
ural advantages for pork pro­
duction. the South imports or 
buys a considerable percentage 
o f the porcine meat which it us­
es. It does not so much matter 
that the South spends its good 
native money outside of its own 
bordors— that is commercially 
permissible and even wise in a 
republic; the trouble is that the 
South fails of its proper agricul­
tural development by indiffer­
ence to pork production.

An abundance o f cheaply and 
easily growfy feeds, plenty of) 
fresh, pure water ami 'outdoor 
weather during most of the year, 
to say nothing of the forest and 
woods feeds, such as nuts, which i 
abound in large quantities, make 
most of the agricultural South 
quite an ideal country in which 
to produce a superior quality of 
pork. Not only should that sec­

tion produce every pound of its 
swine meat, but it should have 
pork to sell. It should have a 
large surplus every year.

Cotton is losing its grip in 
many parts of the South. It has 
imporvished the soil and demoral­
ized agriculture. Its day is done 
so far as the old ruinous one-crop 
system (which it introduced and 
maintained is concerned. Mixed 
farming involving live stock is 
slowly gaining introduction in 
the more progressive communi­
ties. Where this rational system 
has been long enough tried to 
yield definite results it has paid, 
and farmers are adopting and 
pursuing it with intelligent en­
thusiasm.

It is so easy to make a living in 
a country blessed with natural 
advantages that the mass of farm­
ers in the South do not make the 
most of their opportunities. 
While many of them are convinc­
ed that they could make money 
raising hogs, they are “ getting 
along”  without going into the 
business, and so long as “ well 
enough”  satisfies they are not 
likely to try new systems unless 
energetic means are employed to 
interest them. It is npt enough 
to prove to a man, by use of fig­
ures and wordy arguments, that 
he can make production pay hand 
somelv; nothing less than object 
lessons will move him. Show him 
how, put the evidence before him, 
and he will inwardly resolve to 
try it.

What the South\ieeds in order 
to awaken its latent ability among 
its farmers is an object lesson 
presented in a practical way by a 
practical man. Every county and 
indeed every town ship, should 
have a demonstration or object 
lesson farm on which pork mak­
ing should be thoroughly exploit­
ed in connection with mixed farm 
ing. Boards of Agriculture and 
Experiment Stations should co­
operate in establishing such farms 
Railroads and other large corpor­
ations could and should be inter­
ested in such a movement.— 
Contributed for Publication.

POULTRY POINTERS.

Don’t raise mongrel chickens. 
Just as much feed and care is re­
quired for them as pure bred
fowls, and the latter are certain-%
ly the best and most attractive.

Pullets that are early hatched 
should not be subjected to the 
forcing process during the sum­
mer months. Their frames should 
be kept growing as* long as possi­
ble.

Green bone fed to growing 
chickens as well as to full grown 
fowls, is a valuable creator of 
blood, muscle and strength, and it 
cannot be beaten as an egg pro­
ducer.

Sour or mouldy food should 
never be given to chickdns. Bow­
el diseases are liable to result 
from it, causing more damage 
than the saving*on • food would 
amount to.

Setting hens should have a ra­
tion o f whole corn, charcoal, grit 
and water, and should be dusted 
thoroughly with lice killing pow­
der every week, the last time 
about three days before the eggs 
are expected to hatch.

An ideal place for hens to run

in connection with the hen house, 
is the shed under the barn where 
the eows have been fed. They 
pick up many seeds and do well 
with such a range.

A little charred corn twice a 
week will keep the combs of the 
hens red, and the plumage glossy, 
which means plenty of eggs.

It does not pay to buy hens 
just because they are Wvandotts 
or Leghorns or Minorcas. The 
particular strain amounts to 
more than the name. It is so with 
all kinds of fowls or stock about 
the farm. W

It is a good plan to provide 
plenty o f nests for hens to lay in. 
When there are not sufficient hens 
are apt to quarrel and fight for 
their possession, and in the scuf­
fle eggs are broken, which are 
eaten by the hen.

HALF CAPACITY.

The High Cost of Living is the Re­
sult o f Under-Production, 

Says Secretary Wilson.

£t. Louis, May 7.— That the 
farms of the United States are not 
producing half what they should 
because of lack of practical edu­
cation among farmers was the ex­
planation o f the high cost of liv­
ing problem offered by Secretary 
of Agriculture James Wilson in 
an address at the Farmers’ Union 
rally. ». . e

Secretary Wilson received a
mixed greeting from the largest
audience that has yet attended
the sessions. A motion, that the
delegates arise when the secretary
entered was voted down with
cries o f “ He’s ’ i better than we 

* *are.
When he appeared about half 

the audience stood up, while oth­
ers shouted, “ Sit down.”

He was roundly applauded at 
the conclusion of his address, how 
ever, and presided at the remain­
der of the session.

“ I believe that the solution of 
the cost o f living problem lies in 
good hands,”  Mr. Wilson said 
“ The farmers are awake, and no 

-Country is in danger when this is 
the case.. I have investigated 
charges that the farmers have com 
bined to put up prices and rob 
the community, and have found 
that they are not true.

“ In the past the manufactur­
ers asked no questions as to the 
continued fertility of the soil, and 
no effort was made to educate the 
farmer or his son, while the educa 
tion of the farmers soon to leave 
the farm went on apace. Manu­
facturing will not succeed without 
an abundance of food at reason­
able prices, and now that the 
farms in the East have fallen way 
below the standard of productive­
ness, the manufacturers are wak­
ing up to the danger of under-pro­
duction.

“ Of the fourteen states of the 
Mississippi Valley, not one is pro­
ducing half the crops it should, 
because the farmers have not been 
taught scientific farming. We 
can, and will, ultimately, double 
every crop we are growing and at 
the same time care for a popula­
tion o f 200,000,000 people. When 
we’ve done that the agriculturists 
of that day will show how to dou­
ble the crops again.

“ The government is straining 
every effort and is accomplishing 
wonderful things, but there re­
main other things to be done.

“ The farmer must be educated. 
We must keep our young farmers 
on the farm. Immigrants who 
have lived on farms should be 
placed on farms when they come 
to this country. We need agricul­
tural teachers.”

In agriculture the conservation 
of our soil fertility, the improve* 
ment of our seeds, the introduc­
tion of crops adapted to our soils 
and climatic conditions, the har­
vesting, the preservation and man 
ufacture of the products of our 
farms, all demand educated brains 
and skilled hands. The history 
of growth of the agricultural and 
manufacturing industries in other 
states and countries shows that 
they have flourished best where 
the schools were the best. Mas­
sachusetts and New York spend 
from $30 to $40 a pupil on educa­
tion, while Texas spends $13, with 
the result that the better educated 
citizens o f those states produce 
each year about twice the amount 
per capita that our Texas citizens 
do in spite of our vastly better 
natural resources. Wisconsin has 
supported a great dairy school 
and experiment station for years 
with the result that her highbred 
cattle and her splendid butter and 
cheese are shipped into all the 
earth, and produce $50,000,000 of 
wealth each year for the state. 
How much more can great Texas 
do when she adds education to her 
superior naturifl advntges. In Illi 
nois the state spends $100,000 a 
year on experiments in agricul­
ture at her university. By one 
piece of work on corn breeding 
and cultivation these experts have 
increased the annual yield of that 
state '45,000,000 bushels. The 
South was losing over $40,000, 
000 a year from, cattle fever and 
.the re,suits o f quarantine. Now a 
large part of this was saved by 
the discovery o f the cause of this 
fever by the experts and the ticks 
have been absolutely clearej ^ut 
of 100,(KK) square miles of terri­
tory and all quarantine there abol­
ished. It is only a matter of a fewt
years and the application of a lit­
tle education when ticks and tick 
fever will be a thing of the past, 
as yellow fever is now in Cuba, 
and as malaria is in Panama.

We have to educate practical 
botanists and plant breeders and 
animal breeders to develop plants 
better suited to our dry western 
land, and to our sandy post-oak 
land, and to our rich, moist river 
bottoms, to breed up animals that 
thrive in our summer heat and 
mild winters and yet can stand 
our sudden changes and long 
drouth.

Every school in Texas should 
teach some of the principles of 
agriculture, a n d ''a l l  the city 
schools should teach some of the 
fundamentals of industrial occu­
pations, ami turn out each year 
hundreds of thousands of boys 
and girls with well informed, keen 
minds and skilled hands. Then 
every high school in the state 
should teach some of the agricul­
tural. industrial and domestic 
branches giving us each year sev­
eral thousand better trained fore­
men for our farms and factories. 
In addition to this, we need about 
four great agricultural colleges, 
or institutes, that are better equip 
ped for agriculture than our pres­
ent struggling A. & M. College, in 
order to turn out each year sever­
al hundred experts to go on our 
ranches and farms and direct in­
telligently the building up of our 
forests, the bringing up of our 
fields and the production and mar­
keting of our crops. And still 
above these practical experts 
there should be somewhere in the 
state a small group of highly edu­
cated, independent, original exper 
imenters, who coulu devote their 
lives to experimentation with new 
plants, new methods of cultiva­
tion, of harvesting, of preserving 
and of utilization. When we have 
these, and not till then, can we 
really know what we have ¡here 
in Texas to conserve, and hpvr to 
conserve it. Let us (do wl^at we 
can now for conservation with our

limited knowledge, but let us also 
plan now as Germany and Japan 
and Wisconsin and New' York and 
Massachusetts and other great 
countries have done for a greater 
future, by supporting in liberal 
manner the necessary public 
sc-hool system to give us intelli­
gent workers, and the equally 
necessary higher educational in­
stitutions to give us an abundance

of experts and leaders to Ncomerve 
and increase our great r<%\>

For 
this reason, not only do we who 
profess to be bankers suffer in the 
estimation of the critical public, 
but the institution of banking 
itself is brought under criticism 
and suspicion.

Herbert Spencer in his interest­
ing essay, “ The Origin of Profes­
sional Occupation,”  pictures the 
Egyptian nation o f ancient times 
ignorently worshiping the mystic 
and mysterious medicine man of 
their day. He sees education and 
enlightment as it advances strip 
the medicine man of his supposed 

/supernatural power, and sees him 
performing his cures through the 
agencies of the discovered remedy 
applied to the known disease. He 

e^med.icihe man of ignor- 
ence and superstition become the 
physician of intelligence and civ­
ilization. He tells us that because 
the priests of three thousand! 
years ago were supposed to pos­
sess definite knowledge1 concern­
ing past transactions and tradi­
tional usages and law’s they had 
become the advocate and judge, 
the father and forerunner of the 
lawyer o f today. The lawyer, 
priest and physician became the 
first trio of professionals, and 
following the evolution o f tinpe 
he discovers the accumulated 
knowledge of science applied to 
many hundreds o f useful and prof 
itable professions.

In discussing Spencer’s earliest 
discovered three great professions 
Oliver Wendall Holmes in his 
“ The Poet at the Breakfast Table’ 
in which he offers his general es­
timate of the doctor, lawyer and 
minister, says, “ The lawyers are 
the cleverest men, the ministers 
the most learned and the doctors 
the most sensible.”  The learned 
writer does not, however, favor 
us with his estimate of the more 
recent professional, the banker. 

Place, position, environment

religious world, he was the oppo­
nent of the priesthood, the perse-j fidence an^ esteem on the part of 
cutor o f the disciples, the human those he strives to serve. And it
camel to whom the eye of the nee­
dle wTas impossible. Politically, 
he was a freebooter, the briber of 
the tax gatherer; the corruptor of 
the Courts o f  Kings, and the de­
spised enemy of society.

Happily, such is not the case to­
day. The evolution of the centu­
ries has -• brought independent 
banker to his own, the free Amer­
ican Banker to the highest estate 
enjoyed by man. In the days of 
Spencer, it was perhaps the Doc-' 
tor who came closer to the heart- 
throbs of mankind than any otheç 
not even the minister excepted. 
Into his ear was told the secrets 
of the fireside. He was the trust­
ed confident of the mother, the in­
fallible adviser of the father, the 
hero and idol o f the children. To 
me the man would be a curiosity 
who did not, as a child, long for 
the day when he might feel the 
pulse, look at the tongue and pre­
scribe for the ills of his patient— 
the day when he might be a full- 
fledged doctor. And, while I 
w’ould not today, were it possible, 
pluck one laurel from the wreath 
which childish fancy placed upon 
the brow o f  that noblf profession, 
I feel that I can justly maintain 
that another has come to claim 
and share his place in the hearts 
and affections o f his fellowmen; 
and that other is the banker. In 
the even’d ay relations of life, as 
w«'now see then»; it is ttie- banker 
who has become the oracle of the 
community. It is he whose coun­
sel is sought, and whose advice is 
desired—and sometimes followed. 
In a social way it is perhaps the 
banker in the smaller towns and 
the country villages who comes 
in closest touch with the private 
affairs o f his customers, and ren­
ders to the public the greatest ser­
vice for permanent good. But1 
whatever we may say o f the coun­
try banker is only the early biog­
raphy <tf the city banker, because 
from the ranks o f the country 
bankers have come the masters of 
the profession, who today guide 
the destinies of many of our great­
est institutions. And if history 
repeats itself, many o f the pri­
vates- in the awkward squads of 
today will be the generals of the 
profession tomorrow.

The country banker is the fath­
er-confessor of the rich, the poor, 
the joyous, the grieved, the high, 
the low.

“ Such is my name, and such 
my tale.

Confessor, to thy secret ear.
I breathe the sorrow 1 bewail,”  
is the daily heritage of him who 
wears the title o f country banker. 
To him is first told the story of

is this trust and confidence firmly
, » '»O

established in the hearts and mind 
of the banking public which has 
always and will ever mark the 
dividing line between success-and 
failure—success or failure for the 
banker as an individual, success 
or failure for banking as a busi- 
ness.

The first thing some of us were 
told wheu entering the bank as an 
employe was that “ there is no 
room in banking for friendship or 
sentiment.”  After a few years’ 
experience and some observation 
I can not bring myself to sub­
scribe to such a doctrine. The 
blind friendship which is silent 
wheu it should counsel, and which 
condones when it should criticize 
is unworthy the name of friend­
ship, and is entitled to no consid­
eration in banking or elsewhere. 
The maudlin sentiment which 
blubbers when it should cuss and 
is helpless when it should fight 
never finds a home in the breast 
of a true man, and its posessor 
never occupies a position of trust 
or importance. But the friend­
ship and affections which grow 
out of years of intimate associa­
tion and satisfactory business re­
lations between the banker and 
customer are assets whose values 
are not doubtful, assets which are 
not subject to the laws of supply 
and demand. They are assets 
the value o f which does not 
change with the season, and which 
are not amenable to the fortunes 
of politics, the isms of religion, or 
the decrees of society. They are 
assets which any banker may have 
and which the successful bankeT 
must possess.

In very recent years much has 
been said and written concerning 
our banking system, its defects 
and imperfections. The eminent 
doctors o f finance and of State, 
the alarmist and demagogue, have 
diagnosed the disease, and pre­
scriptions for cure-alls of certain 
and swift effect have Hooded the 
land until it would seem that none 
but a novice or a fool would dare 
the suggestion of another remedy. 
Being entitled to qualify under 
both of these -classes, I want to 
offer in two words what to my 
humble mind seems to be a simple 
and valuable antidote, for the fev­
er of agitation and unrest through 
which we are passing. Would 
not a very large dose, and liberal 
application of sanity and honesty 
be better for our patient? Sanity 
on the part of those entrusted 
with the handling of the concen­
trated wealth of the country as 
represented in the great reserve 
centers. Without criticizing in

any manner their action in the 
past, may we not ask them to per­
mit reason, caution and prudence
to prevail in the conduct of their 
institution? May we not suggest 
to them that dividends gotten at 
the cost of safety and security 
spell ruin irreparable, ruin not 
only to the individual banks over 
which they preside, but disaster 
for the banking business every­
where, with consequent shame and 
disgrace for the banking profes­
sion? Without questioning the 
honesty of the bankers o f the 
country, town or city, may we not 
call upon them for the practice of 
greater frankness and sincerity 
in their dealings with the public? 
Will not such conduct breed a 
kindlier feeling and more faith 
and confidence on the part of the 
people? Of all the nostrums and 
concoctions proposed by dreamers 
and theorists, is not the establish­
ing of an unquestioning faith and 
confidence in honesty and integ­
rity of banks and bankers of more 
value than legislative enactment. 
State or National? To me there, 
is but one answer, ‘ Yes.’

Our banking system may not be 
perfect. About it there may be 
such that is objectionable. To 
perfect it there may be much that 
should be added. Concerning 
such matters bankers themselves 
are divided. What the defects 
are, if there are defects, and what 
the remedy should be, I would not 
undertake to say. But this much 
I feel, and of this I am proud; the 
banking system of the Republic 
of the United States is the safest, 
sanest, soundest and most inde­
pendent of any system that any 
Republic will ever have. If I 
read history aright, in no other 
country in the present or past 
have bankers enjoyed that meas­
ure of freedom and independence 
accorded the American Banker. 
The possession of this freedom 
and independence has made our 
system what it is; and whatever 
its critics may say of it, they can 
not deny that it has withstood the 
severest tests of the past and has 
financed the unequaled develop­
ment o f the greatest nation his­
tory has ever known. True, the 
system has undergone periods of 
great strain, times when its very 
existence seemed threatened with 
utter failure. But each session 
of distress has been a school for 
post-graduate work for every 
thoughtful banker, with the result 
that we have emerged from each 
succeeding session stronger and 
better equipped than before for 
meeting and handling the ever re­
curring periods of business de­
pression from which no country 
•on earth is immune. This growth 
towards perfection has always 
been slow, to be sure, but it has 
been ever forward and upward, 
keeping its proper pace with the 
■country’s growth. Is it too much 
to expect of the future a contin­
ued development and adjustment 
o f our banking system, commen­
surate with the nation's progress? 
May we not confidently predict 
that the free American Banker 
who has builded such a splendid 
system of individual and inde­
pendent banks, will as time goes 
on accomplish the perfection of 
his handiwork?

That we need some measure of 
currency reform no careful stu­
dent of economics will deny; but 
in the light of past achievements 
and present conditions, I prefer 
that reforms come about through 
the process o f evolution, rather 
than revolution. I am not one of 
those who believe and preach that 
the American people are not capa­
ble of great constructive legisla­
tion. The Shades of Andrew Jack 
son do not disturb me as I study 
the proposed reform measures, ad­
vocated by some of the ablest men 
of our profession. I f time and in­
vestigation shall show these meas­
ures to be fraught with possibili­
ties of the greatest good for the 
greatest number, then will our 
American courage and wisdom 
write them into laws. Until that

time, we who profess to be bank­
ers should strive to the limit of
our ability to strengthen and im­
prove the splendid system handed 
down to us ^ y  our fathers, the 
system which is the living biogra­
phy of the greatest class of mefi 
our country has known, the pio­
neer bankers of a pioneered re­
public.

Let us insist upon nobler ideals 
and demand higher standards of 
honesty and proficiency for the 
members of our profession. Let us 
eleminate from our ranks the class 
of bankers described in a banker’s 
definition of a panic, which I re­
cently heard. During the Ust ses­
sion of nocturnal fioor-walking in­
dulged in by some bankers, a 
yoüng hopeful, called by his ad­
miring friends, ‘ The Cashier’ 
rushed into the den of a veteran 
fraternity man, who had had sev­
eral post-graduate courses in sim­
ilar schools, and said, “ What is 
all this trouble about, what’s 
wrong? You call it a panic, do 
you? I don ’t seem to understand 
you. Any way, tell me what on 
earth does a panic mean?”  “ It 
means nothing at all on earth, 
young man,”  replied the old, 
chieftan; “ but,”  said he, “ if you 
will calm yourself and heed the 
definition, I will tell you what it 
means. A panic means a hell of 
a time for amateur bankers.”  

Speaking from positive and 
painful experience, I know’ that 
definition to be absolutely correct.
The banking business is a poor

field for the amateur. Except 
for the injury done our profession 
by the reckless and dishonest, in 
my opinion the profession suffers 
most because of inexperience and 
incompetency. Before entering 
the banking profession as in any 
other, special training and exper­
ience are indispensable to success, 
and 1 would especially recommend 
to those desiring to enter the pro­
fession that they heed the Moral 
of Otto and his Auto, for therein 
is a truth they wejl fnay learn.
