At the time 
I assumed my official duties Kun- 
nels/countv was in debt $81,565.00. 
We have paid off enough to reduce 
this debt to $58,094.00, which rep­
resents the total indebtedness of 
the county today. The taxes at 
that time was $1.03 on the One 
Hundred Dollars, your taxes this 
year will be 57 cents on the One 
Hundred Dollars. At that time we 
had forty-seven road overseers in 
the oeunty, we now have one hun­
dred and forty-four. We have 
during this time opened up sever­
al roads with which the citizenship 
of this county is familiar. The 
Court has built four steele bridges 
in the northern portion of the 
county, and one West of Ballinger. 
Numerous other improvements 
have been made, such as the re- 
modling of the courthouse, and 
square being converted into a beau 
tiful park second to none in West 
Texas, and nutting in sewerage 
system in the court house and jail.

Thanking you bne 
and all for the many kind acts 
and words given me, and the ap­
proval of my official acts of the 
post, I will now soon retire to pri­
vate life to be a citizen among, 
you, with but one thought in view, 
the betterment and happiness of 
our people.
