city.

The others who 
met their death have been recov­
ered.

The cloudburst feel early Mon­
day night up the stream from the 
houses which were located in the 
Leon river bottom. Water twen- 
tyfive feet high swept down the 
narrow channel dealing death 
and destruction to nearly every­
thing in its path. Those that went 
down to a watery grave were 
asleep when the water swept on 
them. Terry was awakened when 
the water rushed against his 
home, demolishing it. He seized 
two of his chidlem and called to 
his wife to come to him. By 
this time water was breast deep 
and drifting timbers crowded 
about him. The children that he 
had seized were snatched away 
from him senseless and lie himself 
was rendered unconscious but

As to the cost of same, one bridge 
contractor has already submitted 
an estimate of between nine and 
ten thousand dollars.
