The people of 
Chicago and many other cities did 
not know of this traffic four y-.-rrs 
ago. but they know now. If there 
are people in Texas who do not 
know we have this awful traffic 
in this State to an alarming ex­
tent. it is no proof that it does not 
exist, but it does make the situa­
tion the more alarming, because 
the success of white slave traders 
depends upon the people not 
kuowing. When the people do 
know, then these dealers must 
hunt new fields. Because of laws 
making this traffic a felony in ten 
Northern. Northwestern and Has 
tern States, these traders have 
left these States and gone else­
where and many of them have 
come to Texas and other States of 
the South. You may not know 
this, and this is the sad and dang- 

'Wous part of it all. I f  you know 
a thief is going to break into your 
house and steal your goods, you 
would be on the watch, and he 
would Im» caught. I f  the people 
knew of the white slave trade 
they would end it speedily. They 
do not all know, hence this hor­
ror of horrors continues, and pure 
wweet, innocent and unsuspecting 
girls by the thousands fall into 
the clutches of the white slave 
dealers.

I want to tell you the unvarnish 
ed truth, and it is this: There is 
not one red light district in Texas 
that is not mainly recruited by 
victims who fall into the traps, 
nets or snares set by white slave 
dealers.

NOTICE TO ROAD HANDS
OF RUNNELS COUNTY

Mr. Editor-.—
Then? an' two provisions of the 

Runnels county Special Road Law 
which I desir* to call the atten­
tion of all persons subject to duty 
on the jublic roads in the county. 
Many of them are not familiar 
with these provisions of this law, 
and I believe they will appreciate 
this explanation o f sam e.

Section 13 provides that any 
citizen subject to road duty in the 
County may secure an Exemp­
tion Receipt by the payment to 
the county Treasurer or his Com­
moner the sum of $3.00 on or be­
fore the Lst day o f Fedruary of 
any year, which will exempt him 
from road duty during that year. 
All who desire to exampt them­
selves from duty on the public 
r<dads during the year 1911 should 
pay the $3.00 and get his receipt 
on or be fort Feb. 1st 1911.

Section la provides that the tax 
Collectors of Runnels County 
shall, on or before the 31st day of 
March of each year, furnish to the 
Commissioners court a full and 
complete li>t of all persons who 
have failed to pay their poll tax 
for the preceeding year, and any 
such delinquent shall be subject 
to road duty for a. period of three

days during the ensuing year, and 
they shall be summoned as in ot­
her eases to work on the road in 
the road precinct in which said 
person resides, and this three 
clays shall be in addition to the 
regular five days service requir­
ed by law. Under this provision 
every person between the ages of 
21 and 60 years who fail to pay 
his poll tax tor the year 1910 will 
have have to work on the roads 
of his precinct for three days. 
Will suggest that the court has 
decided to enforce this provision 
of the law, which has heretofore 
been tin-noticed and practically 
nobody knew it was tlie law.

I presume, however, that no cit­
izen will neglect to pay his poll 
tax this year on account of the 
giea.t State-wide prohibition 
fight that is coming on next year, 
it matters not which side he may 
take. Tliis notice will serve to en­
lighten all persons subject to road 
duty and to the payment o f a poll 
tax as to these provisions of the 
law.

In conn<*«*tion with the report of 
a homicide in iXallas. Monday, 
came the n«*ws that this city is 
the fifty-second killing this year. 
This makes an average for the 
y«*ar of a killing ea»*h week.

It does not n«*ed to be said tliat 
murder trials will require more 
than a week <*ach to be disposed 
of. Moreover, the courts are not 
in session every week in the year. 
Even w#*re the courts doing more 
than they now aiv doing it would 
he e#*rtain the »l»M*k»*t would Ik* 
clogged with murder eases in ad­
dition to the average amount of 
)x*tty criminal ea«#-s.

This- is a serious matter. The 
condition is not confined to Dal­
las was select#*»! for «*«>mnn*nt sim­
ply In*.*aus. the actual figures 
were pivsented. Tin* situation in 
this country is probably better 
than in any otli«*r large country of 
the state. But th«* situation thru- 
out this slat«* is had. These cases 
must eome to trial promptly if 
the courts at*»* to do th#*ir work.

Yet they ar#* not coming to trial 
promptly. Out of that collection 
of fifty-two cases it is absolutely 
«•ertain some are going to "d ie ”  
simply through remaining oil the 
docket until th#* whole affair is 
forgotten ami th«* witnesses s»*at- 
t**red. This is especially unsatis­
factorily to th«* public, and not 
oven satisfactory to some of the 
«l«*f#*.ndants. (tut of that number 
«•♦■rtahily many of the defendants 
f#*el they were forced to kill to 
protect their own liv#*s. They 
want vindication. They want to 
present th#*ir eases to juries of 
twelve m**n conie forth with th«* 
verdict <1 «“daring th«*m not guilty 
of a charge of murder. And if the 
facts warrant they ar«* entitled to 
that cleansing -of the record. Un­
der the constitution ev«*rv man is 
entitled to prompt trial.

On of the most difficult things 
to preach tn th#* general public is 
that carelessness in such matters 
is very, very serious. SueJi situ­
ations cannot "just rock along.”  
They become steadily worse. lien* 
is a situation where the wrong 
stands forth dearly and the rem- 
#*dy is known and the clamor of 
press and public is heard. But. 
very little is being done.—Ex­
press.
