Proclamation for Special Session 
of Law Making Body Issued 

by Governor— Redistricting 
and Appropriations.

Austin. .11111«* 21—Gov. Colquitt 
today issued a proclamation con­
vening the Texas Legislature in 
special session on .Monday. July, 
31, beginning at 10 a. in.

Two subjects arc to he consid­
ered: First, general appropria­
tions for the support of the State 
government for the two fiscal 
years beginning Sept. 1. and the 
redistricting o f the Senatorial* 
Represent ative districts. Con­
gress not having fixed the basis 
o f  apportionment for eongression* 
al districts, that.subject is not in­
cluded. The governor inserts the 
usual clause which permits him 
to submit subjects from time to 
time.

Under the privilege it has been 
predicted that he would undoubt­
edly recommend that the Legis­
lature take action with reference 
to the social clubs o f the State. 
He objects to them selling liquor 
on Sunday and without taking 
out a regular saloonkeeper's li* 
cense.

The Governor has also intimat­
ed that he will ask the Legislature 
to make some corrections in the 
revised civil statutes as recently

State, do hereby call a special 
session of the Thirty-Second Leg­
islature to convene in the city o f 
Austn, beginning at 10 a. m. Al ou­
tlay, July 31, 1911. An emergency 
has arisen by reason of the fact 
that the regular session adjourn* 
ed without making appropriation 
for the support of the State Gov­
ernment, and for the public ser­
vice of the fiscal years beginning 
Sept. 1. 1911, and Sept. 1, 1912, 
and having failed to pass bills ap­
portioning the State into Senator* 
ial districts and into Represents-j 
five districts, as required by the 
Constitution.

“ Therefore, an extraordinary 
session of the Thirty-Second Leg­
islature is hereby called for the 
date above indicated and for the 

'following purposes to-wit:
“ 1. To make appropriations 

for the support o f the State Gov­
ernment and* for the public ser­
vice for the fiscal years beginning 
Sept. 1, 1911, and Sept. 1. 1912.

“ 2. To apportion the State in* 
to Senatorial districts and into 
Representative districts and to 
fix the basis o f representation 
therefor.

“ 3. To consider and act upon 
such other matters as may be pre­
sented by the Governor, pursuant 
to Sec. 40, Art. Ill, o f the Consti* 
tution o f Texas.

“ In testimony whereof, I here­
unto sign my name and affix the 
seal of State at Austin, this 20th 
day o f June, A. D. 1911.

Once a prominent Citizen oi This

Ben Kilpatrick, the celebrated 
desperado and train robber, who 
gained notoriety through the sen­
sational holdup of a train in Mon­
tana and afterwards engaged in 
a running fight with, the officers 
o f !3t. Louis, passed thru Brown- 
wood this morning enroute to 
Paint. Rock where he will face 
trial on a chaige of murder of 
Olive Thornton of that place. 
Kilpatrick has completed a ten 
year’s term in the federal prison 
at Atlanta Ga., on the train rob­
bery ease and when he was re­
leased last week Sheriff Maddox 
was in waiting there to bring him 
to Texas. Ben Kilpatrick was 
reared in Concho County and be­
gan his wild career there .just a 
few years before his Montana ex­
perience. He once engaged in a 
fight with the sheriff of Sutton 
county, when a brother of his was 
killed. Ben Kilpatrick seemed 
to bear a charmed life and al­
though bullets were flying thick 
and fast he escaped injury. Once 
a fugitive from justice this Texas 
cowboy wandered farther and far­
ther north and west, staging some 
up to date stunts at Denver, in 
Montana and in St. Louis.

The ten years of service in the 
federal prison has aged Ben Kil­
patrick but a very little. To a lo­
cal press reporter he said he ex­
pects to eome clear in the Paint 
Rock ease and tb it in such event 
he expected to settle down and 
live a law-abiding life.

It would he a good plan 
for the trustees to have a personal 
interview with the applicant. 
Trustees should not employ any 
one on the condition that he se­
cures a certificate by the time 
school opens, i f  possible secure 
teachers o f experience and abili­
ty. Bear this in mind, that the 
success o f your school and the fu 
ture o f your children depend lar­
gely upon the kind of teacher you 
have. There are more important 
things to be taught to your chil 
dren than the book subjects. Mor 
als, manners, citizenship, justice, 
health, and the development of 
character and honor.

Austin, June 15.— The attorney 
general’s department today fur­
nished an opinion to R. E. Brat­
ton, county judge of Tarrant Co., 
wherein it is held that the regular 
election judges appointed by the 
county commissioners for the reg­
ular elections cannot serve on the 
statewide prohibition election to 
be held next July; that -such 
judges are. eligible, but they must 
be appointed for that special pur­
pose.

It is also held that under the 
amendment to the Terrel election 
law passed by the last legislature, 
the county judge must appoint 
two judges and two clerks and 
two supervisors. Under the gen­
eral election there are four judges 
and four clerks, but under to­
day’s ruling there can only be 
two judges and two clerks named. 
This ruling reduces the number 
of judges by half.
