The annual report bf the New 
York police commissioner shows 
that during 1911, 118 murders were 
committed in that city tint, only
thirteen murderers were convict-

«
ed and not one executed. For the 
three preceding years the annual 
average was i 17 murders and twen­
ty-five convictions. For the same 
three years the annual average in 
metropolitan police district of Lon­
don, containing a population of a- 
bout 7900,000, was twenty murders, 
while fifteen murderers were con­
victed or committed suicide.

Why does New York in propor­
tion to population, have nearly 8 
limes as many murders as London. 
Principally we believe, because 
murder involes less risk in New 
York than in London, where, three 
times out of four, the murderer, 
suffers death or long imprisonment, 
and the punishment very swiftly 
follows the crime.

Kesponsiblity for this scandal­
ous American condition rests, first 
of all, upon the courts. Thye, 
quit»* as much ns the legislature, 
have made the administration of 
justice a protracted game in which 
any criminal with a capable lawy­
er stands a fine sporting chance to 
win.

When we can hand even one mur 
dem* out of three over to punish­
ment within a year after th»* com­
mission of the crime,, murder rate 
win begin to fa*L—Saturday Even­
ing Post.

A MAGNIFICENT RECORD AS All * 
OFFICIAL IS HARMON'S BIG ASSET

Columbus, O. — (3p««la l) — The i 
News. Port Huron. Mich., in dcclar-' 
inn for Governor Harmon of Ohio'for 
president, points to a long list of 
what it says are practical reforms 
the Buckeye executive has instituted 
and then issues a challenge to others 
to produce another Democrat of presi­
dential timber who has a« good a list 
to his credit.

The following reforms were enum­
erated by The News as showing 
“ where Harmon stands on political 
issues.’

First—He stands for the criminal 
prosecution of guilty trust magnates 
under the criminal provision of the 
Sherman anti-trust law.

He is the only official who dared 
to start proceedings to Jail the offi­
cials of an offending corporation. He 
was stopped by President Roosevelt.

Second— Personally conducted and 
wo« the first government anti-trust 
case. The taw had slept for six years. 
Harmon, as attorney general, prose­
cuted the Addyson pipe case and the 
Trans-Missouri Traffic association 
case; secured a sweeping decision in 
the United States supreme court.

Third— Harmon stands for the di­
rect election of United States sena­
tors by the people.

Fourth— Harmon stands for the in­
come tax amendment to the federal 
constitution. Ohio passed his resolu­
tion to that effect.

Fifth— Harmon stands for equal 
taxation. His tax commission added 
f487.000.000 to the assessed valuation 
of the Ohio railroads, and one billion 
dollars to the assessed valuation of all 
ruhlic utilities In Ohio. This con- 
rervatlve governor has Increased rail­
road and corporation values nearly a 
billion dollars, an increase of 2.15 per 
ceht. and has reduced the taxes of 
(aimers and home owners- more than 
$(.000.000 a year, and he prevented 
trouble by treating all interests 
Justly.

Sixth—Harmon stands for economy 
in governmental expenditures, and 
he has lopped off nearly $3.000.000 of 
the annual tax burden of the people.

Seventh Harmon has urged and 
secured the enactment of the follow­
ing laws:

(at A law providing for the non­
partisan election of the Judiciary in 
Ohio.

(b) The non partisan election of 
delegates to ths constitutional con 
venfion

(c) A public utilities commission

with authority to rcgulcto issues of 
stocks and bonds, rates and services.

(d) A workingman's compensation 
set to be paid out of a fund, of which 
tne employer provides 90 per cent 
ar.d the employe 10 per cent.

(e ) A law for central board of con­
trol of all state institutions. Th:s law 
was advocated by Governor Osborn 
cf Michigan, but failed of passage

(f )  A law providing civil service 
for employes of state Institutions.

(g ) A law granting initiative and 
referendum to municipalities.

<h) A "corrupt practices" act mod­
eled on English statutes and fixing

(J) A reform of Ohio election law* 
to prevent corruption and fraud.

Governor Harmon, by applying to 
the stai« ¡;overr.:neiit thi«*e principles 
of business which made him so suc­
cessful aa an administrator of prop­
erty while practicing law, has sys- 
temlzed the Ohio government, and 
given the people the most economical 
administration ln th« history of the 
state

The cardinal priiclple of the Har­
mon regime has been economy, and 
the exec’itlve has never overlooked 
an opportunity to eliminate v>xtrava- 
gances that crept into the state gov­
ernment during nearly 20 years of 
continuous Republican control

Hy vetoing two hills, one making a 
state wide levy of one-half mill, and 
another increasing hy one-half mill 
the county levy for road Improve­
ment», the governor saved the peo­
ple of Ohio $6.500,000.

Hy securing the passage of a max­
imum 1 per cent tax rate law, which 
also limits the amount of money that 
can be expended by public officers, 
there was an annual saving of 
$4.000.000.

By Impartially enforcing the laws 
levying a tax on the capital stock of 
domestic corporations, which before 
the Harmon administration had es­
caped paying, a stop was put to an 
annual loss of $1,000,000.

fees they earn and collect, but th"v 
were extravagant m clerk hire aud 
drew upon county tre^urles for. defi­
cits To stop this a biM was enacted 
limiting clerk hire to a certain per 
cent of receipts and the annual sav­
ing was $50,000.

A law was passed providing for 
annual appraisement of all state prop­
erty by three men, who were to re­
ceive ageregate salaries of $18 per 
diem. They would have been busy 
the year round, but Governor Har­
mon vetoed this and saved the»#>«rple 
annually $6.000; the 1911 partial aj> 
I roprlation bill enacted by the gen­
eral assembly showed a reduction In 
the salaries of state employes of 
S26.698. Many Democratic state offl 
rers followed the example of their 
chief and saved money. State Inspec­
tor of Engineers Haswell, a Demo­
crat. lowered the annual operating 
expenses of his department in 1910, 
$16.062 34: State Oil Inspector Finley, 
a Democrat, although his expenses 
during the last half of 1910 were 
$"¡66.82 less that those of his prede­
cessor, a Republican, collected and 
laid into the state treasury fees dur­
ing that period that exceeded those 
of his predecessor $5.527.98.

State Printer Crawford, a Demo­
crat, reduced the 1910 operating ex­
penses in his department $3.738 60; 
by paring down requisitions of mem­
bers during a five months' session in 
1911, there was a saving by the sta­
tionery clerks of the Ohio house of 
representatives of $1,023.09; State 
I.ahor Commissioner Wirmel Increas­
ed the efficiency of his department in 
1910 and paid into the state treasury 
an amount that exceeded that of h:a 
predecessor $4.370 48; Senate Clerk 
Ooshorn ami House Clerk Kempei, 
Democrats, disregarded a precedent 
under which their predecessors were 
paid $6 per day for Sunday work, al­
though they never performed any 
services on those days, and the an­
nual saving was $500.
