San Antonio, Texas, March 181 h. 
—At 8 50 o’clock this morning with 
out any warning what ever, a lo­
comotive eengine boiler exploded 
ju>t outside I lie Southern Paciffir 
roundhouse heie, killing outright 
twenty five men and seriousloy 
wounded fifty o'hers.

The explosion came with terri- 
f c no se and force, wrecking build­
ings three blocks from the round­
house, the locomotive boiler itself 
being blown three blocks. The 
roundhouse and the copper shops 
adjoining were almost totally wreck 
ed. many of the men who were 
killed and injured being caught by 
the fall ng walls. Walter Jourdau, 
the engineer, was in the cab when 
the boiler exploded, and Ins body 
has b en identified. Identification 
of many of the men is impossible, 
their bodies being dismembered and 
horribly mangled, their limbs be­
ing lound jamine d in crevices in 
the roof or above the debris or en­
tangled in the machinery. It is al­
together a scene of horrible slaugh­

t e r  that cannot be described. Four­
teen of the men were literally 
| torn into fragments. The falling! 
walls buried twelve of them be­
neath their rubbish.

Robert Lipscomb, the roundhouse 
foreman, was hurled thirty feet 
and arose in a semi-conscious con­
dition. The men who were killed 
inside the roundhouse and copper 
shops never knew of their danger 
nor what happened to them, being 
blown instantly into fragments, por­
tions of their bodies being found 
in the wreckage three blocks a- 
way.
Killed And Injured Are Strike1 

Breakers.
Nothing was left standing of the 

engine except the drivers and bed 
plates. The tender was shot one 
hundred and fifty feet along the 
track, and parts of the machinery 
were shot one thousand feet into 
the air and rained down on the 
buildings in the vicinity.

Four of the company’s buildings 
are wrecked, besides several other 
buildings in the neighborhood, and 
numbers are badly damaged from 

i the explosion.
Most of the men killed and injur- 

j ed are strike breakers, who have 
been in the employ of the company 
only since the strike against the 
company began. A public investi­
gation of the matter was immed- 

;iate]y begun, hut no announcement.- 
have yet been made of the results, 
if anything has in fart been learn­
ed as to the cause of the explosion.

President Fay, of the Southern 
Pacific, in a statment issued from 
Houston today, states that the en ­
gine that exploded was one of the 
best owned bv the company, and 
that it had been inspected on Sat­
urday. It was an engine used in 
pulling the company’s fast Calif­
ornia express trains.

The explosion has been the talk 
i all tile day both in railroad c irc les  
I and over the city and thousands 
I have visited the scene of the dis* 
¡aster, which is one of the wost 
j that has ever occurred in ibis 
city. San Antonio Express.
